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Background 

Sustainable development is an urgent need and an inevitable trend in the development process of human society. At the United Nations (UN) Summit, which took place from September 25-27, 2015 in New York, USA, the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development (Agenda 2030) was approved by the United Nations member states. At the Summit, the Head of the State of Viet Nam affirmed that Viet Nam supported and committed to mobilize all necessary resources, all ministries, related ministries, localities, organizations, communities and citizens to successfully implement the Agenda 2030 and all sustainable development goals (SDG).
The Agenda 2030 possesses a universal and broad policy coverage for the full benefit of all people around the world, for today’s generation and for future generations. The Agenda 2030 sets out the vision for the next 15-year development phase with 17 sustainable development goals and 169 targets, identifying specific means of implementation, global partnerships and action plans. The global SDG is a continuation of the Millennium Development Goals (MDGs) for the period 2000-2015, and also concretizes the Agenda 21 on sustainable development for the entire 21st century which was approved by the UN in 1992.
The global SDG and targets are applicable to both developed and developing countries, taking into account differences in conditions, capabilities and levels of development of countries, and respecting national priorities and policies. Each nation will build its own SDG that are aligned with the global SDG and appropriate to its own context and policy priorities. Countries will decide how to integrate the SDG into their national plan making and development of strategies and policies.
In implementation of the commitment, on May 10, 2017 the Prime Minister issued the Decision No. 622/QD-TTg on the National Action Plan for the Implementation of the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development (SDG NAP). The SDG NAP sets out targets, tasks and assignments of responsibilities for ministries, related agencies and provinces. In the SDG NAP, 17 goals and 169 targets of the Agenda 2030 have been nationalized into 17 Viet Nam SDG (VSDG) and 115 targets, based on Viet Nam’s development conditions and context. 115 VSDG targets reflect 150/169 global ones. The inapplicable targets are those unsuitable with Viet Nam's development context and conditions. 
The year 2020 is of great importance, marking nearly 5 years of Viet Nam's implementation of the Agenda 2030 and being the last year of the Socio-Economic Development Plan (SEDP) 2016-2020, creating momentum for the implementation of the SEDP 2021-2025 and Socio-Economic Development Strategy (SEDS) 2021-2030. The year 2020 also witnesses the Covid-19 pandemic and its global impact. The Covid-19 pandemic is considered to cause economic and social crisis in many countries, especially in developing and underdeveloped ones, increasing the risk of unfulfilling 17 SDG by 2030 in many nations. Entering a new period of 2021-2030, the world's and the region's outlook has been more complicated than ever projected. The increasingly serious public debt crisis in many countries, the world economy's slower recovery, the acceleration of risks in the international financial and monetary markets, and many countries' recent intensification of trade protectionism have been taking place. Together with the rapid development of the science and technology, the fourth industrial revolution and the digital economy become one of the major development trends of the era. 
In the context that Viet Nam is preparing for the XIII Party Congress with the formulation of the SEDS 2021-2030 and the SEDP 2021-2025, and after nearly 5 years of the implementation of the Agenda 2030 in Viet Nam, the 2020 National Report on the Implementation of the Sustainable Development Goals is designed to update and evaluate the progress of SDG implementation in Viet Nam, presenting the challenges and difficulties in the implementation process, and the ability to achieve Viet Nam's SDG by 2030. The report also suggests directions and solutions to be taken to overcome challenges in the SDG implementation in the coming time. 
Objective of the Report
The 2020 national report on the SDG implementation focuses on the following main contents:
+ To update the implementation of VSDG over the past 5 years, with the analysis of the performance results in accordance with the Viet Nam's Set of Sustainable Development Indicators (issued in the Circular No. 03/2019/TT-BKHDT on January 22, 2019 by the Ministry of Planning and Investment), and assessment of the achievement level based on the roadmap for the implementation of the VSDG by 2030 (issued in the Prime Minister’s Decision No. 681/QD-TTg on June 4, 2019).
+ To highlight the difficulties and challenges faced during the SDG implementation, such as policy gaps, policy implementation, resources, coordination of stakeholders, monitoring and evaluation of performance results, etc.
+ To propose recommendations and solutions to promote the SDG implementation and prioritized activities to be implemented in the next 5 years. 
Process of the report formulation and information and data for the report formation
The report development process was driven by the involvement of the National Assembly, ministries and related agencies, localities, socio-political organizations, such as the Women’s Union and Youth Union, socio-professional organizations, national and international organizations, representatives from the business community, research institutes and scientists. The process also received comments from the vulnerable groups (women, ethnic minority people, people with disabilities) on matters related to sustainable development following the principle that no one is left behind.

The information and data used in the report are taken from the Report on the implementation of the sustainable development goals of ministries, related agencies and localities, the General Statistics Office's data report, and reports which have recently released by ministries, related agencies, and national and international organizations in various fields. 
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1.1. Issuance of policy documents to form a legal basis for the implementation of the SDG NAP 
a) A roadmap for the implementation of the Viet Nam's sustainable development goals (VSDG) to 2030      
On June 4, 2019, the Prime Minister promulgated the Decision No. 681/QD-TTg on a roadmap for the implementation of the VSDG by 2030.
Based on the roadmap, ministries, related agencies, and localities formulate their annual and 5-year SEDPs and develop specific targets and tasks for their sectors and localities in order to implement the SDG in each period from now to 2030. The roadmap is an important foundation for monitoring and evaluation of the SDG implementation, and is a measure to assess the achievement level of the SDG at the 2020, 2025, 2030 milestones.
The issuance of the roadmap affirms Viet Nam's commitment to the SDG implementation and its responsible contribution to the global efforts, and thereby raising Viet Nam's position in the world.  
b) The Prime Minister’s Directive on sustainable development      
In order to promote the SDG implementation, the Prime Minister issued the Directive No. 13/CT-TTg on sustainable development on May 20, 2019. Accordingly, the Directive assigns ministries, related agencies and localities to seriously implement the followings: (i) Urgently complete the development of their own action plan/programme to implement SDG NAP; (ii) Arrange a focal point and full-time or part-time staff for sustainable development; (iii) Actively coordinate with the Viet Nam Fatherland Front, socio-political organizations, and socio-professional organizations in the SDG implementation; (iv) Effectively integrate the SDG implementation into the formulation and implementation of the SEDP at all levels, sectors and localities, and carry out support policies to the poor, near poor, ethnic minority people, social policy beneficiaries and other vulnerable groups in a timely manner; (v) Strengthen coordination and information sharing among ministries, sectors and localities on implementation of SDG NAP.
 The Directive also assigns a number of specific tasks to the National Council for Sustainable Development and Competitiveness Improvement, the Central Committee of the Viet Nam Fatherland Front and central agencies of mass organizations, the Viet Nam Chamber of Commerce and Industry (VCCI), the Business Council for Viet Nam sustainable development, and the Viet Nam Association of small and medium-sized enterprises in SDG implementation.  
c) Viet Nam's Set of Sustainable Development Statistical Indicators       
On January 22, 2019, the Minister of Planning and Investment issued the Circular No. 03/2019/TT-BKHDT on Viet Nam's set of sustainable development indicators (hereafter refer to as VSDG indicators) for the monitoring and evaluation (M&E) of the SDG implementation. The VSDG indicators are developed based on the following principles: (i) Reflecting and evaluating 17 VSDG goals and 115 targets; (ii) Ensuring international compatibility while still meeting Viet Nam's practical conditions and sustainable development needs; (iii) Ensuring the feasibility and consistency with Viet Nam's other statistical indicator systems.
The Circular stipulates a system of 158 VSDG indicators. Data collection and reporting are responsibilities of the General Statistics Office (GSO) and 26 ministries and related agencies, with 140 VSDG indicators of route A (implemented since 2019), 18 VSDG indicators of route B (implemented since 2025). Out of 158 VSDG indicators, 38 indicators belong to the national statistical indicators system (NSIS) which is specified in the Statistics Law 2015; 109 indicators are similar to 101 SDG indicators at the global level.
d) Guidance for SDG integration and Guidance for SDG M&E 
In order to support ministries, related agencies and localities in the integration and M&E of the SDG implementation, the Ministry of Planning and Investment (MPI) issued the Decision No. 2158/QD-BKHDT dated December 31, 2019 on the Guidance for integrating SDG into the five-year SEDP 2021-2025 and 2026-2030 of the ministries, related agencies and localities, and the Decision No. 468/QD-TTg dated March 26, 2020 on Guidance for M&E of the SDG implementation in Viet Nam by 2030.
e) Action plans of ministries, related agencies and localities to implement the Agenda  2030
In implementation of the assigned tasks in the SDG NAP, 17/22 ministries
  and 50/63
provinces have issued their action plans to implement the Agenda 2030. Basically, the action plans of ministries, related agencies and localities have closely aligned with the contents and tasks assigned in the SDG NAP.
1.2. Roles and involvement of stakeholders
a) National Council for Sustainable Development and Competitiveness Improvement      
The Council was established in 2005 and is now renamed the National Council for Sustainable Development and Competitiveness Improvement, with the responsibility of advising the Government and the Prime Minister on the SDG implementation in Viet Nam.
In 2018, the Council reorganized its functions and duties according to the Prime Minister's Decision No. 419/QD-TTg dated April 18, 2018, whereby the Council has 6 Committees, including: the Committee on Sustainable Development, Business Environment Enhancement and Competitiveness Improvement chaired by the Minister of Planning and Investment; the Social Affairs Committee chaired by the Minister of Labor, Invalids and Social Affairs (MOLISA); the Environment Committee chaired by the Minister of Natural Resources and Environment (MONRE); The Committee on Science and Technology (MOST) chaired by the Minister of Science and Technology; Committee on Education and Human Development chaired by the Minister of Education and Training (MOET); the Commission on Public-Private Partnership chaired by the Viet Nam Chamber of Commerce and Industry.  
One of the Council's important tasks is to advise the Prime Minister on the organization of the annual National Conference on Sustainable Development and competitiveness improvement. In 2018 and 2019, the Council successfully organized the National Conference on Sustainable Development with the presence and chairmanship of the Prime Minister Nguyen Xuan Phuc.
b) Ministries, related agencies and provinces 
The Ministry of Planning and Investment (MPI) acts as the focal point to lead and coordinate with the relevant ministries and related agencies in the implementation of the SDG NAP. 
Ministers, Heads of the ministerial-level agencies, Heads of the Governmental agencies, and Chairmen of the Provincial People's Committees are responsible to the Prime Minister for the implementation and results of the SDG NAP. According to the tasks assigned in the SDG NAP, ministries, related agencies and localities are responsible for developing and issuing their action plans/programmes to implement the SDG NAP. 17 ministries and 50 localities have so far issued their action plans to implement the Agenda 2030.
The reports of the ministries, related agencies and localities show that a focal point unit/agency, i.e the Department of Planning and Finance in ministries and the Department of Planning and Investment in localities, has been designated to implement the Agenda 2030. A number of ministries and localities have established their own Steering Committee, or Office of Sustainable Development or Assisting Agency on Sustainable Development. The contents and tasks of the Agenda 2030 assigned to the ministries, related agencies and localities are integrated into their 5-year and annual SEDPs for implementation.
To promote inter-sectoral coordination between ministries and related agencies in the implementation of the Agenda 2030, an Inter-sectoral SDG Working group was also established based on the Decision No. 667/QD-BKHĐT dated May 21, 2018. The working group is headed by an MPI leader, with the participation of representatives from 28 ministries and related agencies.

c) Other stakeholders       
The Viet Nam Business Council for Sustainable Development (VBCSD), led by the VCCI, continues to play an important role in involving the business community in the SDG implementation. This is one of the initiatives to orient, gather and link the business community to share and multiply good practices and sustainable business models, thereby confirming the active role of the business in realizing 17 VSDG, committing to building a better world through better business. In recent years, VBCSD's various activities has contributed to raising the business community's awareness and mobilization to participate in the SDG implementation. VBCSD is also the host of the annual ranking of the sustainable enterprises in Viet Nam based on the Corporate Sustainability Index (CSI) .
A Working Group on Sustainable Development Goals of the United Nations in Viet Nam was established to coordinate with the Vietnamese Government in the implementation of the Agenda 2030. This UN working group has actively participated in the process of developing the Voluntary National Report (VNR) in 2018 and the Agenda 2030-related documents and policies. Furthermore, UN agencies including UNDP and UNICEF in Viet Nam have provided a great deal of technical assistance to Viet Nam in the implementation of the Agenda 2030, especially in the process of developing the SDG NAP and related documents and policies. 
In addition, networks of national and international non-governmental organizations (NGOs), networks of social organizations, such as the Viet Nam Union of Science and Technology Associations (VUSTA), the Viet Nam Women's Union, the Viet Nam Central Union of Communist Youth, and the Viet Nam Federation on Disability have conducted proactive activities to implement the SDG and contributed directly to the formulation of the VNR and the National Report on the Implementation of the Viet Nam's Sustainable Development Goals. 
International organizations, such as the German Agency for International Cooperation (GIZ), the Hanns Sedel Foundation (Federal Republic of Germany) and other development partners have also made crucial and direct contributions to the nationalization and implementation of the Agenda 2030 in Viet Nam.
1.3. Monitoring and evaluation of the SDG implementation 
The National Assembly, Viet Nam Fatherland Front, and social organizations play an important role in monitoring the implementation and providing peer-review during the SDG implementation process.

 According to the Decision No. 622/QD-TTg, the MPI presides over and coordinates with the ministries, related agencies, localities, and organizations to monitor, supervise and evaluate the results of SDG implementation and the action plans, and prepare reports on the SDG implementation to be submitted to the Government and the National Assembly. The Viet Nam Fatherland Front, the social-political organizations, the social-professional organizations, NGOs, and the business community have actively participated in the SDG implementation and the action plans (AP) within their own scope of functions and as assigned in the SDG NAP, and reported the results of the AP implementation to the MPI for consolidation and reporting to the Government and the National Assembly.  
A number of documents that create a legal basis for SDG M&E have currently been formed, including:
- The Prime Minister's Decision No. 681/QD-TTg dated June 4, 2019 on the roadmap for VSDG implementation.
- The Minister of Planning and Investment's Circular No. 03/2019/TT-BKHDT dated January 22, 2019 on the set of VSDG indicators.
- The Prime Minister's Decision No. 468/QD-TTg dated March 26, 2020 on the guidance for monitoring and evaluation of the VSDG implementation.
Accordingly, the SDG implementation is monitored and evaluated based on 158 VSDG indicators (issued in the Circular No. 03/2019/TT-BKHDT), and the achievement level to the years 2020, 2025, and 2030 is assessed based on the roadmap for the SDG implementation (issued in the Decision No. 681/QD-TTg). The SDG M&E involves the participation of stakeholders, including: the Viet Nam Fatherland Front and socio-political organizations; ministries and related agencies; the Provincial People's Committees; social organizations and professional associations; NGOs; Universities, research institutes, experts, and the business community. The ministries, related agencies and organizations at the central level, and the Provincial People's Committees annually send the report on the SDG implementation to the MPI for consolidation and submission to the Prime Minister.
According to the regulations, M&E report on the SDG implementation consists of: 
- Annual assessment report on the SDG implementation.
- VNR.
- Thematic sustainable development reports and other add - hoc reports.
The social organizations, NGOs, research institutes and other stakeholders are encouraged to submit their reports, studies, evaluation and peer reviews on the SDG to the MPI and authorities of various fields.
In 2018, Viet Nam was one of 47 countries to have implemented the VNR at the High-Level Political Forum on Sustainable Development 2018. The report assessed the progress on 17 VSDG, sharing difficulties, challenges and lessons learnt in VSDG implementation with other countries in the world. The implementation of the VNR has affirmed Viet Nam's commitment to the implementation of the Agenda 2030, especially the monitoring, evaluation and reporting of the progress on the SDG implementation.
1.4. Difficulties and challenges in the SDG NAP implementation 
a) Financial resources for the implementation of the Agenda 2030
Most of the reports of the ministries, related agencies, and localities on the implementation of the Agenda 2030 have raised a common difficulty related to the mobilization of financial resources for the SDG implementation, especially in the background of the contracted public budget. The Agenda 2030 is a large, crossing-cutting programme, covering almost all socio-economic aspects with many new indicators that require large investment resources in the context of limited local investment resources for socio-economic activities.
The implementation of the SDG set out by the ministries, related agencies, and localities is mainly through the conduct of related tasks, programmes and projects in the 5-year and annual SEDPs. The unavailability of a separate budget line for the implementation of the Agenda 2030 has induced all ministries, related agencies, and localities to face certain difficulties, particularly in the development of mechanisms and policies to apply participatory approach, especially from the private sector, in creation of an M&E of the SDG implementation, and enhancement of the capacity of the officials, civil servants and community related to the Agenda 2030.
b) Limited coordination mechanism among ministries and related agencies, and mobilization of the stakeholders participation 
The SDG NAP is univeral, cross-cutting, with mutually cohesive goals. Therefore, the policies and measures need to be integrated and inter-sectoral, which then requires stakeholders' close cooperation and improved coordination for the implementation.
However, the current mechanism of coordination and participation has not been formed and operated smoothly. The coordination between the leading and coordinating agencies, socio-political organizations, trade associations, the business community, and NGOs, and the coordination between the central and local agencies as stipulated in the SDG NAP are still limited. The restricted ownership and creativity lead to a number of ministries, related agencies, and localities to face confusion in coordinating the implementation of the Agenda 2030.
The implementation of the Agenda 2030 has been in a top-down direction, even in the process of policy formulation and implementation. The proactive participation and initiatives of the stakeholders in the policy formulation and implementation process have not been aroused and have not become the overall strength for the SDG implementation. This leads to a delay in the policy implementation, slowing down the wide implementation of the SDG; the good initiative and active participation of all social classes have not been strongly promoted.  
In the ministries, related agencies, and localities, the organization and concurrent personnel of less experienced, less frequently trained on implementation methods and skills, heavy duty, high work pressure, and the declined number of public servants are causes of slow implementation and ambiguous efficiency.
The inadequate awareness of the sustainable development of a large part of officials and people, especially people in the remote and difficult areas, has made a great impact on the SDG implementation. This is partly attributed to insufficient attention to SDG propaganda because of limited propaganda coverage, mainly at the central level and some localities without going into all classes, and the poor propaganda content.
c) The formative stage of the monitoring and evaluation of the SDG implementation 
              The Minister of Planning and Investment has issued the Circular No. 03/2019/TTg-BKHDT on the VSDG indicators, including 158 indicators. This is an important basis for monitoring and evaluating the SDG implementation from now to 2030. The collection and reporting of data for 158 VSDG indicators have been assigned to 22 ministries and related agencies. The reports made by the ministries and related agencies indicate that the indicators have not met the requirements set out in the Circular No. 03/2019/TT-BKHDT, especially in terms of disaggregation. Data are unavailable for a great number of indicators, although the collection roadmap has been identified right after the issuance of the Circular No. 03 (2019). So far, data are unavailable for up to 60 indicators, accounting for 38%. The contents of some of the indicators reported by the ministries and related agencies are different from those specified in the Circular No. 03. 

Moreover, data collection and calculation of some VSDG indicators still meet difficulty. A variety of ministries and related agencies have not reported data in accordance with the requirements set out in the Circular No. 03/2019/TT-BKHDT. In addition, many indicators in the Circular No. 03/2019/TT-BKHDT are inconsistent with the sectoral indicators in the guiding documents issued by the ministries and related agencies, thus leading to difficulty for the statistical work and assessment of the SDG in localities. Some VSDG indicators in the Circular No. 03 have not coincided with the ones used to define the roadmap under the Decision No. 681/2019/QD-TTg, making difficulties in the collection and reporting on the SDG implementation.  
The constraint of statistical capacity in the ministries, related agencies, and especially in localities, has not met the requirements set out in the Circular No. 03, given the relatively large number of indicators with a wide coverage and cross-cutting characteristics, and even highly specialized indicators. The training to improve localities' statistical capacity is limited due to contracted funding. 
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2.1. Overview of the issued policies and mechanisms with direct impacts on the recent VSDG implementation 
              This section of the Chapter 2 summarizes the policies and mechanisms that were issued and implemented in the period 2016-2019, with direct relation to SDG areas assigned to the ministries and related agencies in the SDG NAP. The documents and policies listed in this section have been recently promulgated and directly related to the VSDG. Meanwhile, the policies and mechanisms (such as Strategies, Plans, Master Plans, Schemes, Programmes, etc.) that were previously issued are not mentioned but are still being implemented in practice and are working effectively
. Policies and mechanisms can be grouped as follows:    

a) Policies and mechanisms on sustainable poverty reduction, social protection, and nutritional improvement for everyone (SDG  1 and SDG 2)      
The national target programme for sustainable poverty reduction (NTPSPR) 2016-2020 issued in the Prime Minister's Decision No. 1722 dated September 2, 2016 continues Viet Nam's remarkable success in poverty reduction owning to the 2011-2015 and previous years' NTPSPR. This program which has renovated its implementation mechanism has integrated gender and the vulnerable groups in the implementation solution as compared to the previous programmes. The multidimensional poverty approach is applied to one of the NTPSPR's targets instead of merely focusing on income poverty reduction. Another feature of NTPSPR is the expansion of its beneficiaries, including poor households, near-poor households, and households that have just escaped from poverty nationwide. Priority is given to ethnic minority poor households and poor women. This shows that more attention has been paid to the inclusion of gender and the vulnerable groups, such as ethnic minorities, than previous poverty reduction programs. Particularly for the ethnic minorities, the Prime Minister's Decision No. 1557/QD-TTg dated September 10, 2015 identified a number of ethnic minorities-related indicators for the MDG implementation in attachment with the post-2015 SDG. Accordingly, reduction of the poverty rate of the ethnic minorities of 3% - 4%/year on average, along with other indicators related to ethnic minority children in the period up to 2025 show that this document has integrated ethnic minorities and children groups into the implementation of VSDG 1. 

On the basis of the preliminary assessment of the implementation of the NTPSPR 2016-2020, relevant ministries are currently coordinating to develop the National Target Programme Framework for Sustainable Poverty Reduction 2021-2025, from which to develop the NTPSPR 2021-2025 to ensure the completion of the VSDG 1 set out for poverty alleviation in the coming years. 
The Prime Minister's Decision No. 712/QD-TTg dated June 12, 2018 on the National Action Programme "No more hunger" in Viet Nam until 2025 is a policy aimed at realizing the VSDG 2 on "End hunger, ensure food security, improve nutrition, and promote sustainable agricultural development", and is also consistent with the above NTPSPR. The Programme not only aims at having enough food, foodstuff, and nutrition all year round, ensuring adequate supply of daily calories, but also guaranteeing the nutrition quality in everyone's meals; Special attention has been paid to vulnerable groups, such as children, pregnant and lactating women. 
Children, especially children living in the disadvantaged areas, is one of the groups receiving support in the SDG NAP. Therefore, the Prime Minister's Decision No. 588/QD-TTg dated May 17, 2019 approves a Project of mobilization of social resources to support children in extremely difficult communes of the ethnic minority areas 2019-2025, with the focus on effective mobilization of the society's various resources to improve the nutrition and health status of children in extremely difficult communes of the ethnic minorities and mountainous areas. The effective implementation of the Decision will contribute to the results of multiple VSDG, including VSDG 1 on poverty reduction, VSDG 2 on hunger ending, and VSDG 3 on healthy life.
The target programme for the development of the social assistance system 2016-2020, which was issued under the Prime Minister's Decision No. 565/QD-TTg dated April 25, 2017, aims at developing and improving social support services for the vulnerable groups, creating a safe, friendly and sound living environment for children, reducing gender inequality or high risk of gender inequality, contributing to ensuring social security and safety, to ensure equality and sustainable socio-economic development. The Programme focuses on supporting the vulnerable groups, such as children, women, the elderly, and people with disabilities. It is not only related to the VSDG 2 but also such VSDG as the VSDG 5 and the VSDG 10. 
              With a view to supporting social security and effectively implementing VSDG 2, the Prime Minister's Decision No. 708/QD-TTg dated May 25, 2017 approves the project of development of a national database on social security, application of information technology (IT) to addressing social security policies by 2020 and development orientation to 2030. The project aims at widely applying IT to addressing social security policies for the people, enhancing the effectiveness and efficiency of the state management, and promoting online public service delivery in order to create better conditions in providing social security services to all people.  
The Government's Decree No. 109/2018/ND-CP on the management of agriculture and organic food stipulates regulations on production, certification, labeling, logo, traceability and trading of agricultural organic products and policies to encourage the development of organic agricultural production. The Decree is considered one of the important legal bases to support the Vietnamese enterprises during their participation in the organic agriculture development, meeting domestic and export needs, and contributing to the achievement of the VSDG 2. In addition, the Government's Resolution No. 30/NQ-CP dated March 7, 2017 issued a loan programme for high-tech agriculture, clean agriculture with suitable interest rates. The State Bank of Viet Nam that assumes the prime responsibility needs to coordinate with the Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development (MARD) to support enterprises with appropriate capital resources for sustainable agricultural development, contributing to achievement of the VSDG 2. 
b) Policies and mechanisms to ensure a healthy life and promote well-being for all at all ages (VSDG 3)  

Ensuring a healthy life and promoting well-being for all people is an important focus of the social policy to which the Vietnamese Party and Government always pay special attention. In recent years, the Government and the Prime Minister have issued a series of policies that contribute to the implementation of the VSDG 3. Specifically, the Prime Minister issued the Decision No. 2348/QD-TTg dated December 5, 2016 to approve the project of building and development of the grassroots health network in the new situation in order to improve the supply capacity and the service quality of the grassroots health network, ensuring full provision of the primary health care, medical examination and treatment services for everyone, ensuring equality and efficiency in protection, care and improvement of people's health.
The Law on Children No. 102/2016/QH13 passed by the National Assembly of the Socialist Republic of Viet Nam, term XIII, 11th session, possesses many new points, creating a more comprehensive legal environment for the realization of the children's rights, improvement of the quality and effectiveness of child protection, care and education in a child rights-based approach, and provision of appropriate and effective response to emerging social problems that affect children due to the impact of integration and globalization. The effective implementation of this Law contributes to the realization the VSDG 3, 4, 5 and 10.

To ensure citizen's access to the health care services, the Prime Minister's Decision No. 1092/QD-TTg dated September 2, 2018 approves Viet Nam's health program to ensure significant increase of people's access to essential, safe, effective, quality, and affordable healthcare services, medicines, and vaccines, contributing to the achievement of the targets 3.6 and 3.7. In addition, the Prime Minister promulgated the Decision No. 41/QD-TTg dated January 8, 2019 approving the project "Ensuring reasonable nutrition and enhancing physical activity for children, pupils and students for health promotion, cancer prevention, cardiovascular disease, diabetes, chronic obstructive pulmonary disease and bronchial asthma in the period 2018- 2025”. The Ministry of Health (MOH) has implemented this project by issuing a National plan on advocacy for salt reduction in the diet to prevent hypertension, stroke and other non-communicable diseases in the period 2018- 2025, and developed a project of nutritional care in the first 1000 days of life to contribute to improvement of the Vietnamese stature and fitness. These policies are all oriented towards the realization of the target 3.3. Also related to the target 3.3 and to ensure adequate supply of medicine to the citizens, the Prime Minister signed the Directive No. 23/CT-TTg dated August 23, 2018 on strengthening management and connecting medicine suppliers. In implementation of this Directive, the Project on strengthening control of medicine prescriptions and sellings in the period 2017-2020 has been issued to ensure adequate supply of medicines and vaccines, quality safety, and price reasonability for medical examination and treatment and prevention of epidemics and natural disasters. 
After the Prime Minister issued the Decision No. 1679/QD-TTg dated October 22, 2019 approving the Viet Nam Population Strategy to 2030, relevant agencies has developed their Projects on Population Communication to 2030, the Project on fertility adjustment among regions and groups to 2030, the Project on improvement of the population quality of the ethnic minorities, the project "Communication, consultation and provision of reproductive health care services for workers in industrial zones and export processing zones", etc. Thus, the implementation of these projects all contribute to the effective implementation of the target 3.1. 
After the National Assembly's passing of the Law on prevention and control of harmful effects of alcoholic beverages in 2019, a variety of policies have been issued in order to realize the law's regulations, thus contributing to the implementation of the target 3.9, such as strict prohibition of smoking in crowded places, provision of smoking areas in the offices and public places, and prohibition of alcoholic beverages during working hours, prohibition of advertising products harmful to health, etc. 
In order to reduce traffic accidents according to 3 criteria set out in the target 3.5, the Government issued the Decree No. 100/2019/ND-CP dated December 30, 2019 on administrative penalties for road traffic offences and rail transport offences, raising penalties against consumption of alcoholic beverages of high alcohol content while driving, and strictly implementing safety regulations in the road traffic and railway transport to limit traffic accidents.     
c) Policies and mechanisms for the development of education, training and human resources serving the country's industrialization and modernization (VSDG 4)       
Education and training which is always regarded as the nation's first priority is reflected in various policies issued in the past years. It is noteworthy that the Law on Education passed by the National Assembly in 2019 has reaffirmed the free tuition for primary and secondary school students in public schools and tuition support to non-public schools. This is a great effort of the Government to facilitate schooling for children, especially poor children. In order to mobilize investment in education and training institutions, the Government issued the Resolution No. 35/NQ-CP dated June 4, 2019 on increasing social resources to invest in the education and training in the period 2019-2025, with the desire to make a clear and substantial change in attracting, using and managing the resources of the entire society for education and training development, and improving the quality of education and training human resources to meet the requirements of the industrial revolution 4.0 and the international integration.
In the field of vocational training, the Prime Minister's Decision No. 899/QD-TTg dated June 26, 2017 approves target programme on job education and work safety in the period 2016-2020. This programme aims at providing policy solutions to support the development of vocational training, promotion of labor market, and improvement of the efficiency of labor supply-demand connection, creating jobs, increasing labor export, and ensuring of occupational safety and sanitation to meet the requirements of national development and internationally economic integration, promotion of sustainable employment associated with the increased labor productivity, improved working conditions, increased income and preventive occupational accidents. Thus, this program is attached to not only the target 4.4, but also the VSDG 08. 
In addition, the Prime Minister's Decision No. 1665/QD-TTg dated October 30, 2017 on the Project to support students' start-up to 2025 promotes the entrepreneurial spirit of the students, and equips them with entrepreneurship knowledge and skills during their studies at schools, with a view to creating a favorable environment to support students to formulate and realize their start-up ideas and projects, and contributing to job creation after graduation. The High-Quality College Development Project to 2025, issued by the Prime Minister in the Decision No. 1363/QD-TTg dated October 11, 2019, focuses on policies and solutions to improve the quality of training human resources directly working in business and services. This equips them with knowledge, skills and professional responsibility to foster their creativeness and adapt to the working environment in the context international integration. The effective implementation of these projects will obviously contribute to the achievement of the target 4.4. 
d) Policies and mechanisms to ensure gender equality, empower and create enabling opportunities for women, and ensure social equality (VSDG 5 and 10)      
In recent years, gender and gender equality have been focused on and reflected in a great number of promulgated policies. Notably, the gender policy also concentrates on the vulnerable groups, such as girls and ethnic minority people. For example, the Prime Minister's Decision No. 1898/QD-TTG dated November 28, 2017 on the Project to support gender equality in ethnic minority areas from 2018-2025 with the goal of creating a positive change in realizing gender equality and enhancing the women status in ethnic minority areas; and the Directive No. 18/CT-TTg dated May 16, 2017 on strengthened measures to prevent children violence and harming. 

The Prime Minister's Decision No. 1464/QD-TTG dated July 22, 2016 on the Project on Gender-Based Violence Prevention and Response 2016-2020 and vision to 2030, aiming at effective implementation of gender-based violence prevention and response.
The Prime Minister 's Decision No. 235/QD-TTG dated February 14, 2015 on the Project to reduce domestic violence in the Vietnamese rural areas for the period 2015-2020.
The Prime Minister's Decision No. 1438/QD-TTg, dated October 29, 2018 on the Project to support children with disabilities to access children protection and care services in the community for the period 2018-2025.
            The Prime Minister's Decision No. 498/QD-TTG dated April 14, 2015 on the Project to minimize child marriage and near-blood marriage in ethnic minority areas for the period 2015-2020.
The Prime Minister's Decision No. 468/QD-TTG dated March 23, 2016 on the Project to control the balance of sex at birth for the period 2016 - 2025.

e) Policies and mechanisms to ensure green and sustainable economic growth, create decent work, and build infrastructure for sustainable development (VSDG 8 and 9)     
The Government's Resolution No. 63/NQ-CP dated July 22, 2016 approves the Government's action plan for the implementation of the National Assembly's Resolution on the SEDP 2016-2020. The program identifies policy solutions to renew the growth model, combine the effectiveness of extensive and in-depth development with the focus on in-depth development, enhance the application of scientific and technological advances, and mobilize and efficiently use national and international resources, and constantly improve productivity, quality, efficiency and competitiveness in the coming years.
The Resolution No. 35/NQ-CP dated May 16, 2016 on Business Support and Development to 2020.

The Prime Minister's Decision No.147/QD-TTg dated January 20, 2020 on the Viet Nam Tourism Development Strategy to 2030, and vision to 2050.
The Decision No. 1023/QD-TTg dated June 7, 2016 on the Program to prevent and reduce child labor for the period 2016-2020.
The Decision No. 234/QD-TTg dated February 5, 2016 on the Program to prevent and control child injuries in the period 2016-2020. 
The Prime Minister's Decision No. 986/QD-TTg dated August 8, 2018 on the Development Strategy of Viet Nam Banking Sector to 2025, with orientation to 2030.

The Government issued the Decree No. 13/2019/ND-CP on science and technology (S&T) enterprises, institutionalizing the enterprises-centered orientation in terms of national innovation, with a series of important solutions, such as simplification of the administrative procedures in S&T enterprise accreditation registration, and encouragement of innovative startups to register for S&T recognition.
The Prime Minister Decision No. 1851/QD-TTg dated December 27, 2018 on the Scheme to promote technology transfer, mastery and development of imported technologies in the prioritized sectors and fields to 2025, with orientation to 2030.

i) Integration of SDG into the promulgated policies and mechanisms        
One of the main tasks identified in the SDG NAP is to incorporate the SDG in the process of developing annual SEDP, strategies, policies and plans of the ministries, related agencies and localities. As mentioned above, the integration of the SDG contents into the development policies, strategies and plans developed by the ministries and related agencies has been relatively well implemented in recent years. The promulgation of the Decision No. 2158/QD-BKHDT on guiding the integration of the SDG into the ministries' and related agencies' 5-year SEDP 2021-2025 and 2026-2030 is expected to facilitate the integration of the SDG in the coming years.  
2.2. Results of SDG implementation represented in the VSDG indicators, and comparision to the roadmap 2030
              The Section 2.2. of the Chapter II, which contains the main contents of the report, focuses on reviewing the progress in implementation of 115 VSDG targets of 17 goals stated in the SDG NAP (the Prime Minister's Decision No. 622 dated May 11, 2017). The review and assessment of the progress in SDG implementation is specifically based on: i) 158 VSDG indicators promulgated under the MPI's Circular No. 03/2019/TT-BKHDT dated January 22, 2019; ii) the indicators used to determine the roadmap of SDG implementation to 2030 stated in the Prime Minister's Decision No. 681/QD-TTg dated June 4, 2019. Data used for analysis in this chapter will be limited from 2010 to 2019, prior to the global COVID-19 pandemic. However, the analysis focuses on the period 2016-2019, i.e upon the UN adoption of the Agenda 2030 and the start of its implementation in Viet Nam.

The analysis of the data associated with the aforementioned statistical indicators is to monitor the progress of VSDG implementation, assess the current trends and make forecasts for the coming years to see if Viet Nam is on the right track and whether Viet Nam can achieve the roadmap to 2030. Therefore, at the end of each VSDG, an summary of the analysis is presented, outlining the challenges that Viet Nam needs to overcome and summarizing the results of assessing the implementation progress with a map describing the results of forecasting the VSDG implementation to 2030 according to the level of completion, including: 3 - achieved completed according to the roadmap to 2030; 2- still face many challenges to achieve the target, and 1- fail to achieve the target by 2030.  
Goal 1: End poverty in all its forms everywhere
Target 1.1: By 2020, eradicate extreme poverty for all people everywhere, currently measured as people living on less than 1.25 USD a day
; By 2030, reduce at least by half of the poverty rate according to the national multidimensional poverty criteria (Global target 1.1 and target 1.2)

Indicator 1.1.1: Multi-dimensional poverty rate (According to the Circular No. 03/2019-BKHDT on the list of statistical indicators for sustainable development in Viet Nam) - hereinafter referred to as the Circular No. 03.

The Prime Minister’s Decision No. 681 dated June 4, 2019 on a roadmap to implement VSDG by 2030 (hereinafter referred to as the Decision No. 681) sets a roadmap for the indicator 1.1.1 as follows: maintain the annual reduction of 1-1.5% by 2020; maintain a reduction of 1-1.5% in the period 2021-2030, and reduce at least by half of the multidimensional poverty rate according to the national multidimensional poverty criteria by 2030.

From 2015 to 2019, multidimensional poverty rate of the country tended to decline significantly, at an annual average of 1.53% nationwide, falling more than the proposed annual rate of 1.0-1.5% in the roadmap. This shows that Viet Nam will certainly achieve the target set out in the roadmap for 2020, and if this trend continues in the coming years, Viet Nam will achieve the target of reduction of at least by half the multidimensional poverty rate by 2030. However, considerable gaps are witnessed in the multidimensional poverty rate among regions, between ethnic minorities and others, between people with disabilities and people without disabilities. The Northern Midlands and Mountains and the Central Highlands, where most ethnic minority people are living, are still those with considerably high poverty rate (more than 18% and nearly 14%, respectively in 2018) compared to the national average (6.8%). Therefore, Viet Nam's policies need to focus more on livelihood and sustainable poverty reduction for these vulnerable groups in the future.

Indicator 1.1.2: Proportion of the population with an average daily income of less than 1.9 USD
The Decision No. 681 sets no specific roadmap for the indicator 1.1.2, and Viet Nam has not calculated this indicator. However, this is an important indicator, ensuring the international comparability of poverty rate among countries. As a result, Viet Nam needs to compute and release this indicator in the coming years. According to the World Bank report, Viet Nam has nearly completed its target of eradicating extreme poverty, with the poverty rate based on per capita income below 1.9 USD at 2011 purchasing power parity (PPP) of only 2% in 2016
. By 2018, this rate dropped to less than 1%
. Moreover, according to UN report on global sustainable development goals 2020, Viet Nam’s multidimensional poverty rate stands at only 0.6%
.

Indicator 1.1.3:  Percentage of multi-dimensionally poor children 
The Decision No. 681 sets no roadmap for the indicator 1.1.3. The Circular No. 03 assigns the GSO to calculate and release this indicator.

Data in Table 2 on multidimensional child poverty rate reflects a similar trend to the national multidimensional poverty rate shown in Table 1, with more detailed disaggregation by ethnic group, region and gender. As can be seen from Table 2, multidimensional child poverty rate in Viet Nam is always higher than the national average. For instance, if the national multidimensional poverty rate in 2016 was 9.2%, the multidimensional child poverty rate in that same year was 19,1%. Similarly, this correlation in 2018 was 6.8% and 14.5%, respectively. In addition, in Viet Nam, there is a huge gap between urban and rural multidimensional child poverty rates, between children of the Kinh and Hoa and those of ethnic minorities. In 2018, multidimensionally child poverty rate in rural areas was 3.7 times as high as that in urban areas; the multidimensionally child poverty rate of ethnic minorities (excluding the Chinese) was 6.8 times as high as that of the Kinh and Hoa. The regions with the highest rates of multidimensional child poverty in the country were the Northern Midlands and Mountains (29.3%) and the Central Highlands (25.4%). 

The studies conducted by United Nations Development Programme (UNDP) and the MOLISA (2018) indicated that the multidimensional child poverty rate was always higher than that of other population groups at other ages, and this rate is higher in households with larger number of children
. Thus, poverty reduction policies in the coming years should pay more attention to children, especially children in ethnic minorities, and children living in rural and remote areas in order to reduce inequality. 

Target 1.2: Implement nationally appropriate social security protection systems and measures for all, including floors, and by 2030 achieve substantial coverage of the poor and the vulnerable (Global target 1.3)

Indicator 1.2.1: Number of contributors to social insurance, health insurance, and unemployment insurance

The Decision No. 681 uses the indicator "Proportion of the labor force in the working age participating in social insurance and unemployment insurance" to set the roadmap: 35% for social insurance and 25% for unemployment insurance by 2020; 45% and 35%, respectively by 2025; and 60% and 45%, respectively by 2030.
According to the Viet Nam Social Insurance, the number of people paying social insurance, health insurance and unemployment insurance has continuously risen during 2015-2020.

By 2019, the proportion of the labor force in the working age participating in social insurance reached 31%. Viet Nam may be close to the targeted social insurance coverage rate of 35% and targeted unemployment insurance coverage rate of 25% by 2020. With an annual average growth rate of only 1.8 percent for the proportion of the labor force participating in social insurance, it is difficult for Viet Nam to meet the social insurance coverage target by 2025 (45%) and by 2030 (60%). However, if the current rate of labor force participating in unemployment insurance continues, Viet Nam may reach the target set for 2025 and 2030, which are 35% and 45%, respectively. It should also be noted that the growth rate of the following years will be lower than the average growth rate achieved in the first years, so the incoming policies must be more focused and effective.  
Viet Nam is gradually moving towards universal coverage of health insurance with the high proportion of population participating in this type. The proportion of the population participating in health insurance grew continuously from 71% in 2014 to 86.8% in 2018. The rate reached nearly 90% of the population (equivalent to 85.4 million people) in 2019, and exceeded the target set by Central Resolution No. 21-NQ/TW (2012) for 2020
. Notably, the proportion of the poor and the near- poor participating in health insurance, which is one of the indicators showing the coverage of social security policies for the poor and the vulnerable, was improved. Under the current regulations, the poor households, the near-poor households and children under 6 years of age are provided with free health insurance. This means that the poor in Viet Nam are guaranteed to access to health services by law.    

              Target 1.2.2: Number of beneficiaries of social insurance, health insurance and unemployment insurance  
            The Decision No. 681 sets no roadmap for the indicator 1.2.2.
The GSO annually releases data on the number of beneficiaries of health insurance, the number of beneficiaries of social insurance and unemployment insurance. Data show the increased tendency in terms of the number of people participating in social insurance, health insurance and unemployment insurance (Table 3).

             Indicator 1.2.3: Number of beneficiaries of monthly social allowance in community

The Decision No. 681 sets a roadmap for the indicator 1.2.3 as follows: By 2020, 2025 and 2030, the number of beneficiaries of monthly social allowance in the community accounts for 3%, 3.5% and 4% of the population, respectively. 
In the past years, social allowance policies have been expanded in terms of beneficiaries, for the right purposes and the right subjects, and gained efficiency. The number of beneficiaries of regular social allowance has increased over the year. According to current regulations, the beneficiaries of monthly social allowance include: i) children under 16 years of age without a patron; ii) children of full 16 years of age who are receiving social allowance and continue to pursue vocational training are eligible to receive allowance until 22 years old; iii) people in poor households; iv) children and HIV-infected people from the poor and near-poor households; v) the solitary elderly; vi) people with severe disabilities. According to the MOLISA, by 2019, more than 3 million people (including 1.75 million of the elderly receiving monthly social allowance in cash; over 1,098 million people with disabilities; 217,000 children; the rest were other vulnerable groups, accounting for 3.1% of the population) received monthly social allowance, with support under the form of funding and health insurance cards.

Indicator 1.2.4: Number of people receiving ad-hoc social support
The Decision No. 681 defines a roadmap as follows: By the end of 2020, 2025, and 2030, 100% of people in need receive ad-hoc social support.
According to the current regulations, the following cases are entitled to receive ad-hoc hardship subsidy: i) a funeral allowance; ii) seriously injured in force majeure events; iii) poor, near-poor households and households facing difficulties due to damaged or collapsed houses; iv) households urgently displaced due to force majeure; v) children whose parents are lost and homeless. According to the MOLISA, the ad-hoc social support has covered all groups of beneficiaries, ensuring that people are promptly supported upon risks and natural disasters. Millions of people who are in short of food after natural disasters, in between-crop period, and on the occasion of the Lunar New Year annually receive timely relief under the form of rice and cash. In 2019, the number of cases receiving funeral support was 62.2 thousand people.
Indicator 1.2.5: Number of people living and being cared for in social protection facilities or social housing 

The Decision No. 681 sets no roadmap for the indicator 1.2.5. 
According to the MOLISA's report, in 2019, 40.1 thousand people lived and were cared for in social protection facilities or social housing. Among them, people with disabilities made up the highest proportion (23.5 thousand people, accounting for more than 58%), followed by orphans (9.6 thousand children, accounting for 23.9%), the elderly (nearly 3 thousand people). and others.
For target 1.2, it can be seen that Viet Nam is in the right direction, but it is necessary to actively take measures to attract employees to participate in the Social Insurance in the coming time.
Target 1.3: By 2030, ensure that all men and women, in particular the poor and the vulnerable, have equal rights to economic resources, as well as access to basic services, ownership and control over land and other forms of property, inheritance, natural resources, appropriate new technology and financial services, including microfinance (Global target 1.4) 
Indicator 1.3.1: Proportion of the population living in households with access to basic services 
The Decision No. 681 sets no roadmap for the indicator 1.3.1.

Except for the percentage of households with permanent house which has not increased significantly in the past 8 years, and remained at only 50%, other indicators of access to basic living conditions have grown and remained high. According to the World Bank data, the percentage of households with land use right certificates in Viet Nam is quite high, the lowest in the Central Highlands, 62% in 2018, and the highest in the Mekong River Delta, up to 90%. This partly shows the ability to secure people's land use rights in Viet Nam.

Generally, Viet Nam is likely to achieve target 1.3 if it continues to maintain the current policy, while at the same time making a significant effort to improve housing conditions for its people, especially in the Central Highlands, South East and Mekong River Delta, and pay more attention to supporting the poor in the vulnerable groups.
Target 1.4. By 2030, build the resilience of the poor and those in vulnerable situations and reduce their exposure and vulnerability to climate-related extreme events and other economic, social and environmental shocks and disasters (Global target 1.5)
The Circular No. 03 and the Decision No. 681 set no targets for the target 1.4. However, the target 11.5 possesses related information and will be analyzed in the lower part of the Report. 
In the past years, Viet Nam has implemented a great number of policies to build resilience to natural disasters. The government has spent trillions of VND for investment in infrastructure projects, and simultaneously implementing timely support policies for people affected by natural disasters.
However, facing weather's unpredictable changes and the increasing impacts of climate change, Viet Nam needs more sustainable and long-term solutions to increase resilience of the vulnerable groups, especially those living in areas prone to natural disasters and affected by economic, social and environmental disasters.
	SUMMARY: As a continuation of the success in poverty reduction in the MDG implementation, Viet Nam has achieved impressive results in the period 2016-2020 in implementing VSDG 1 "End poverty in all its forms everywhere". Viet Nam is likely to achieve all three targets under the VSDG 1 by 2030. However, in addition to further implement the National Target Programme on Sustainable Poverty Reduction, supporting policies for the poor in the coming years need to focus more on the poor of the vulnerable groups, such as children, ethnic minority people, people with disabilities and in difficult areas. Moreover, there is a need to increase the coverage of the social security network, especially social insurance, with compulsory and voluntary social insurance.   
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VSDG 2: End hunger, ensure food security, improve nutrition, and promote sustainable agriculture
Goal 2.1: By 2030, end hunger and ensure access by all people, in particular the poor and people in vulnerable situations, including the elderly and infants, to safe, nutritious and sufficient food all year round (Global target 2.1)
Indicator 2.1.1: Prevalence of undernourishment
The Decision No. 681 sets no roadmap for the indicator 2.1.1, but sets a roadmap for the indicator "Prevalence of hunger" as follows: hunger is fundamentally eliminated by 2020, and hunger is eliminated nationwide from 2025 onward. 
Viet Nam has reduced hunger across the country at an impressive rate in recent years, and is expected to completely eliminated by 2020. Viet Nam's starvation is seasonal and largely influenced by natural disasters and unusual weather, mainly concentrated in the provinces in the Northern Midlands and Mountains, North Central Coast, South Central Coast and Central Highlands. To reduce people's starvation, in recent years, the Government has promptly executed multiple policies, such as livelihood support for the poor, prevention of the natural disasters, and provision of social security support (as described in the target 1.2), which has significantly contributed to the implementation of the VSDG target 2.1 on ending hunger.

              Thus, if Viet Nam can maintain the previous trend, it will certainly fulfill the target by 2020 and 2025.
Target 2.1.2: Prevalence of moderate or severe food insecurity in the population 
The Decision No. 681 sets no roadmap for the indicator 2.1.2

Viet Nam has not conducted survey to collect data for computation of this indicator, thus there is no data for reporting. However, the GSO has begun to integrate questions on Food Insecurity Experience Scale (FIES) in the 2018 VHLSS and the following years. As a result, the moderate or severe food insecurity in the population will be analyzed in the coming time.
In general, Viet Nam can early achieve VSDG target 2.1 by 2020, and maintain this achievement in the coming years.
Target 2.2: By 2030, end all forms of malnutrition, and address the nutritional needs of children, adolescent girls, pregnant and lactating women and older persons (Global target 2.2)

Target 2.2.1: Prevalence of stunting and malnutrition among children under five years of age
The Decision No. 681 sets a roadmap for the indicator 2.2.1 as follows:
- Stunting (height for age): under 21.5% by 2020, under 20% by 2025, and under 15% by 2030;          
- Wasting malnutrition (weight for age): Under 5% by 2020 and maintain this rate in the following years;          
- Obesity malnutrition (weight for height): below 5% for rural areas and below 10% for urban areas by 2020 and maintain this rate in the following years.

              Prevalence of stunting among children under 5 years of age nationwide fell by 4.7 percentage points, from 24.6% to 19.9% during 2015-2019. This rate was much higher in rural areas compared to urban areas, 23.7% versus 6.2%. Meanwhile, this rate is not much different between men and women, 20% and 18%, respectively in 2019. If Viet Nam can maintain the current pace, it is likely to achieve the proposed roadmap for the indicator 2.2.1, with the decline of the prevalence of stunting among children under 5 years of age by 21.5% at the end of 2020 and less than 15% by 2030. Nevertheless, it is necessary to have a more appropriate policy for nutritional supplementation, especially for infants and children under 5 years of age in rural areas.

The prevalence of wasting malnutrition among children under 5 years of age also tends to drop from 14.1% in 2015 to 12.4% in 2019. This rate in rural areas is much higher than that in urban areas, 15.7% versus 6.3%. Similarly, this rate is higher for boys than for girls, albeit insignificant difference, 13% and 12.1%, respectively in 2019. With an average annual declining rate of 0.34 percentage points, it is very difficult for Viet Nam to achieve the target of reducing the prevalence of wasting malnutrition of under-5 children below 5% by the end of 2020. If the speed of reduction remains in the following years, it is also very difficult to achieve the target of less than 5% by 2030 in the proposed roadmap.

The prevalence of obesity malnutrition among children under 5 years of age nationwide maintained at around 6% in recent years, except the falling by 5.1% in 2019. This rate was 7.2% in urban areas and 4.5% in rural areas. Therefore, Viet Nam has reached the roadmap target set for 2020 and the following years when maintaining the prevalence of obesity malnutrition among children under 5 years of age under 10% in urban areas and 5% in rural areas. Overall, Viet Nam is likely to keep the national rate of obesity malnutrition among children under 5 years of age less than 5% after 2020. 
Generally, Viet Nam still has a high chance of achieving VSDG target 2.2 by 2030 if it well implements policies to improve nutrition and constitution for children in rural areas. This remark can be made because the figures of malnourished children shown the insignificant gap between boys and girls in Viet Nam, but significant difference between children in urban and rural areas.
Target 2.3: By 2030, increase by 1.5 times the agricultural productivity and income of agricultural workers (Global target 2.3)
The Circular No. 03 sets no indicator for the target 2.3.
The Decision No. 681 sets the roadmap for the target 2.3 based on the indicator: per capita income in rural areas reaches 43 million VND by 2020, 60 million VND by 2025, and 90 million VND by 2030, respectively.

The nearly doubling growth rate of per capita income after 6 years enables Viet Nam to fulfill the target of "Per capita income in rural areas reaches 43 million VND/year by 2020" and exceed 90 million VND by 2030 (at current prices). 
Overall, Viet Nam is sure to achieve target 2.3 "Increase 1.5 times the agricultural productivity and income of agricultural workers by 2030”.
Target 2.4: By 2030, ensure sustainable food production and implement resilient agricultural practices that increase productivity and production, that help maintain ecosystems, that strengthen capacity for adaptation to climate change and other disasters and that progressively improve land and soil quality (Global target 2.4)
Indicator 2.4.1: Proportion of agricultural cultivation area applying safe production processes
The Decision No. 681 sets a target as follows: Agricultural cultivation areas applying safe production processes maintains an annual increase of 10-15%.
The Circular No. 03 assigns the MARD to coordinate with the GSO to collect and release this indicator starting from 2025. According to the MARD's report, by the end of 2019, 1,950 establishments nationwide were granted VietGAP certificates, equivalent to an area of ​​38.6 thousand hectares of crops (double the 2016 area); 11,521 farms and livestock households were certified VietGAP (1.6 times as high as that in 2016). Thus, the annual average growth rate of the agricultural cultivation area applying safe production processes is 25%/year, exceeding the target set out in the roadmap (10-15%/year). 
Indicator 2.4.2: Proportion of aquaculture area applying good and sustainable aquaculture practices
The Decision No. 681 sets a roadmap as follows: the aquaculture area applying good and sustainable aquaculture practices maintains an annual increase of 8%.
Similar to the indicator 2.4.1, the Circular No. 03 assigns the MARD to coordinate with the GSO to collect and release this indicator starting from 2025. According to the MARD's report, by the end of 2019, 624 establishments were granted VietGAP certificates in aquaculture, with a total area of ​​5,174 hectares, tripling the 2016 area, or an annual average increase of 100%/year, far exceeding the target of 8%/year set out in the roadmap. 
Target 2.4.3: Consumer price index (CPI) of food and foodstuff 
The Decision No. 681 sets no roadmap for this indicator.
CPI of food and foodstuff recorded low increase and somewhat stable, which indicates the possibility of ensuring Viet Nam's production of food and foodstuff. In recent years, CPI of food and foodstuff in Viet Nam is always lower than the annual average CPI of the entire commodity group in the CPI basket. Particularly, food always maintains its low price index, if not the lowest index.

Overall, Viet Nam is likely to achieve the target 2.4. However, it is necessary to improve the information and data system to reflect the results of this target. 
Target 2.5: By 2020, maintain genetic diversity of seeds, cultivated plants and farmed and domesticated animals, and promote access to and fair and equitable sharing of benefits arising from the utilization of genetic resources and associated traditional knowledge, as internationally agreed (Global target 2.5)  
Indicator 2.5.1: Number of plant and animal genetic resources for food and agriculture secured 
The Decision No. 681 sets no roadmap for the implementation of the target 2.5.1.
Currently, the MARD is conserving more than 36,000 genetic resources of over 100 plant species at the seed gene banks and field gene banks, etc. Moreover, a network of animal genetic conservation has been built, including 38 establishments/facilities with 51 individuals, from central to local levels. In which, genetic resources and related information are provided to stakeholders for the purpose of research, agricultural production and environmental protection. However, maintenance and sharing of statistics of seeds, cultivated plants, and farmed and domesticated animals and the equal utilization of the conserved genetic resources are still challenges to be addressed.
	SUMMARY: Viet Nam will basically accomplish the VSDG 2 "End hunger, ensure food security, and improve nutrition for everyone" by 2030. However, the abovementioned analysis indicates that related policies should focus on ethnic minority children and children in rural areas in the coming period. In addition, it is necessary to complete the data and information system reflecting the progress of target implementation. Currently, 3 out of 8 statistical indicators related to the VSDG 2 have not been collected.   
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Goal 3: Ensure healthy lives and promote well-being for all at all ages 
Target 3.1: By 2030, reduce the maternal mortality ratio to less than 45 per 100,000 live births; reduce the under-1 mortality ratio to less than 10 cases per 1,000 live births and the neonatal mortality ratio to less than 15 per 1,000 live births (Global targets 3.1 and 3.2) 
Indicator 3.1.1: Maternal mortality ratio per 100,000 live births
              The Decision No. 681 defines a roadmap for the indicator 3.1.1 as follows: 52 by 2020, <48 by 2025, and <45 by 2030.
Maternal mortality ratio per 100,000 live births has decreased significantly in recent years, from the 64 cases per 100,000 live births in 2012 to 46 cases in 2019, lower than the target for 2020 and 2025. If this trend continues, Viet Nam will surely achieve the target set out in the roadmap "Maternal mortality ratio per 100,000 live births will be below 45 by 2030".

Indicator 3.1.2: Proportion of births attended by skilled health personnel
            The Decision No. 681 defines a roadmap for the indicator 3.1.2 as follows: 98% by 2020 and 98% by 2025 and 2030.

Proportion of births attended by skilled health personnel reached almost 97% in 2019, falling from 98% in 2016. Significant differences in health status, maternal mortality and reproductive health care among regions and ethnic groups are still witnessed. Proportion of births unattended by skilled health personnel mainly fall on women in remote areas and ethnic minority areas. The 2014 Viet Nam MICS survey shows that this proportion of ethnic minorities is 64%. The Northern Mountains recorded the lowest rate (77.5%), followed by the Central Highlands (81%) while the national average is 93.8%. The reason is that the birth practices of ethnic minorities are still outdated, mainly based on traditional experience, together with the lack of trained health personnel in villages/hamlets. 
Thus, Viet Nam is likely to meet the target 3.1.2, that is 98% of births attended by skilled health personnel by 2030. However, it is necessary to improve reproductive health care for people in ethnic minorities and remote areas.

Indicator 3.1.3: Under-five mortality rate 
The Decision No. 681 defines a roadmap for the indicator 3.1.3 as follows: 20‰ by 2020, 18.5‰ by 2025, and 15‰ by 2030.

              The under-five mortality rate tends to drop but quite slowly, from 23.8‰ in 2010 to 21‰ in 2019. If this speed is maintained, it is likely that it will only decrease 20.6‰ by 2020; 19.1‰ by 2025, and 17.5‰ by 2030, higher than those set out in the roadmap for the target 3.1.3, which are 20.0‰, 18.5‰, and 15.0‰, respectively.
              In terms of gender, the mortality rate of boys under 5 years of age is higher than that of girls, albeit the narrowed difference between male and female between 2010 and 2019. By 2019, this rate of boys was 27.3‰ versus 14.2‰ of girls. Data also show that the mortality rate of children living in rural areas is more than double that of urban areas, which were 25.1‰ in rural areas compared to 12.3‰ in urban areas in 2019.

              Without breakthrough efforts, Viet Nam may not be able to achieve the roadmap set out for the target 3.1.3 by 2030, although it is still likely to be close to the roadmap set out for 2020 and 2025.
Indicator 3.1.4: Neonatal mortality rate
The Decision No. 681 defines a roadmap for the indicator 3.1.4 as follows: <10‰ by 2020, <9.5‰ by 2025, and <9‰ by 2030.
No official data is released for the indicator 3.1.4. According to the Decision No. 03, the GSO will update data for this indicator from 2025. The Ministry of Health has not collected data for this indicator annually. Therefore, at present, there is no data for this indicator.
Indicator 3.1.5: Under-one mortality ratio 
The Decision No. 681 defines a roadmap for the target 3.1.5 as follows: 13.5 by 2020, 12.5 by 2025, and 10 by 2030.

              The under-one mortality rate tends to decrease gradually in the period 2010-2019. With an annual average reduction rate of 0.2‰ as in the past time, by 2020, this indicator will be at 13.8‰ and the forecast for 2025 and 2030 will be 13,4‰ and 12.7‰, respectively, which is higher than the corresponding rates in the roadmap: 13‰; 12.5‰ and 10‰, respectively. 
              By gender, the under-one mortality ratio of boys is always higher than that of the girls but a downward trend is witnessed.

Thus, without breakthrough efforts, it will be difficult for Viet Nam to reach the target 3.1.5 by 2030.

In general, the implementation of VSDG target 3.1 poses numerous challenges for Viet Nam. To achieve the target, Viet Nam needs to make further efforts to achieve the targets 3.1.3 and 3.1.5.
            Target 3.2: By 2030, end the epidemics of AIDS, tuberculosis, malaria and neglected tropical diseases and combat hepatitis, water-borne diseases and other communicable diseases (Global target 3.3)
Indicator 3.2.1: Number of new cases of HIV infections per 1,000 uninfected population
The Decision No. 681 defines a roadmap based on the indicator "Number of new cases of HIV infections", which reduces 20% by 2020 compared to 2015; reduces 40% by 2025 compared to 2015; and reduces 50% by 2030 compared to 2015.

The indicator 3.2.1 (according to the Circular No. 03) is different from that in the roadmap in the Decision No. 681
. As described in Figure 16, the annual number of new cases of HIV infections tends to decrease gradually to 8,200 people in 2019. If this trend continues, it is projected that this figure is about 7,800 people by 2020, nearly 4,400 people by 2025 and about 1,000 people by 2030, corresponding to 23% by 2020, 56.8% by 2025 and up to 90% by 2030 compared to 2015. Compared to the roadmap, the decline is considerably higher. Meanwhile, according to the Circular No. 03, the indicator 3.2.1 makes insignificant change in the period 2011-2019, only slightly decreasing from 2.25 in 2011 to 2.18 in 2019. According to a recent report by UNICEF and the MPI
, the number of children infected with HIV tends to fall, in 2019, it is estimated that there were more than 5,000 children infected with HIV nationwide, a drop of nearly 24.5% compared to 2016. 
Viet Nam will complete its roadmap on reducing the number of new cases of HIV infections, or even can finish 5 years early if the current rate of improvement is maintained.
Indicator 3.2.2: Number of new cases of tuberculosis infections per 100,000 population
The Decision No. 681 uses indicator "Number of new cases of tuberculosis infections" to determine the roadmap: decrease 30% by 2020 compared to 2015, decrease 60% by 2025 compared to 2015, and decrease 80% by 2030 compared to 2015.
Thus, the indicator 3.2.2 is slightly different from the indicator used to determine the roadmap. While the roadmap uses absolute number of new cases, the indicator 3.2.2 is number of new cases of tuberculosis infections per 100,000 population. In reality, using the indicator 3.2.2 with relative calculation is more appropriate and more internationally comparable.

According to the indicator 3.2.2, number of new cases of tuberculosis infections per 100,000 population tended to decrease during 2012-2019, falling from 117 cases to 104 cases. In terms of the absolute number (used to define the roadmap), number of new cases each year also tended to drop gradually, despite of a sudden increase in 2016, reaching 10.65 thousand people, and then decreased to 10.3 thousand people in 2017, and 10 thousand people in 2019. Following this trend, new cases of tuberculosis infections is projected to reach 102 thousand people by 2020, only a slight decline of 0.5% compared to that of 2015 (compared to the roadmap, the figure should be by 30%). Similarly, the number of new cases of tuberculosis infections in 2025 is likely to be 101.2 thousand people, a drop of only 1.5% compared to that in 2015, and reach 100.3 thousand people in 2030, a drop of 2.3%, much lower than the figures set out in the roadmap: to reduce 60% by 2025 and 80% by 2030, respectively compared to 2015. Therefore, without breakthrough in tuberculosis ​prevention measures, Viet Nam will not be able to reach the target set out in the roadmap by 2030. 
Indicator 3.2.3: Number of new cases of malaria infections per 100,000 population 
The Decision No. 681 defines a roadmap for implementing the indicator 3.2.3 as follows: <19 by 2020, 8 by 2025, and no case of malaria infections by 2030.

Malaria prevalence, shown in number of new cases per 100,000 population, has decreased sharply and there were only 7 cases per 100,000 people in 2019 compared to 49.3 cases in 2012, much lower than the target set out in the roadmap, i.e. 19 cases by 2020, and is even lower than the target set out in the roadmap for 2025, which is 8 cases. If the current downward trend is remained, Viet Nam will surely reach the target of malaria elimination by 2030. However, attention should be paid to the complicated situation of malaria in remote areas, where the grassroots health network is weak and not equipped with adequate facilities. 
Target 3.2.4: Number of new cases of hepatitis B infections per 100,000 population
The Decision No. 681 sets no roadmap for the indicator 3.2.4.
Currently, the MOH has not compiled periodical data and officially released the indicator 3.2.4. The Circular No. 03 provides a roadmap for data collection for this indicator from 2025. Therefore, it is impossible to have data at this time.
Target 3.3. By 2030, reduce 20% to 25% pre-70-year-old mortality rate from non-communicable diseases (NCDs) through prevention and treatment, and promote mental and physical health (Global target 3.4)  
Indicator 3.3.1: Number of deaths attributed to cancer, cardiovascular disease, diabetes, or chronic obstructive pulmonary disease per 100,000 population
The Decision No. 681 defines a roadmap for other indicators as follows: By 2020: number of deaths attributed to cancer, cardiovascular disease, diabetes or chronic obstructive pulmonary disease decreases by 10% compared to 2015; by 2025: decreases by 20% compared to 2015; and by 2030: decreases by 25% compared to 2015.
Thus, according to the Circular No. 03, the indicator 3.3.1 differs from the indicator used to determine the roadmap, although in reality, it is possible to calculate the indicator 3.3.1
 from the indicator used to determine the roadmap. 
NCDs are the leading cause of death in Viet Nam. However, there are presently no frequently updated data on these diseases. Estimates made by the MOH indicate that NCDs, such as cardiovascular disease, diabetes, cancer and obstructive pulmonary disease, cause 73% of all deaths each year, and of those, up to 40% cases die before age 70. The proportion of smokers and alcoholic beverages drinkers is still high, and unhealthy lifestyle and eating, especially among young population, are the causes of increased risk of NCDs. This is a big challenge for Viet Nam to achieve the target 3.3 "By 2030, reduce 20-25% of pre-70-year-old mortality rate from non-communicable diseases".
Indicator 3.3.2: Suicide mortality rate per 100,000 population 
The Decision No. 681 has no roadmap for the indicator 3.3.2.

Data released by the MOH show that number of deaths from suicide per 100,000 population fell slightly in recent years, from 5.86 in 2014 to 5.32 in 2017. In particular, men's suicide mortality rate was nearly 2.5 times as high as that of women. However, number of suicides in absolute number increased significantly, from nearly 5.1 thousand people in 2014 to more than 5.2 thousand in 2017. This poses a warning for programmes on mental health care and improvement in Viet Nam in the coming time. Accordingly, more attention should be paid to this phenomenon.
Target 3.4: Strengthen the prevention and treatment of substance abuse, including narcotic drug abuse and harmful use of alcohol (Global target 3.5) 

Indicator 3.4.1: Coverage of treatment interventions for drug addicts 
The Decision No. 681 defines a roadmap for the indicator 3.4.1 as follows: 25% by 2020, 30% by 2025 and 40% by 2030.
Currently, Viet Nam has not collected and released periodical data for the indicator 3.4.1. The Circular No. 03 sets out a roadmap to collect and release data for this indicator by 2025. Nevertheless, estimates made by the MOH indicate that this proportion in Viet Nam reached 25% in 2019, meaning that Viet Nam has reached the roadmap set out for 2020. However, the present level needs to be held to enable the accomplishment of the 2030 target.
Indicator 3.4.2: Proportion of people aged 15 years and older using alcohol at a harmful level

The Decision No. 681 defines a roadmap for the indicator 3.4.2 as follows: reduce 10% by 2020 compared to 2015, reduce 20% by 2025 compared to 2015, and reduce 25% by 2030 compared to 2015.
Viet Nam has currently not released data and updated the indicators 3.4.2, so it is impossible to analyze and evaluate the implementation roadmap based on the indicator 3.4.2. However, according to the MOH, proportion of people aged 15 and older using alcohol at a harmful level soared rapidly, at 22.4% in 2015, in which, this rate of men reached 44.2%. In particular, the younger age of alcoholic beverages drinkers is of great concern. Use of alcohol at a harmful level not only leads to health and social consequences but also the risk of accidents while driving a vehicle (indicator 3.5.1). In addition, uncontrolled use of alcoholic beverages will affect the surrounding people, especially the vulnerable groups, such as women and children, affecting the sustainable development of the family, and cause a double burden on the poor and near-poor households. 
The issuance of the Law on Prevention and Control of Alcohol 2019 and effective implementation of this Law are expected to reduce the proportion of people using alcohol at a harmful level in the coming years.   
In general, Viet Nam will face challenges to achieve target 3.4 as the use of alcohol to a harmful level is still very complicated, especially in rural areas. Viet Nam needs to collect sufficient information on the use of alcohol at a harmful level to have a basis for evaluating the results of implementing this target in the coming years.   
Target 3.5: By 2030, continue to control and reduce annual traffic accidents in all three criteria, i.e. number of cases, number of deaths and number of injuries, especially in rural areas (Global target 3.6)  

Indicator 3.5.1: Number of traffic accidents, number of deaths or injuries from traffic accidents 
The Decision No. 681 defines a roadmap for the indictor 3.5.1 as follows: Number of traffic accidents, number of deaths and injuries from traffic accidents decrease by 5-10% annually (for each criterion).

Traffic safety has seen positive changes in recent years. Traffic accidents in Viet Nam has dropped continuously since 2012 in all 3 criteria: number of cases, number of deaths and number of injuries, in which, the reduction in number of traffic accidents and injuries was much higher than that of traffic deaths. On average, in the period 2011-2019, the decrease according to 3 criteria was as follows: i) number of traffic accidents declined by 9.5%; number of deaths decreased by 4.3%; number of injuries dropped by 15%. However, it should be noted that number of deaths from traffic accidents, especially road traffic, is still at a high level, with an annual average of more than 9,000 people per year over the past decade. The main reason is that the road infrastructure is inadequate in terms of quality, people's awareness and abidance is still poor (including driving while having high alcohol concentration), sign system and traffic safety management still show shortcomings. Notably, traffic accident is the second cause of injury to children and adolescents (15-19 years old). This is an issue of more attention in the coming time, especially the education of young people to strictly comply with the traffic law as well as the new Law on Prevention and Control of Alcohol, which was issued in 2019.      
In general, Viet Nam can achieve the roadmap set out for the indicator 3.5.1 in terms of controlling and reducing annual traffic accidents by 5-10% in all 3 criteria by 2030.
Target 3.6: By 2030, ensure universal access to sexual and reproductive health-care services, including for family planning, information and education, and the integration of reproductive health into national strategies and programmes (Global target 3.7)  
Indicator 3.6.1: Proportion of women of reproductive age (aged 15–49 years) who have their need for family planning and are using modern methods
The Decision No. 681 defines a roadmap for the indicator 3.6.1 as follows: >70% by 2020, >70% by 2025, and >70% by 2030.

Proportion of women of reproductive age (aged 15–49 years) who have their need for family planning and are using modern methods gradually decreased during 2010-2019, although the rise began in 2018 and 2019 (68%), an increase of 1.5 percentage points compared to 2018, but is still lower than the highest level in 2011 (68.6%). This rate in rural areas is higher than in urban areas (69,2% versus 63,3% in 2018). Data also indicated that contraceptive prevalence rates in the Northern Mountains and Central Highlands have declined significantly compared to those of other regions. Backward customs of the ethnic minority people are attributed to this situation. In the ethnic minority areas, the propaganda on sexual issues and family planning still face many difficulties (due to location and language). This suggests that there are still problems related to reproductive health care services that need improvement in these regions. If the current trend continues, by 2025 and 2030, the proportion of women of reproductive age (aged 15–49 years) who have their need for family planning and are using modern methods can only reach over 65%, much lower than the target. 
It can be concluded that without strong improvements and changes, Viet Nam will fail to achieve the targets set out in the roadmap for the years 2020, 2025 and 2030, which is over 70% of women aged 15-49 using modern contraceptive methods. 
Indicator 3.6.2: Adolescent birth rate (aged 10-19 years) 
The Decision No. 681 defines a roadmap for the indicator "Adolescent birth rate aged 15-19 years" as follows: by 2020: 35; by 2025: 33; and by 2030: 31.
Thus, there is a significant difference in reference age between the indicator 3.6.2 and the indicator used to define the roadmap. While the indicator 3.6.2 employs the age from 10-19, the roadmap only sets the target for the age of 15-19, ignoring the 10-14 age group.  
According to the Population and Housing Census 2019, the fertility rate in adolescents aged 10 -19 tended to rise sharply in the past 10 years, from 24‰ in 2009 to 35‰ in 2019. In which, adolescents aged 15-19 in rural areas have a higher fertility rate than those in urban areas (42‰ versus 18‰).  
In terms of adolescent age (aged 10-17 according to Viet Nam's Law), the results of the Population and Housing Census 2019 shown that adolescent birth rate was 3.3‰, in which the Northern Midlands and Mountains possessed the highest rate (9.7‰), 8.5 times as high as that of the Red River Delta (1.1‰), followed by the Central Highlands (6.8‰). Also, fertility rate of adolescents in rural areas was 3 times as high as that in urban areas (4.2‰ versus 1.3‰).

Thus, it can be confirmed that Viet Nam has completed the target according to the roadmap set out for 2020. However, in order to achieve the target for the period of 2021-2030, it is necessary to further strengthen propaganda on sex education for children in this age group to control the increase of the fertility rate in the coming years, especially for adolescents.
Goal 3.7: Achieve universal healthcare coverage, including financial risk protection, access to quality essential healthcare services, and access to safe, effective, quality and affordable essential medicines and vaccines for all (Global target 3.8)  
Indicator 3.7.1: Proportion of households with large medical expenditures as a share of total expenditure or income 
For this indicator, 2 thresholds are used to determine the household's health expenditure, including: Greater than 10% and greater than 25% of total expenditure or income of the household. The Decision No. 681 defines a roadmap for the indicator 3.7.1 as follows: 
a) Proportion of households with medical expenditures >= 25% of total household expenditure: 2.2% by 2020, 2% by 2025, and 1.8% by 2030.
b) Proportion of households with medical expenditures >= 10% of total household expenditure: 10.4% by 2020, 10.2% by 2025, 10% and 2030.
Currently, there is no data to calculate and update this indicator. However, the raw data of the Viet Nam Household Living Standards Survey (VHLSS) can be used to compute. According to the Circular No. 03, the GSO is responsible for calculating and releasing the indicator 3.7.1. Nevertheless, the GSO has not released this indicator. Meanwhile, the World Health Organization (WHO) estimates that in Viet Nam, the proportions of households with medical expenditures above 10% and 25% of total household expenditures were 9.8% and 2.1%, respectively in 2015, lower than the target set out in the roadmap for 2020. Particularly for the criterion "health expenditures >= 10% of total household expenditures", Viet Nam completed the roadmap to 2030 in 2015. 
Indicator 3.7.2: Percentage of fully vaccinated of children under one year old
The Decision No. 681 sets no roadmap for the indicator 3.7.2.

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Percentage of fully vaccinated of children under one year old always reached more than 90%, but a downward trend was witnessed in recent years, standing at 96,4% in 2019, a fall of 1,6 percentage points compared to 2016. The downward trend is seen in all regions, in which the Central Highlands had the lowest rate (93,6%) while the North and South Central Coast had the highest rate (98,3%) in 2019.
Basically, Viet Nam has ensured that children under one year old are fully vaccinated and this result should be maintained in the coming time, especially in the regions with low vaccination rates.
Target 3.7.3: Number of health workers per 10,000 population
The Decision No. 681 uses the indicator "Coverage of essential healthcare services" to define the roadmap: > 75% by 2020, > 78% by 2025, and > 80 by 2030.

For indicator 3.7.3, data shown that number of health workers per 10,000 population steadily increased over the years from 2011 onward and reached 51.8 persons/10,000 population in 2018, equivalent to 472.6 thousand people. This reflects that the health care for the population has improved. This trend is presented in all criteria, in terms of number of physicians, doctors and nurses per 10,000 population.

Regarding the "Coverage of essential healthcare services" used to define the roadmap, the above Figure shows that the coverage of essential healthcare services in Viet Nam steadily increased over the years in the period 2015- 2019, reaching 78% in 2019 compared to 72% in 2015. This achievement is attributed to the recent policies on development of the social security network, expansion of the health service system to the village, and improvement of access to health care services for all. Presently, 90% of the Vietnamese people own health insurance. In addition, 100% of the poor and near-poor, of which 100% of children under 6 years old, are provided free health insurance cards attached to birth certificates upon their birth or upon their permanent residence registration. Such social policies obviously have contributed and will contribute to ensuring the coverage of healthcare services for the people, especially those in the vulnerable groups who have difficulty in paying medical services.   
Viet Nam is sure to achieve the targets of coverage of essential healthcare services for the years 2020, 2025 and 2030. 
Target 3.8: By 2030, substantially reduce the number of deaths and illnesses from hazardous chemicals and air, water and soil pollution and contamination (Global target 3.9)
The Circular No. 03 sets no target and the Decision No. 681 has no roadmap for the target 3.8.
This is one of the difficult targets to measure and evaluate the implementation progress in Viet Nam because it is hard to quantify this indicator due to Viet Nam's irregular data collection. Currently, there are only reference data from the WHO on the deaths from indoor and outdoor air pollution (83.2 cases per 100,000 population) and the deaths from unsafe water, environmental sanitation and personal hygiene (2 cases/100,000 population). The un-updated data cannot reflect the VSDG implementation via Viet Nam's abovementioned indicator. Therefore, it is necessary to take measures to improve and update information on the progress of implementing target 3.8 in the coming time.
Target 3.9: Strengthen the implementation of the World Health Organization's Framework Convention on Tobacco Control (Global Goal 3.a)  

Indicator 3.9.1: Proportion of people aged 15 and older using tobacco 
The Decision No. 681 defines a roadmap for the indicator 3.9.1 as follows: proportion of men aged 15 and older using tobacco by 2020: 39%, by 2025: 32%, and by 2030: 27%.
Currently, the indicator 3.9.1 is obtained solely from the Global Adult Tobacco Survey (GATS) of which the most recent was conducted in 2015. According to the results of this survey (GATS 2015), the national smoking rate in 2015 tended to decrease compared to that in 2010. In which, the proportion of people using tobacco that is standardized by age among those aged 15 and older was 22,5%, slightly lower than 2010 (23.8%). The male smoking rate was 47.4% in 2010, but decreased by 45,3% in 2015. For women, the reduction was negligible, from 1.4% in 2010 to 1.1% in 2015. With such a rate of smokers, the WHO ranks Viet Nam among the 15 countries with the highest number of smokers in the world.
With the aim of enhancing the implementation of the WHO's Framework Convention on Tobacco Control, Viet Nam has issued and implemented the Law on Tobacco Prevention and Control (2012), thereby progress has been seen in reducing tobacco use. However, this rate is still high and it is essential to implement comprehensive tobacco prevention policies to gain considerable reduction of smoking rate, especially among men.
With the past years' slow decline in the rate of male smokers aged 15 and older, Viet Nam will find it difficult to achieve the target as set out in the roadmap for the years 2020, 2025 and 2030. 
	SUMMARY: Viet Nam is close to reach the VSDG 3 on “Ensure a healthy life and promote well-being for all at all ages". In particular, Viet Nam will reach 10/18 indicators according to the roadmap set out by 2030. However, there are 5 remaining indicators that will be difficult to achieve according to the roadmap. The remaining indicators (3) are due to lack of data or due to the absence of a roadmap for monitoring indicators. Viet Nam is likely to fail to meet target 3.6 (reproductive health care) and target 3.9 (the WHO's Framework Convention on Tobacco Control) as set out in the roadmap. In addition, the lack of statistical information for some indicators is also a challenge in the coming years for the monitoring of the performance of targets under the VSDG 3.
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Goal 4: Ensure inclusive and equitable quality education and promote lifelong learning opportunities for all

Target 4.1: By 2030, ensure all girls and boys complete free, equitable, and quality primary and lower secondary education (International target 4.1)
Indicator 4.1.1: Percentage of students going to primary school
The Decision No. 681 sets no roadmap for the indicator 4.1.1.
In recent years, the net enrollment rate of primary school was always high, reaching 98% in 2019. In other words, Viet Nam has essentially ensured that all girls and boys can attend primary school at the right age. 

Indicator 4.1.2: Percentage of students recognized for completing the primary school programme
The Decision No. 681 sets a roadmap for the indicator 4.1.2 as follows: 95% by 2020, 97% by 2025, and 99% by 2030.

Viet Nam has completed primary education universalization (according to the national standards) and still maintained this result. All children aged 6-10 years old attend primary school and are exempted from school fees. Proportion of students completing the primary school programme at the right age grown continuously and reached 99,6 % in 2019, higher than the target set out for 2030. This rate for ethnic minority students is 94.6%.
Currently, all provinces nationwide have met the standard of universal primary education at the right age level 2, of which 14 provinces have met the standard of universal primary education level 3. Gender inequality index in access to primary education for the past decade or so has always reached 1.0.
Thus, Viet Nam has completed the indicator 4.1.2 ahead of schedule and will continue to maintain this result until 2030. 
Target 4.1.3: Percentage of students going to lower secondary school
The Decision No. 681 sets no roadmap for the indicator 4.1.3.

Data released by the MOET shown a consistently high net enrollment rate of lower secondary school during 2016-2018, more than 92%, but this figure dropped by 89.2% in 2019, equivalent to an annual average of 89.7% in the period 2011-2015. This requires further strengthening of propaganda and mobilization of children's going to school at the right age in lower secondary level in the coming years, especially for children in remote areas where there is a high proportion of ethnic minority children. 
Indicator 4.1.4: Percentage of students graduating from lower secondary school, percentage of students completing lower secondary school, rate of transition from primary to lower secondary school
The Decision No. 681 sets the roadmap for the indicator 4.1.4 as follows: Percentage of students graduating from lower secondary school by 2020: 85% by 2025: 88%, and by 2030: 93%.
Thus, the indicator 4.1.4 consists of 3 different indicators, but the roadmap is defined only for the indicator "Percentage of students graduating from lower secondary schools ".

In 2019, rate of transition from primary to lower secondary school reached 99.2%. Viet Nam has completed universalization of lower secondary education level 1 in all 63 provinces. Percentage of students graduating from lower secondary school was always high, reaching 99.3% in 2019 and quite similar across most regions and much higher than the target set out in the roadmap to 2030. Particularly, the Northern Midlands and Mountains and the South East had the lowest proportion of student graduating from lower secondary school, but still stood at nearly 99%. The percentage of students completing lower secondary school improved over the years, from 80.7% in 2016 to 85% in 2019
. There exists no gender disparity in education in the lower secondary level. The gender equality index in the lower secondary level is always 1.0 or more. This means that percentage of girls going to lower secondary school at the right age is even higher than that of boys. 
It can be said that Viet Nam has completed the roadmap set out for the target 4.1 as early as 10 years ahead of schedule. However, attention needs to be paid to the gap in the school's facilities, the quality of education between urban and rural areas and among regions to ensure similar quality of primary education and lower secondary education across the country. 
Target 4.2: By 2030, ensure that all girls and boys have access to quality early childhood development, care and pre-primary education so that they are ready for primary education (Global target 4.2) 
Indicator 4.2.1: Proportion of children under five years of age who are developmentally on track in health, learning, and psychosocial well- being
The Decision No. 681 sets a roadmap for the indicator 4.2.1 as follows: 98.9% by 2020, 99.1% by 2025, and 99.3% by 2030.
Currently, no data series are collected for this indicator, starting from 2015. Nevertheless, according to the MOET's report, in 2019 "Proportion of children under 5 years of age who are developmentally on track in health, learning and and psychosocial well- being”, as shown in the indicator 4.2.1, reached 90%. In which, this rate was 90% for men and 89% for women. Particularly, for the ethnic minority group, this rate was lower, standing at 82%. Compared to the proposed roadmap, it is difficult for Viet Nam to reach the target set out in the roadmap, which is 98.9% by 2020, and more effort should be made to achieve the targets for 2025 and 2030. 
Indicator 4.2.2: Proportion of five-year-old children attending kindergarten
The Decision No. 681 sets a roadmap for the indicator 4.2.2 as follows: 98.9% by 2020, 99.1% by 2025, and 99.3% by 2030.

Proportions of children attending creche and kindergarten has continuously increased in recent school years. In the school year 2018-2019, proportions of children going to creche and kindergarten reached approximately 28,9% and 92% compared to the corresponding rates of 11.9% and 72.7% in the school year 2010-2011. Notably, Viet Nam has ensured universal preschool education for 5-year-old children, with the rate reaching 99.9% in the school year 2018-2019 and there was no difference in the enrollment rate between 5-year-old girls and boys (99.9% and 99.8%, respectively). In particular, children from ethnic minorities and children with disabilities have been taken care and provided with access to education. The Inclusive Education Development and Support Centers in the localities have given educational interventions and supports for children with disabilities in preschools, despite of much lower than their needs. In the school year 2018-2019, proportion of children with disabilities receiving inclusive learning at all levels was 79.1% in creche and 81% in kindergarten.
Viet Nam will achieve the target set out in the roadmap by 2030, but more attention should be paid to under-3-year-old children, given its relatively low enrollment rate (nearly 30%), and education for under-5-year-old children with disabilities.
Target 4.3: By 2030, ensure equal access for all women and men to affordable and quality technical, vocational and tertiary education (Global target 4.3)   
Indicator 4.3.1: Proportion of people aged 15 and older participating in intermediate-level vocational education, or in college, or in university training programs

The Decision No. 681 sets a roadmap for the indicator 4.3.1 as follows: 80% by 2020, 85% by 2025, and 90% by 2030.
Viet Nam's annual data for the indicators 4.3.1 are unavailable. However, according to the MOET's report, proportion of people aged 15 and older participating in intermediate, college and university training programs reached 75% in 2019, 5 percentage points lower than the target set out in the roadmap for 2020 (80%). As such, Viet Nam will face challenges in the coming years to reach the targets set out in the roadmap.
Target 4.4: By 2030, substantially increase the number of workers who have relevant skills to the labor market needs for good employment, decent jobs and entrepreneurship (Global target 4.4)  

Indicator 4.4.1: Proportion of trained employed workers 
The Decision No. 681 sets a roadmap for the indicator 4.4.1 as follows: 65% by 2020, 70% by 2025, and 75% by 2030.

Proportion of trained employed workers gained steady growth over the years during 2010-2019, but still very low compared to the labor market demand and the target 4.4
. As of 2019, only 23% of the Vietnamese employed workers were trained the remaining 77% of the employed workforce were untrained. This rate in urban areas was 2.5 times as high as that in rural areas, and 5 percentage points higher in male laborers than female workers. The shortage of skills will be a major barrier to the industrialization and development in Viet Nam in the coming years, especially in the period of industrialization and technology revolution 4.0. 

According to the MOLISA's report, "Proportion of trained workers", an indicator to determine the roadmap, is much higher than the indicator "Proportion of trained employed workers” in the Circular No. 03, and also has increased steadily over the years during 2016-2020, from 53.6% in 2016 to 62% in 2019, and is expected to reach 64.5 % by 2020. 
Thus, Viet Nam has approached the target set out in the roadmap to 2020 and if Viet Nam can keep the current trend, it will exceed the targets for 2025 and 2030.

Indicator 4.4.2: Proportion of people aged 15 and older with basic information and communications technology (ICT) skills
The Decision No. 681 sets a roadmap for the indicator 4.4.2 as follows: 70% by 2020, 80% by 2025, and 90% by 2030.
Currently, Viet Nam has not collected and released appropriate information on the indicator 4.4.2 although according to the Circular No. 03/2014/TT-BTTTT dated March 11, 2014 of the Ministry of Information and Communications, the required IT skill standards include: i) Basic IT understanding; ii) Basic computer use; iii) Basic word processing; iv) Basic spreadsheet use; v) Basic powerpoint use; and vi) Basic Internet use. 
However, according to the MOET's report, in Viet Nam, proportion of people aged 15 and older with basic ICT skills reached 62% in 2019 compared to the roadmap target of 70% in 2020.
Thus, Viet Nam is likely to fail to achieve the target for 2020 and the following years without breakthrough efforts.  

 Target 4.5: By 2030, ensure equal access to education, training and vocational training for the vulnerable, including persons with disabilities, indigenous people and children in vulnerable situations (Global target 4.5)   

Indicator 4.5.1: Parity indices in access to education
The Decision No. 681 uses 2 other indicators to define the roadmap to be achieved as follows:
+ Proportion of trained indigenous workers: 40% by 2020; 45% by 2025; and 50% by 2030.
+ Proportion of workers with disabilities who have working capacity to receive appropriate vocational training: 30% by 2020; 35% by 2025; and 40% by 2030.
Viet Nam has not compiled and periodically released the Education Equity Index and the two abovementioned indicators. However, the MOET's report shows that Viet Nam basically guarantees equality in general education in terms of gender since this index is always close to 1.

The survey on the socio-economic situation of 53 ethnic minorities conducted by the GSO in 2019 shown that only 20% of ethnic minority workers had received training compared to the national rate of 23,1%, and was much lower than the target that the roadmap sets out for 2020 (40%). Notably, proportion of trained ethnic minority female workers was only 5.9%, reflecting an obvious gender inequality among ethnic minorities.
According to the MOLISA's report, about 40% of people with disabilities were in the working age and still able to work, but only 30% of them were employed. Approximately 30% of people with disabilities who were workable were provided vocational training, equivalent to the target set out in the roadmap to 2020.
Therefore, Viet Nam has basically guaranteed equal access to education, but more efforts need to be made to ensure equal access to vocational training for the vulnerable, especially female ethnic minority workers and people with disabilities.   

Goal 4.6: By 2030, By 2030, ensure that all youth and a substantial proportion of adults, both men and women, can read and write (Global target 4.6)   

Indicator 4.6.1: Proportion of literates among people aged 15 years or older
The Decision No. 681 sets a roadmap for indicator 4.6.1 as follows: 98% by 2020; 98.8% by 2025; and 99.6% by 2030.

By 2019, 97.6% of people aged 15 and older nationwide could read and write, an increase of nearly 4 percentage points compared to that in 2010. The gap in literacy rates between men and women was contracted substantially. If the difference was recorded at 4.3 percentage points in 2010, it dropped by 3.4 percentage points in 2019. If such an improvement is maintained, it is expected that this gap will narrow further by 2030.

The difference in the urban-rural literacy rate narrowed slightly. If in 2010, the urban-rural literacy rate gap was 4.7 percentage points, by 2019 it was 4 percentage points, corresponding to the urban literacy rate of 98,3% compared to 94.3% in rural areas. However, proportion of ethnic minority people who can read and write universal language was much lower than the national average, only 72% versus 94.9%. In particular, some ethnic minorities had more than half of illiterate population, such as H'Mong, Mang, and Lu, etc. The male literacy rate for ethnic minorities was 86.3% while this rate for women was only 73.4%. Northern Midlands and Mountains had the highest proportion of illiterate people aged 15 and older (10.1%), followed by the Central Highlands (8.7%).

Viet Nam is likely to meet the targets the roadmap sets out for 2020 and the following years. Nevertheless, attention should be paid to improving the situation among ethnic minorities and in areas with a high proportion of illiterate people.

Goal 4.7: By 2030, ensure that all learners acquire the knowledge and skills needed to promote sustainable development (Global target 4.7)    
Indicator 4.7.1: Proportion of teachers achieving teaching standards
The Decision No. 681 sets a roadmap for the indicator 4.7.1 as follows: 100% by 2020, 100% by 2025, and 100% by 2030.
Most teachers at general education levels are currently required to ensure that they meet certain training standards. Therefore, Viet Nam will complete the roadmap for the indicator 4.7.1.
Indicator 4.7.2: Percentage of schools which provide basic education programs about sex education, violence prevention, abuse prevention, and HIV-related knowledge
The Decision No. 681 sets the roadmap for the indicator 4.7.2 as follows: 80% by 2020, 90% by 2025, and 100% by 2030.

The educational programs at all levels have initially incorporated necessary knowledge of sustainable development and climate change in relevant subjects, such as Literature, History, Geography, and Citizen Education. The integration is currently being implemented through the selection of a number of sustainable development-related issues, such as: gender equality, building of a happy and advanced family, children's rights, drug and HIV/AIDS prevention, protection of natural resources and environment, response to climate change, and corruption prevention, etc. to incorporate into the curricula or extra curricula at all levels. According to the MOET’s report, the percentage of general schools which provided basic education programs about sex education, violence prevention, abuse prevention, and HIV-related knowledge was 95% in 2019 and will reach 99% by 2020, higher than the target set out in the roadmap for 2020 (80%).

Thus, Viet Nam will surely fulfill the target set out in the roadmap to 2030.

Target 4.8: (Build and upgrade education facilities that are child, disability and gender sensitive and provide safe, non-violent, inclusive and effective learning environments for all Global target 4.a)    

Indicator 4.8.1: Proportion of schools with access to: (disaggregated by education level) 
(a) Electricity; 
(b) Internet for pedagogical purposes; 
(c) Computers for pedagogical purposes; 
(d) Adapted infrastructure and materials for students with disabilities. 

(e) Basic drinking water; 

(f) Single-sex basic sanitation facilities; 

(g) Basic hand washing facilities (as per the WASH indicator definitions)

The upgrading and building of new educational institutions have been implemented synchronously across the country and at all educational levels for many years thanks to the implementation of the National Target Program on School Solidification. The current regulations require that permanent schools must meet criteria, such as electricity, clean water, computers, internet, sanitation facilities, and equipment suitable for people with disabilities, etc. However, educational institutions currently classified as permanent schools may not have met the above criteria, especially those which were built many years ago. In 2019, the MOET has reassessed the situation and it is implementing investment plan, providing additional necessary equipment for schools in the coming time to meet the criteria set out in the indicator 4.8.1.

Compared to the proposed roadmap, Viet Nam has not completed some of the criteria in the indicator 4.8.1, but it can complete the targets set out for the years 2025 and 2030.

	SUMMARY: Viet Nam will surely achieve the VSDG 4 on “Ensure inclusive and equitable quality education for all” by 2030, which will ensure that 6 out of 8 targets will be achieved. These targets are mainly related to general education. It will be difficult for Viet Nam to achieve the target 4.5 on quality of skilled labor suitable to the labor market as set out in the roadmap. Viet Nam may not even reach the target 4.3 related to vocational training and education. These issues need to be addressed in the coming years. In particular, vocational training and education for the vulnerable groups, such as ethnic minorities and people with disabilities, requires more attention. It should be mentioned that the VSDG 4 has the most fully collected data and information related to the indicators.
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Goal 5: Achieve gender equality; empower and create enabling opportunities for women and girls   
Target 5.1. Minimize and eventually end all forms of discrimination against all women and girls in all sectors and everywhere (Global target 5.1)   
Indicator 5.1.1: Sex ratio at birth
The Decision No. 681 sets no roadmap for the indicator 5.1.1.

Sex ratio at birth increased during 2010-2013, then tended to decrease during 2014-2017, but soared sharply in 2018 before returning to the general trend, reaching 111.5 boys per 100 girls by 2019. For the whole 2010-2019 period, sex ratio at birth tended to increase and the gender imbalance were not improved. Sex imbalance at birth has occurred in both urban and rural areas. This will negatively affect Viet Nam’s population structure in the future, leading to excess of men in the society. Without timely interventions, it is forecasted that by 2050, Viet Nam will lack from 2.3 to 4.3 million women.
The imbalance in sex ratio at birth stems from the custom of having a son to continue the lineage and ancestor worship, leading to the selection of sex before birth in the current context of fertility decline. Gender imbalance can cause serious consequences for the country’s socio-economic development and affect women lives, families and communities. Gender imbalance may also lead to increased trafficking of women and girls and domestic violence against women and girls, gender inequality and social unrest (related to other targets, such as 5.2, 5.3, etc.).
Goal 5.2: Substantially reduce all forms of violence against all women and girls in the public or private spheres, including trafficking and sexual and other types of exploitation (Global target 5.2)  
Indicator 5.2.1: Proportion of ever-partnered women and girls aged 15 years and older subjected to violence by their husbands or partners in the previous 12 months
The Decision No. 681 sets no roadmap for the indicator 5.2.1.
Currently, the National Survey on Domestic Violence against Women in Viet Nam conducted by the GSO in 2010 and 2019 is the only source of data on violence against women. The types of violence against women include physical, sexual, and spiritual violence and some other types of violence, such as behavior control or economic violence. As shown in Table 5, the proportion of ever-partnered women who experienced violence by their husbands or partners (in the last 12 months) in one of the types of violence: physical, sexual, or spiritual violence seems to decline over the past 10 years, but still remains high. Proportion of women who have experienced one of the three types of violence in their lifetime and at present dropped from 58% and 27% in 2010 to nearly 53% and 22% in 2019, respectively. It can be inferred that more than half of the Vietnamese women aged 15 years and older have experienced violence in their lifetime. In particular, spiritual violence accounted for the highest proportion, although it decreased from 54% in 2010 to 47% in 2019. Sexual violence tended to increase from 10% to 13% in the same period.

The aforementioned survey in 2019 shown some remarkable features, such as: the proportion of women with disabilities subjected to violence by their husbands/partners was higher than this rate among women without disabilities; or up to a quarter of women experienced both physical and spiritual violence; Proportion of women subjected to both sexual and spiritual violence accounted for 10%, while proportion of women subjected to both sexual and physical violence was 7.3%.   
Thus, although proportion of women who ever or currently experienced violence fell during 2010-2019, the figure is still high. Viet Nam needs to implement more effective policies on gender equality and more effective measures should be taken to combat violence against women.

Indicator 5.2.2: Proportion of women and girls aged 15 years and older subjected to sexual violence by persons other than an intimate partner in the previous 12 months

The Decision No. 681 sets no roadmap for the indicator 5.2.2.

According to the Survey on Domestic Violence against Women in Viet Nam conducted in 2010 and 2019, one out of ten women aged 15 years and older experienced physical violence by persons other than an intimate partner. Particularly with regard to the indicator 5.2.2, the 2019 survey shown that only 1.2% of female respondents said that they were subjected to sexual violence by others (non-husband/partners) in the previous 12 months while the 2010 survey did not collect data for this indicator.

Indicator 5.2.3:  Percentage of women and girls suffering violence whose cases are reported and receive counseling services

The Decision No. 681 sets a roadmap based on the two following indicators:

a) Proportion of reported or detected cases of girls subjected to physical and sexual violence which are supported and intervened in a timely manner: 100% by 2020, 100% by 2025, and 100% by 2030.

b) Proportion of detected cases of women subjected to violence which are supported and intervened in a timely manner: 70% by 2020, 80% by 2025, and 90% by 2030.

The Circular No. 03 assigned the MOLISA to update information on the indicator 5.2.3. However, given the absence of periodical data collection and dissemination for this indicator, it is impossible to evaluate the trend and forecast the ability to implement this indicator in line with the roadmap. Obviously, Viet Nam should continue to collect and accurately calculate the indicator 5.2.3 in the coming years.   

Target 5.3: Reduce and gradually eliminate harmful practices such as child, early and forced marriage (Global target 5.3)

Indicator 5.3.1: Proportion of women aged 20-24 years who were first married or in a union before age 15 and before age 18

The Decision No. 681 sets a roadmap for the indicator 5.3.1 as follows: maintain an annual decrease of 2-3% .

The results of the Viet Nam Multiple Indicator Cluster Survey (MICS) and the Population and Housing Census 2019 shown that the proportions of women aged 20-24 years who were first married or in a union before age 15 and before age 18 in Viet Nam tended to decline slightly compared to those in 2011, 0.4% and 9.1% respectively in 2019, an annual average drop of 2.5%, despite of an increase in 2014. The rate of early marriage in rural areas was higher than that in urban areas, with 8.9 percentage points for the group married before age 18 and 0.4 percentage points for the group married before age 15. In 2019, the Northern Midlands and Mountains and the Central Highlands had the highest proportion of women aged 20-24 years who were first married or in a union before age 15 and before age 18. The proportion of women aged 20-24 years who were first married or in a union before age 15 was 0.9% and before age 18 was 21.5% in the Northern Midlands and Mountains, while these corresponding rates in the Central Highlands were 0.9% and 8.1%. These were also the two regions where a large proportion of ethnic minority people lived, with the custom of early marriage and limited intellectual and legal knowledge. The proportion of women aged 20-24 who were first married before age 18 of the ethnic minority groups, such as H’Mong, Gia Rai, and Kho Mu, was very high, standing at 48%, 37.3% and 37.4%, respectively. Therefore, policies to reduce and gradually eliminate harmful practices such as child and early marriage should focus more on these regions and the places where ethnic minority groups are living.

Hence, Viet Nam will be able to realize the 2-3% decrease target according to the roadmap for the indicator 5.3.1 by 2030 if the previous years' downward trend continues in the coming years.

The Decision No. 681 sets a roadmap for the indicator 5.3.2 as follows: maintain an annual decrease of 2-3%.

The indicator 5.3.2 is indeed related to the indicator 5.3.1. Accordingly, child marriage is a marriage where one or both of the parties are under marriage age. The results of MICS in 2011, 2014 and the Population and Housing Census 2019 gave a similar picture as shown by the indicator 5.3.1. Subsequently, the proportion of women aged 15-49 years who were early married or in a union (before age 15) tended to grow in the period 2011-2014, then sharply decreased in 2019. Notably, the proportion of women who were early married in the ethnic minority group was quite high. According to the results of the survey on socio-economic situation of of 53 ethnic minorities, the rate of child marriage among ethnic minorities was 26.6%, 18 times as high as that of the Kinh group. Particularly, the rate of child marriage of some ethnic minority groups was more than 30% such as: Mong of 59.7%, Xinh Mun of 56.3%, and La Ha of 52.7%.

Viet Nam will be able to fulfill the reduction target of 2-3% set out in the roadmap for realizing the indicator 5.3.2 to 2030 if the past period’s downtrend continues. However, in the coming years, the implementation of the Law on Marriage and Family against child marriage should focus on rural areas and other areas where a large number of ethnic minority people are living.

Target 5.4: Ensure equality in domestic work and family care; recognize unpaid care and domestic work; strengthen public services, infrastructure and social protection policies, family support and child care services (Global target 5.4)

Indicator 5.4.1: Proportion of time spent on unpaid domestic and care work

The Decision No. 681 uses another indicator "Difference in time spent on unpaid domestic and care work between women and men" to set the roadmap: 1.5 times by 2020, 1.4 times by 2025, and 1.3 times by 2030.

Few reports on unpaid domestic and care work in Viet Nam are available. Currently, there was only a study report on unpaid care work developed by the MOLISA in cooperation with Action Aid Viet Nam in 2016. Accordingly, the Vietnamese women of all age groups, ethnic groups and regions did more unpaid care work than men, and spent more time on unpaid work which was included in GDP. This study shown that women spent up to 275 minutes per day (4.5 hours) in unpaid care work, up to 105 minutes longer than men. This meant that every year, each woman contributed nearly 7 months to unpaid care work, most of which was unrecognized.

In addition, the amount of unpaid care work might vary by ethnic group. Specifically, the Kinh people spent the least amount of time on family care (248 minutes for women and 134 minutes for men per day), while the H'Mong people spent the highest amount of time (420 minutes for women and 293 minutes for men per day). Subsequently, the study has shown the need to develop more broadly public services, infrastructure and social protection policies, family support and childcare services in order to ensure that women spend less time on unpaid domestic and care work, and take more time to relax and care for themselves.

At present, it is impossible to predict whether or not Viet Nam can complete the proposed roadmap for the indicator 5.4.1 due to the unavailability of periodical data. 

 Target 5.5: Ensure women’s full, effective participation in and equal opportunities for leadership at all levels of decision-making in political, economic and public life (Global target 5.5)

Indicator 5.5.1: Rate of National Assembly’s female deputies

The Decision No. 681 sets a roadmap for the indicator 5.5.1 as follows: >30% by 2025, and >35% by 2030.

Viet Nam is one of the few countries in the Asia-Pacific region where the proportion of women in the National Assembly is over 25%. The number of female deputies at important position in the National Assembly’s offices has increased in recent sessions, especially the first time Viet Nam has had a National Assembly Chairwoman. The rate of Vietnamese women participating in the National Assembly in the 2016-2021 term has reached 26.5%, a rise of 2.4% over the previous term, higher than the global average of 23.4% and Asia’s average of 18.6%. However, this rate has not yet met the target of over 35% of the National Strategy on Gender Equality for the period 2011-2020.

Hence, to achieve the target set out in the roadmap, i.e. the rate of female deputies in National Assembly, of 30% by 2025 and more than 35% by 2030, Viet Nam should continue to more effectively implement the National Strategy on Gender Equality and other related policies.

Indicator 5.5.2: Rate of female government leaders

The Decision No. 681 uses a different indicator: “Rate of ministries, related agencies, Government’s agencies and Peoples’ Committee of all levels which have key female leaders” and defines a roadmap as follows:

According to the Ministry of Home Affairs (MOHA) report, the rate of female government leaders indicated conflicting trends in recent years. While the rate of female leaders at ministry level tended to increase from nearly 19% in 2016 to 23.5% in 2018, the rate of female leaders at the commune and district levels dropped, and the rate of female leaders at the provincial level almost unchanged. In the 2016-2020 term, 13 out of 30 ministries, related agencies, and Government’s agencies have had female leaders, accounting for 43.3%, much lower than the target set out in the roadmap for 2020.

Indicator 5.5.3: Rate of females participating in local-level party committees

The Decision No. 681 sets no roadmap for indicator 5.5.3. 
Indicator 5.5.4: Rate of People’s Council female deputies

The Decision No. 681 sets a roadmap for indicator 5.5.4 as follows: >30% by 2025, and >35% by 2030.

The rate of People’s Council female deputies at all levels has increased continuously over the past three terms. The rate of People’s Council female deputies is 26.6% at the provincial level, 27.5% at district level, and 26.6% at commune level in the 2016-2021 term.

With the current tendency and the well implemented policy on gender equality and greater empowerment of women, Viet Nam will be able to meet the target set out in the roadmap for the indicator 5.5.4 by 2030.

Indicator 5.5.5: Proportion of female directors/owners of businesses or cooperatives

The Decision No. 681 sets no roadmap for the indicator 5.5.5.

In recent years, the Vietnamese women have had increasingly equal opportunities to participate in economic activities, especially to assume leadership positions in businesses and cooperatives. According to the results of the Economic Census carried out by the GSO, the proportion of female directors/owners of businesses and cooperatives in Viet Nam was 26.4% in 2016, a rise of 2.3 percentage points compared to that in 2011. This rate varied greatly between regions, and between the Kinh people and other ethnic groups. Specifically, in 2016, the proportion of female directors/owners of businesses and cooperatives was highest in the South East (accounting for 29.3%), lowest in the Northern Midlands and Mountains (making up 19.9%). Meanwhile, this rate was higher in the Kinh group than the ethnic minorities, with the corresponding rates of 26.9% and 15.8%. Particularly, the proportion of female directors/owners of businesses in 2016 accounted for nearly 23%, slightly lower than the general proportion (including female directors/owners of businesses and cooperatives). Currently, Viet Nam has been considered to have the second highest proportion of female directors of businesses in the Asia-Pacific region, with the proportion of women holding senior management position of enterprises of about 36%.

Indicator 5.5.6: Proportion of female farm owners
The Decision No. 681 sets no roadmap for the indicator 5.5.6.

According to the results of the Economic Census
 released by the GSO, the proportion of female farm owners nationwide was nearly 8.6% in 2016, lower than the figure of almost 9.3% in 2011. Urban areas had higher rate than rural areas, 14.2% versus 8.1% in 2016. Similar to the proportion of female directors/owners of businesses and cooperatives mentioned above, the proportion of female farm owners who are Kinh was 8.6%, higher than that of ethnic minority people (7.4%). Notably, the Northern Midlands and Mountains possessed the highest proportion of female farm owners (accounting for nearly 25.8%), followed by the South East (14.9%), while the Red River Delta had the lowest proportion, only 4.7%.

Target 5.6: Ensure universal access to sexual and reproductive health and reproductive rights as agreed in accordance with the Programme of Action of the International Conference on Population and Development and the Beijing Platform for Action and the outcome documents of their review conferences (Global target 5.6)

Indicator 5.6.1: Proportion of women aged 15-49 years who make their own informed decisions regarding sexual relations, contraceptive use, and reproductive health care

The Decision No. 681 sets no roadmap for the indicator 5.6.1.

Currently, the GSO is responsible for collecting data and disseminating this indicator, but no data have been disseminated because the assessment of reproductive health care via Indicator 5.6.1 is reflected through a number of other indicators, such as the percentage of delivery received antenatal care from 3 times and more than, the proportion of births attended by skilled health personnel, and the proportion of women who give birth in health facilities, etc. This information is presented in the VSDG 3 and the target 5.1 mentioned above, which shows that Viet Nam has made an encouraging achievement in better ensuring access to sexual and reproductive health and reproductive rights as mentioned in target 5.6.

Target 5.7: Guarantee to give all women, especially poor women in rural areas and ethnic minority women equal rights to economic resources, as well as access to ownership and control over land and other forms of property, financial services, inheritance and natural resources, in accordance with national laws (Global target 5.a)

Indicator 5.7.1: Proportion of households using agricultural production land having land use right certificates for agricultural production land

The Decision No. 681 sets no roadmap for the indicator 5.7.1.

Regarding this indicator, data will be collected from the Rural, Agricultural and Fishery Census conducted by the GSO (there will be an indicator “Households using agricultural production land having land use right certificates for agricultural production land” by gender) and it will be conducted every 10 years. Currently, the roadmap for data collection proposed by the GSO is from 2025, thus at present the statistical data for this indicator are unavailable.

Target 5.8: Enhance the use of enabling technologies, in particular information and communication technologies (ICT), to promote the empowerment of women. Create enabling conditions for women to access and utilize ICTs (Global target 5.b).

Indicator 5.8.1: Mobile phone penetration rate

The Decision No. 681 sets no roadmap for the indicator 5.8.1.

According to the Ministry of Information and Communications (MOIC), as of 2019, there were about 136 million mobile phone subscribers, with about 43.2 million users, equivalent to 44.7% of the population. However, there is currently no statistical data collected for calculation of the proportion of women using mobile phones, so it is impossible to assess the trend towards the gender disaggregation of users for the analysis of the indicator 5.8.1.

	IN SUMMARY: Viet Nam will face a great number of challenges to achieve the VSDG 5 on gender equality. Out of 8 specific targets under this goal, Viet Nam can only reach the target 5.3 as set out in the roadmap. The realization of the remaining targets is hard because data have not been collected, so it is impossible to assess progress or there has been no roadmap for implementation. Moreover, Viet Nam needs to pay more attention to implement legal policies on child abuse and violence against women and girls as they are becoming current social issues (target 5.2). 
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Goal 6: Ensure the availability and and sustainable management of water resources, sanitation system for all 

Target 6.1: By 2030, achieve universal and equitable access to safe and affordable water for all (Global target 6.1)

Indicator 6.1.1: Proportion of urban population provided with drinking water through the centralized water supply system

Proportion of urban population provided with drinking water through the centralized water supply system increased rapidly and reached 89% in 2019 compared to 83.5% in 2016. This rate was 100% in the two big cities, i.e. Ha Noi and Ho Chi Minh City, in 2019. Although the total design capacity of urban water plants in the whole country steadily increased over the years and reached about 9 million m3 per day, this water supply system has not yet met all the urban water needs. This is attributed to the fact that the urbanization process has been increasing significantly with many newly formed industrial parks and urban areas and the urban population has also increased constantly.

Indicator 6.1.2: Percentage of households using improved water sources

The Decision No. 681 sets a roadmap for the indicator 6.1.2 as follows: 90-95% by 2020, and 95-100% by 2030.

The period 2010-2018 witnessed significant improvement in the use of hygienic water sources. The proportion of households with access to improved water sources rose from 90% in 2010 to 93% in 2016 and reached nearly 96% in 2018. This rate increased in both urban and rural areas and across regions. Nevertheless, the proportion of households with access to improved water sources in rural areas was still lower than that in urban areas (93.7% versus 99.5%). The Northern Midlands and Mountains had the lowest proportion (86.8%) while the Red River Delta gained the highest rate of 99.3%.

Thus, Viet Nam has achieved the target for 2030 ahead of time, with the percentage of households using improved water sources from 95-100%. However, more attention needs to be paid to households' access to improved water sources in mountainous and remote areas and areas affected by saline water intrusion, and to the implementation of policy on the water use efficiency in the coming time in the context of climate change.

Target 6.2: By 2030, achieve access to adequate and equitable sanitation and hygiene for all and end open defecation, paying special attention to the needs of women, girls, people with disabilities and those in vulnerable situations; 100% of households using improved sanitation facilities (Global Target 6.2)

Indicator 6.2.1: Percentage of households using improved sanitation facilities

The use of hygienic latrines in Viet Nam has improved markedly, especially in the past two years. The percentage of households using improved sanitation facilities increased from 75.7% in 2010 to 83.3% in 2016 and 90.3% in 2018. This proportion increased steadily in both urban, rural areas and 6 regions. Yet, there was still a large gap in the proportion of households using improved sanitation facilities in rural areas compared to urban areas (86.4% versus 97.9%). The regions with the lowest proportion of households using improved sanitation facilities were the Central Highlands (82.73%), the Mekong River Delta (77%) and the Northern Midlands and Mountains (84.2%).

Target 6.3: By 2030, improve water quality and successfully control pollution sources; end the use of hazardous chemicals in agriculture, industry and aquaculture that pollute water sources and degrades biodiversity; 100% of hazardous wastewater is treated; halve untreated urban waste water; increase the safe reuse of water (Global target 6.3)

Indicator 6.3.1: Proportion of urban wastewater collected and treated up to standards and technical regulations

The Decision No. 681 sets a roadmap for the indicator 6.3.1 as follows: By 2020: 15-20%; by 2030: >50% for cities of class 2 or higher and 20% for cities of class 5 or higher.

The Ministry of Construction’s report indicated that by 2019, 46 centralized wastewater treatment plants were put into operation in cities of class 3 or higher. However, the proportion of wastewater collected and treated was about 12-13% on average, and there were about 50 wastewater treatment plants in the design and construction phase. Although the number of urban wastewater treatment facilities has increased over the years, it is still very small compared to the actual requirements. In large cities, the rate of treated wastewater was higher than in small and medium cities, but still at a low level, and has not yet met the current urbanization rate. Only about 20.6% of total domestic wastewater was treated in Ha Noi, while in Ho Chi Minh City this rate was only 13%.

While the speed of urbanization and industrialization has accelerated, and the demand for wastewater treatment in urban areas has risen, it will be difficult for Viet Nam to implement the roadmap for indicator 6.3.1 by 2030. Viet Nam will need to mobilize more private sector participation in construction, operation and exploitation of wastewater treatment plants and wastewater collection systems, in separation of domestic and production wastewater from the rainwater drainage system in urban areas, and in raising of community awareness in protecting water resources.

Indicator 6.3.2: Proportion of industrial parks and export processing zones with centralized wastewater treatment systems satisfying the environmental requirements

The Decision No. 681 sets a roadmap for the indicator 6.3.2 as follows: 82% by 2020, 90% by 2025, and 100% by 2030.

According to the MPI data, the proportion of industrial parks and export processing zones with centralized wastewater treatment systems was 88.6% in 2019, higher than the figure of 84.7% in 2015. However, according to the report of the MONRE, in 2019, 242 out of 274 industrial parks in operation nationwide possessed centralized wastewater treatment systems, accounting for 88.3% (this rate was 80% in 2018 and 77% in 2017). Of which, 191 industrial parks installed automatic and continuous wastewater monitoring equipment, making up 78.9%, the remaining 51 industrial parks were in the roadmap to install automatic wastewater monitoring equipment, accounting for 21.1%. The centralized wastewater treatment systems of industrial parks treated about 71% of the generated wastewater (this figure was 42% in 2018).

Viet Nam plans to develop 1,143 industrial clusters by 2020, of which 587 industrial clusters have been put into operation, 199 industrial clusters have been in operation with approved environmental impact assessment reports, reaching the rate of 36%. Of which, 55 industrial clusters have had centralized wastewater treatment systems, only accounting for 9.7%.

Thus, regardless of the data source, Viet Nam has completed the roadmap set out for 2020 for the indicator 6.3.2 and is able to realize the roadmap for the years 2025 and 2030 for concentrated industrial parks. However, the major challenge now is industrial wastewater treatment in industrial clusters and craft villages, where the rate of wastewater collection and treatment is very low, requiring breakthrough solutions and policies on wastewater quality control for these subjects.

Target 6.4: By 2030, substantially increase water-use efficiency across all sectors and ensure sustainable withdrawals and supply of freshwater to address water scarcity and substantially reduce the number of people suffering from water scarcity. Ensure that water exploitation does not exceed the exploitation thresholds for rivers and exploitable reserves of water layers (Global target 6.4).

Indicator 6.4.1: Proportion of large reservoirs being monitored and controlled to ensure the maintenance of the river basins’ minimum flow

The Decision No. 681 sets out the roadmap for the indicator 6.4.1 as follows: 70% by 2020, 80% by 2025, and 90% by 2030.

In 2016, all year-round operation process (flood season and dry season) for 11 river basins was issued, creating a legal basis for more rational and efficient management and use of water resources of hydro-power and irrigation reservoirs, linking the operation mode of the works to the requirements of flood prevention and control and water regulation in the downstream of reservoirs. Currently, the master plan on water resources for the period 2020-2035 in the provinces is being developed and finalized.

According to the MONRE, the rate of large reservoirs which are controlled and monitored to assure the maintenance of minimum flow of river basis was only 60% in 2019. Thus, it is very challenging to reach this rate of 70% by 2020 and 90% by 2030 as planned. In the context of more frequent effects of climate change and water scarcity in places such as the Central and Central Highlands, the completion of the target 6.4 requires Viet Nam to make more efforts.  
Target 6.5: By 2030, implement integrated water resources management at all levels, including through transboundary cooperation as appropriate (Global target 6.5)
Indicator 6.5.1: Proportion of large-scale and important river basins with automatic and online monitoring and controlling systems
The Decision No. 681 sets a roadmap for the indicator 6.5.1 as follows: 20% by 2020, 70% by 2025, and 100% by 2030.

Viet Nam has shifted the approach from the single-sector to integrated management of river basins-based water resources. Since 2014, the master plan on water resources has been approved for the basins of Bang Giang - Ky Cung Rivers, Red River - Thai Binh River, Sesan – Srepok Rivers; the master plan on water resources on the basin of Dong Nai River is being developed; the master plan on water resources on Bang Giang - Ky Cung River basins has been completed; and the water resource planning for the Red River - Thai Binh and Sesan - Srepok basins is being carried out. Viet Nam has also effectively implemented cooperation activities with member states under the Mekong River Commission.

However, water resources in river basins in Viet Nam are declining due to the high demand for water in agricultural production, industry, aquaculture, hydro-power, craft villages and limited water resource management. Climate change also strongly impacts on surface water resources in Viet Nam. Besides, water source pollution and deterioration in river basins have occurred in many sections, mainly in the middle stream and downstream (especially in the sections flowing through urban areas, industrial zones, and craft villages). Many places suffer from serious pollution such as basins of Nhue – Day rivers, Cau river, and the Dong Nai river system. 

Currently, there is no published statistical information on Indicator 6.5.1. According to the MONRE, it is expected that by 2020, 100% of large and important river basins will have automatic and online monitoring and controlling systems, and thus Viet Nam can complete ahead of schedule the roadmap set out for the target 6.5.

Indicator 6.5.2: Proportion of large, important reservoirs in river basins operating according to the inter-reservoir coordination regulations

The Decision No. 681 sets a roadmap for the indicator 6.5.2 as follows: 70% by 2020, 80% by 2025, and 100% by 2030.

According to the MONRE, the proportion of large, important reservoirs on river basins operating under the inter-reservoir coordination regulations gained 60% in 2019, much lower than the target set out for 2020 (70%). In order to achieve the target that by 2030, 100% of large and important reservoirs in river basins operate according to the inter-reservoir coordination regulations as set out in the roadmap, Viet Nam needs to continue to effectively implement the investigation, making master plan and working out plans to protect and exploit surface water sources in the coming years, including large reservoir systems nationwide.

Target 6.6: By 2030, protect and restore water-related ecosystems (Global target 6.6)
Indicator 6.6.1: Proportion of nature conservation areas 

The Decision No. 681 uses a different indicator “Number of Ramsar areas established and recognized” to identify the roadmap:  10 areas by 2020, 13 areas by 2025, and 15 areas by 2030.

After 28 years of joining the Ramsar Convention and more than 10 years of implementing the Convention on Biological Diversity, Viet Nam has currently had 178 nature conservation areas, including 33 national parks, 59 nature reserve zones, 23 national species-habitat conservation zones, 9 biosphere reserves, and 54 landscape protection zones. The MONRE data shown that if in 2016, Viet Nam had 166 nature conservation areas with an area of 2,106,051 hectares, accounting for 6.36% of the territory, this figure in 2019 was 178 areas, occupying ...  of Viet Nam territory.

In 2016, 8 Ramsar areas were established and recognized in Viet Nam, including Xuan Thuy (Nam Dinh province), Bau Sau in the Cat Tien National Park (Dong Nai province), Ba Be National Park (Bac Kan province), Tram Chim National Park (Dong Thap province), Mui Ca Mau National Park (Ca Mau province), Con Dao National Park (Ba Ria-Vung Tau province), Lang Sen Wetland Reserve (Long An province), and U Minh Thuong (Kien Giang province), while by 2020, there are 11 Ramsar areas, increasing 3 more, i.e.  Van Long nature reserve (Ninh Binh province), Tam Giang wetland nature reserve (Thua Thien-Hue province), and Thai Thuy (Thai Binh province). Therefore, Viet Nam has exceeded the target set out in the roadmap for 2020. 

If this continues, Viet Nam is likely to fulfill its targets set out by 2025 and 2030.

	IN SUMMARY: Viet Nam will have to face many challenges to reach the VSDG 6 on “Clean water and sanitation for all”. Out of six targets within this Goal, Viet Nam can only achieve three targets: 6.1, 6.2 and 6.6 (accounting for 50%). The remaining targets are likely to be difficult to meet, especially the target 6.3 on “water quality and water pollution control” and the target 6.4 on “water use efficiency”. On the other hand, the lack of data and information for monitoring indicators is also a challenge that needs to be solved in the coming time to have a basis for assessing the progress of implementing the targets in the VSDG 6.  
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Goal 7: Ensure access to affordable, reliable, and sustainable energy for all

Target 7.1: By 2020, fundamentally 100% households have access to electricity; by 2025, fully 100% households have access to electricity; by 2030, ensure universal access to affordable, reliable and modern energy services (Global target 7.1)

Indicator 7.1.1: Proportion of households with access to electricity

The Decision No. 681 sets a roadmap for the indicator 7.1.1 as follows: 100% by 2020, 2025 and 2030.

Viet Nam currently has a relatively high proportion of households having access to electricity thanks to energy sector reforms and development of the national power grids, application of IT in the operation of the management system, with priority given to investment in electrical grids in disadvantaged areas and islands. More than 99% of Vietnamese households can access electricity. 

Thus, Viet Nam has achieved the target two years earlier than the roadmap sets out for 2020, and will surely reach the targets set out in the roadmap for the indicator 7.1.1 for the years 2025 and 2030 ahead of schedule.

Indicator 7.1.2: Proportion of households using clean fuel
The Decision No. 681 sets no roadmap for the indicator 7.1.2.

The Circular No. 03 assigns the GSO to be responsible for data collection for the indicator 7.1.2, setting out roadmap for data collection and release starting from 2025; therefore, there are currently no data to analyze this indicator.

Target 7.2: By 2030, increase substantially the share of renewable energy in the total national consumption of primary energies, specifically 31% by 2020 and 32.3% by 2030 (Global target 7.2)

Indicator 7.2.1: Renewable energy share in the total final energy consumption

The Decision No. 681 sets a roadmap for the indicator 7.2.1 as follows: 31% by 2020, 31.5% by 2025, and 32.3% by 2030.

Statistics indicates that renewable energy share in the total final energy consumption in Viet Nam has accelerated in recent years and gained 26.15% in 2017 while this figure in 2012 was only 14%. However, it should be noted that this renewable energy is mainly derived from hydropower, while non-hydro renewables only account for a limited percentage of the total final energy consumption.

Meanwhile, Viet Nam is a country with great potential for the development of non-hydro renewable energy sources, such as wind power and solar power. As shown in the table below, at present, the level of energy exploitation from hydropower has reached the maximum while the exploitation of other renewable energy sources is still at a very low level or in the research stage.

The Government’s recent issuance and implementation of policies to encourage the development of non-hydro renewable energy sources have enabled many large-scale non-hydro renewable energy development projects to be implemented and put into use. Viet Nam is developing the Electricity Plan VIII with the orientation of focusing on renewable energy development in line with the Politburo's Resolution 55 on the orientation of Viet Nam’s national energy development strategy to 2030, vision to 2045. 
According to the above analysis, there is absolutely a basis to confirm that Viet Nam will reach the target set out in the roadmap for the indicator 7.2.1 by 2020 and 2030.
Target 7.3: By 2030, double the rate of improvement in energy efficiency; reduce electricity consumption by 10% compared to the baseline scenario (Global target 7.3)

Indicator 7.3.1: Energy consumption measured in terms of primary energy and GDP

The Decision No. 681 sets a roadmap for the indicator 7.3.1 as follows: maintaining an annual reduction of 1-1.5%.

Data show that energy consumption to GDP has tended to increase in recent years and stood at 409.3 KoE per USD 1000 of GDP in 2017. It means that Viet Nam needs to use 409.3 energy units to generate USD 1000 of GDP. This level now exceeds the global average and is even much higher than the average of ASEAN countries.

Therefore, the roadmap set out for the Indicator 7.3.1 is quite ambitious for Viet Nam to achieve. To change the trend of increasing energy consumption compared to GDP as mentioned above, Viet Nam needs to more effectively implement policies towards the use of sustainable energy and energy saving. Particularly, it is necessary to focus on promoting sustainable consumption and production (VSDG 12). 

Target 7.4: By 2030, expand infrastructure and upgrade technology for supplying modern and sustainable energy services for all, particularly in less developed, isolated, remote, mountainous and island regions (Global target 7.b)

Indicator 7.4.1: Installation capacity and renewable energy production

The Decision No. 681 sets a roadmap for the indicator 7.4.1 as follows:

The indicator 7.4.1 is currently unavailable, and the Circular No. 03 also sets a plan to collect adequate data for this indicator by 2025. Therefore, there is no basis to analyze the implementation of the roadmap set out for the indicator 7.4.1. 
	IN SUMMARY: It is difficult for Viet Nam to achieve VSDG 7 on “Clean energy at a reasonable price”, given its accomplishment of only 2 out of 4 targets according to the roadmap (accounting for 50%). Current issues related to the VSDG 7 include: i) low energy efficiency, ii) shortage of data and information related to indicators for monitoring and evaluating the implementation of the targets (e.g. target 7.4).
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Goal 8: Ensure sustained, inclusive, and sustainable economic growth, full and productive employment, and decent work for all 
Target 8.1: Sustain per capita GDP growth rate of 4 - 4.5%/year and annual GDP growth rate of 5 - 6% on average (Global target 8.1)

The size of Viet Nam's economy has always maintained a high growth rate and gained 258.7 billion USD in 2019. The size of the economy increased by 1.3 times compared to 2015 and 1.85 times compared to 10 years ago.

Indicator 8.1.2: GDP growth rate

The Decision No. 681 sets a roadmap for the indicator 8.1.2 as follows: sustain the annual growth rate of 5-6%.

GDP growth in recent years has taken back its momentum after the decline during the period 2010-2012. Especially, Viet Nam’s growth in the last four years (2016-2019) was relatively high, at an average rate of 6.8%, higher than the growth target of only 5-6% set out in the roadmap. This growth rate meets the target of 6-7% set out in the SEDS 2011-2020.

If this GDP pace of expansion is maintained in the coming years, Viet Nam will meet the roadmap set out for the indicator 8.1.2. 

Indicator 8.1.3: GDP per capita (in VND or USD)

The Decision No. 681 sets a roadmap for the indicator 8.1.3 as follows: sustain the annual growth rate of 4-4.5%.

Along with GDP growth, per capita GDP growth rate also tends to increase. The average GDP per capita growth rate in the period 2010-2014 increased by only 4.93% per year, lower than that of 5.14% in the period 2006-2010, while the three years 2016-2019 witnessed an average increase of 5.6%, higher than the growth rate of 4-4.5% set out in the roadmap for the period 2016-2030. As a result, the per capita income reached $2,717 in 2019, a rise of $619 compared to 2015.

If such GDP per capita growth rate is sustained in the coming time, Viet Nam will achieve or even exceed the target set out in the roadmap for the indicator 8.1.3. However, Viet Nam still needs to pay attention to the income gap by geographical location and disadvantaged group as mentioned in the targets 1.1 and 1.2 to ensure an inclusive economy and social equality (stated in VSDG 10 on social equality). 

Target 8.2: Increase productivity through accelerating economic restructuring, transforming the economic growth model, upgrading and innovating technology, focusing on high value-added and labour-intensive sectors (Global target 8.2)

Indicator 8.2.1: Labor productivity

The Decision No. 681 sets a roadmap for the indicator 8.2.1 as follows: sustain the annual growth rate of 5%.

Labour productivity (measured by the average GDP per person employed) tended to increase sharply in the period 2012-2015 and then was maintained at around 6%. In 2019, the labour productivity of the whole economy at current prices reached 110.4 million VND per person (equivalent to $4,738). On average, labour productivity recorded a 4.3% increase in the period 2011-2015, and a growth of 5.8% in the period 2016-2019. This is the initial result of implementing the Government’s policies from 2011 on economic restructuring, transformation of the growth model, improving the business environment, and facilitating the operations of enterprises and the economy. 

However, based on 2011 purchasing power parity, Viet Nam’s labour productivity in the period 2011-2019 grew by an average of 4.9% per year; albeit higher than the average of many countries in the region, it only approached the target of 5% in the proposed roadmap for the indicator 8.2.1. The biggest challenge is that Viet Nam's labor productivity remains at a relatively low level in absolute value, and the gap in labor productivity between Viet Nam and other countries in the region is still very wide. Specifically, the labor productivity of Singapore, Malaysia, Thailand, and Indonesia in 2018 was 13.7 times, 5.3 times, 2.7 times and 2.2 times as high as that of Viet Nam, respectively. 

Viet Nam needs to make great efforts to improve the labor productivity of the entire economy to be able to fulfill the target set out in the roadmap.
Indicator 8.2.2: Growth rate of Total Factor Productivity (TFP)

The Decision No. 681 defines no roadmap for the indicator 8.2.2.

Growth rate of TFP improved significantly in the past 5 years. This indicator gained an average of 2.93% in the period 2016-2019 while it reached only 1.98% per year in the period 2011-2015.

Despite of the absence of a roadmap for the indicator 8.2.2, Viet Nam needs to maintain or even improve TFP’s growth rate in the coming years to sharply narrow the gap with more developed countries in the region.  

Indicator 8.2.3: Contribution of capital, labor force, and total factor productivity to the overall growth rate

The Decision No. 681 sets no roadmap for the indicator 8.2.3.

The growth quality has made positive progress, reflected in the significant increase in TFP's contribution to the overall GDP growth rate, from 21.5% in 2011 to 53.3% in 2015 and 42.7% in 2019. Viet Nam's growth in the period 2011-2019 gradually declined due to the drop in the contribution rate of capital and labor factors from 52.9% to 49.5% and 25.6% to 7.8%, respectively. Although the growth quality improved, data in Table 11 still show that the capital’s contribution to the growth rate remains at a high level, accounting for nearly a half. This shows that Viet Nam's growth is still based mostly on the capital.

Target 8.3: Promote development-oriented policies that support productive activities, decent job creation, entrepreneurship, creativity and innovation, and encourage the formalization and growth of micro-, small- and medium-sized enterprises, including through access to financial services (Global target 8.3)

Indicator 8.3.1: Proportion of informal employment

The Decision No. 681 defines no roadmap for the indicator 8.3.1.
Informal employment includes people working in the non-farm or business-registered farm. According to the GSO’s data, the proportion of informal employment tended to drop gradually in recent years, from nearly 59% in 2014 to about 55% in 2019. This proportion in rural areas was higher than in urban areas, and the proportion of male employees in the informal sector was higher than female.

Informal workers make an important contribution to the economy. Nevertheless, according to the GSO’s 2016 Report on Informal Employment in Viet Nam, given this workforce’s no labor contract, no social and health insurance paid by their employers, nor fixed salary, the current law has not had specific and direct regulations for them yet. The rate of informal workers without social insurance accounted for up to 97.9%. Just 0.2% had compulsory social insurance paid by their employers and 1.9% participated in voluntary social insurance. Furthermore, according to this report, the average earnings of formal economy workers ranged at 6.8 million VND per month, while that of informal economy workers was just 4.4 million VND per month, less than average monthly earnings of formal economy workers in all categories of employment status. 

The above analysis shows that albeit the unavailability of the roadmap for indicator 8.3.1, a big challenge for Viet Nam in the implementation of the target 8.3 is how to create decent and sustainable jobs for all.


Target 8.4: Improve progressively, through 2030, global resource efficiency in consumption and production and endeavour to decouple economic growth from environmental degradation, in accordance with Viet Nam’s 10‑Year Framework of Programmes on Sustainable Consumption and Production (Global target 8.4)


Indicator 8.4.1: Domestic material consumption


The Decision No. 681 sets no roadmap for the indicator 8.4.1.

Viet Nam has always affirmed its policy of not exchanging the environment for growth through taking many measures to reduce the negative impacts of economic and living activities on the ecological environment. More attention has been paid to resource utilization in production and consumption in recent years. Yet, actual results are still different from the target. Environmental pollution and natural resource degradation are getting increasingly complicated and have tended to rise, especially in big cities and industrial zones (more obviously analyzed in sections 6, 12, 13, and 15 of this Report). 


Currently, Viet Nam lacks data on effective resource utilization in production and consumption. Viet Nam has not collected information and data to evaluate the efficiency of utilization of major input materials and fuels (such as energy, land, water, and minerals, etc.). Hence, it will be difficult to have a basis for determining the current status and future trend of the indicator 8.4.1. According to the Circular No. 03, the Ministry of Industry and Trade and the GSO have not collected data yet and have just released a roadmap to publish data for this indicator by 2025.


In the current context, Viet Nam needs to pay more attention to environmental and natural resource audits towards the more efficient use of natural resources and materials for production and daily life in the coming years. 


Target 8.5: By 2030, achieve full and productive employment and decent work for all men and women, including for young people and persons with disabilities, and ensure equal pay for work of equal value (Global target 8.5).


Indicator 8.5.1: Average income for a person employed


The Decision No. 681 sets no roadmap for the indicator 8.5.1.

The average monthly income of paid workers steadily increased in recent years: from 4.11 million VND per month in 2012 to 4.7 million VND in 2015 and 5.7 million VND in 2019. At current prices, the average monthly income of waged workers grew by 4.8% in the period 2012-2019. Among paid employment, a difference (though not large) in remuneration existed between women and men. Generally, in 2018, female workers’ earnings were only 89% of the male workers’. Similarly, there was a small income gap between female and male workers by location and for the same type of work. A considerable difference existed in agriculture, forestry and fishery sector (women earnings were equal to only 66% of men's).

The unemployment rate remained at less than 3% and tended to decline in recent years. In 2019, the unemployment rate was only 2.16%; particularly, this rate was 3.1% in the urban areas and 1.65% in the rural areas. The highest unemployment rate in 2019 was recorded in the North Central and Central Coast (2.55%) and the lowest rate was in the Northern Midlands and Mountains (1.25%). 


Therefore, Viet Nam has completed the roadmap by 2020 and if the current low unemployment rate continues, Viet Nam will surely reach the roadmap for the indicator 8.5.2 by 2030. 

Indicator 8.5.3: Underemployment rate


The roadmap for the indicator 8.5.3 set out in the Decision No. 681 is <1.89% by 2020, 2025 and 2030.

The underemployment rate nationwide decreased gradually in recent years, and was low at 1.17% of the workforce in 2019. Nevertheless, there was a significant difference in this rate between rural and urban areas, with the corresponding rates of 1.43% and 0.65% in 2019. 


Thus, the underemployment rate is currently lower than the target defined in the roadmap for 2030. If the underemployment rate maintains at the current low level, Viet Nam will surely meet the targets set out in the roadmap for the indicator 8.5.3. However, Viet Nam needs to pay more attention to creating jobs for the vulnerable groups, such as people with disabilities and ethnic minorities. 

Target 8.6: By 2030, substantially reduce the proportion of youth not in employment, education or training; make proactive efforts in effectively implementing Global Jobs Pact of the International Labour Organization (Global targets 8.6 and 8.b)


Indicator 8.6.1: Proportion of persons aged 15–30 years not in employment, education, or training


The Decision No. 681 sets a roadmap for the indicator 8.6.1 as follows: <7.5% by 2020, <8% by 2025, and <8% by 2030.

Currently, there are no published data on the labor group aged 15-30 not in employment, education, or training as proposed by the indicator 8.6.1, but only the released data on the percentage of the youth aged 15-24 not in employment and education as described in the figure above. Accordingly, this rate decreased in recent years and stood at only 6.3% in 2018, but rose slightly to 6.4% in 2019. However, it was noteworthy that the rate of unemployed youth aged 15-24 who graduated from college, university and above was significantly higher than that of youth who just completed short-term vocational education. At the same time, the youth’s unemployment rate was 3 times as high as the national figure. This shows that the training should pay special attention to meeting the needs of the labor market. 


Therefore, Viet Nam needs to collect the information on this indicator in the coming time, but basically Viet Nam is likely to fulfill the target set out in the roadmap for the indicator 8.6.1.


Target 8.7: Take timely and effective measures to eradicate forced labour, end modern slavery and human trafficking, and prevent and eliminate child labour in all its forms (Global target 8.7)

Indicator 8.7.1: Proportion of children aged 5–17 years engaged in child labor
The Decision No. 681 proposes a roadmap for the indicator 8.7.1 as follows: <9% by 2020, <8% by 2025, and <7% by 2030. 


Viet Nam is one of the countries which has made efforts in implementing the Convention on the Rights of the Child and nationalized this Convention into its legal system with the Law on Children (2016) and the Program on preventing and reducing child labour in the period 2016-2020. Nevertheless, there are currently no updated data on child labour. So far, only the Report on Viet Nam National Child Labour Survey 2012 published the data related to this issue. The GSO conducted a survey on child labour in 2018, but its results have not been released. 

The Report on Viet Nam National Child Labour Survey 2012 indicated that 1.75 million children aged 5-17 in Viet Nam were considered child labourers, accounting for 9.6% of the child population, in which children working more than 42 hours per week occupied 32.4%; children working less than 42 hours per week represented 67.6%. The vast majority of child labourers was engaged in agriculture work, making up 67.6%; the services and industry-construction attracted 16.6% and 15.8% of children, respectively. 


In order to have up-to-date data as a basis for monitoring the progress of implementing the target 8.7 through the indicator 8.7.1, it is necessary to periodically supplement the information on child labour in the coming time. 


Target 8.8: Protect labour rights and ensure safe working environments for all workers, particularly women migrant workers and workers in the informal sector (Global target 8.8).


Indicator 8.8.1: Frequency rates of fatal and non-fatal occupational injuries


This indicator is determined by two methods: The rate of deaths or injuries due to labor accidents is calculated a) on 1,000,000 working hours of laborers or b) on 100,000 laborers.


The Decision No. 681 identifies a roadmap using other indicators, including: a) number of accidents, b) number of deaths and c) number of injuries due to annual occupational accidents. The roadmap is proposed as follows: a decline of 5% for all by 2020 and 2025; a reduction of 5% for indicator a) and 4.5% for indicators b) and c) by 2030. 

Currently, the GSO does not have periodically published data on the indicator 8.8.1 because the Circular No. 03 sets the roadmap that by 2025, data on this indicator will be published. Nevertheless, the MOLISA has collected absolute numbers corresponding to indicators a), b) and c) used for the above roadmap.

Occupational safety has been gradually implemented by enterprises, especially after the Law on Occupational Safety and Health was promulgated in 2015. However, the workplace accidents have not dropped yet. In the period 2014-2019, occupational accidents increased gradually in all three criteria: number of accidents, number of deaths and number of serious injuries. Only in 2019, there were more than 8,000 occupational accidents, causing nearly 1,000 deaths and nearly 2,000 serious injuries. 


In fact, the number of work accidents and cases of occupational diseases may be much higher than the released figures since only 6% of enterprises report on their occupational safety and health activities while a variety of enterprises and localities have not actively reported or intentionally concealed information about occupational accidents. Both enterprises and management agencies at localities have not performed well the provisions of the Law on release and reporting of information. In addition, informal sector labourers are not under the scope of labor safety management in the current regulations. According to the MOLISA's assessment, the cause of the accident comes from both the employee and the employer. The majority of employees causing accidents are unskilled, untrained, or low-skilled, inexperienced, and unfamiliar with the mode of industrial production, with limited cognitive ability; consequently, they violate labor safety regulations, leading to accidents for themselves and people around them. On the side of employers and management agencies, enterprises have not cared about investing in and equipping conditions on labor protection, knowledge and skills of analyzing, assessing and identifying risks of occupational accidents and diseases for employees as well as performing labor safety supervision at the workplace. More than 80% of establishments have not implemented working environment monitoring and conducted check-up of occupational diseases for employees. 


Given the above situation, Viet Nam will have to face many challenges to ensure a safe working environment for workers in order to reduce the frequency of occupational accidents, the number of deaths and injuries caused by annual occupational accidents as set out in the roadmap by 2030.
Target 8.9: By 2030, develop sustainable tourism, creates jobs, products and tourism services that are competitive with countries in the region and the world; promote local cultures and products (Global target 8.9).


Indicator 8.9.1. Share of tourism to GDP 


The Decision No. 681 sets a roadmap for the indicator 8.9.1 as follows: 6.5-7% by 2020, 6.5-7% by 2025, and total revenue will be doubled by 2030.


The Circular No. 03 sets a roadmap to collect and release data on the indicator 8.9.1 by 2025
 and assigned the GSO to fulfill this task. Therefore, full analysis of the indicator 8.9.1 is currently unavailable. However, the trend of the share of tourism to GDP is shown in the following diagram.

The figure above indicated that tourism directly contributed an average of 3.7% to the GDP
. However, another report by the Viet Nam National Administration of Tourism (VNAT) stated that share of tourism to GDP was 7% in 2016, 7.9% in 2017:  8.4% in 2018, and 9.0% in 2019. If these data are correct, it is predicted that Viet Nam will continue to achieve more success from tourism in the coming years and will likely fulfill the target set out for the indicator 8.9.1 in the roadmap. 


Target 8.10: Strengthen the capacity of domestic financial institutions to encourage and expand access to banking, insurance and financial services for all (Global target 8.10)

Indicator 8.10.1: Number of commercial bank branches and number of automated teller machines (ATMs) per 100,000 population aged 16 years and older

By 2019, there were 10,900 commercial bank branches and about 19,000 ATMs across 63 provinces in Viet Nam. Calculation for the indicator 8.10.1 shows the figures for 2019 as follows: i) The number of commercial bank branches/transaction offices reached 15.1 per 100,000 persons aged 15 years and older, lower than 2016’s figure of 18 per 100,000 persons; ii) The number of ATMs reached 26.2 ATMs per 100,000 people aged 15 years and older, up from 24 ATMs in 2016. Remarkably, thanks to digitization of banking services over the past few years, despite the decline in the number of branches per 100,000 persons, the system of financial institutions and commercial bank branches still satisfies businesses’ and people's access to financial services in an easy and convenient way. Nowadays, every smart phone can become a bank branch and an ATM.     


In the trend of industrial revolution 4.0 and global digitization, the use of the indicator 8.10.1 to evaluate the performance of the SDG’s target 8.10 may no longer be appropriate. Along with high rate of mobile phone ownership, Viet Nam is fully capable of reaching the indicator 8.10.1 by 2020 and in following years. 


Indicator 8.10.2. Proportion of people aged 15 years and older with an account at a bank or foreign bank branches


The Decision No. 681 sets a roadmap for another indicator "Proportion of people aged 15 years and older with an account at a bank or bank branches" as follows: 70% by 2020, >80% by 205, >90% by 2030.

According to the regulations, domestic and international cardholders are those who open accounts at banks. Data provided by the State Bank of Viet Nam shown that as of early 2020, there were 87.8 and 15.4 million domestic and international cards in circulation nationwide respectively, equivalent to 118%
 and 20.8% of the population aged 15 years and older. Viet Nam has reached the targets set out in the roadmap for years 2020 and 2025.    


If the current development trend maintains, Viet Nam will surely complete the target set out in the roadmap for the indicator 8.10.2 by 2030.

	SUMMARY: Viet Nam will reach the VSDG 8 on “Sustainable economic growth and employment”, of which 5 out of 10 (50%) of the targets under Goal 8 will be surely reached. However, Viet Nam may not be able to achieve the target 8.8. on "Ensure safe working environments for all workers”. Therefore, in the coming years, it is necessary to pay more attention to the implementation of the Law on Occupational Safety as well as to promulgate policies to ensure safe working conditions, especially for migrant workers and those working in the informal sector because they are outside the scope of occupational safety management of the current regulations. In addition, data reflecting the indicators under the targets 8.4 and 8.7 have not been fully collected, making it difficult to assess their performance.
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Goal 9: Build highly resilient infrastructure; promote inclusive and sustainable industrialization; foster innovation

Target 9.1: Develop a synchronous, quality, reliable, resilient and sustainable system of transportation infrastructure, including inter-regional and trans-border infrastructure, to support socio-economic development and improve human well-being, with a focus on equitable and affordable access for all (Global target 9.1)

Indicator 9.1.1: Volume of passenger transport and traffic

The Decision No. 681 sets a roadmap for the indicator 9.1.1 as follows: To maintain an annual growth rate of 8-10% for both volume of passenger transport and volume of passenger traffic.

Data released by the GSO shown that in 2019, the transportation system carried nearly 5,000 million passengers, more than 2 times as high as this figure in 2010, equivalent to an annual average increase of 9.2% in the period of 2010-2019, contributing to the connection between regions and localities, and increased mobility of citizens and businesses. Of which, road system accounted for 94.4% of the total volume of passenger traffic. Growth of volume of passenger transport was not similar by mode of transport. The trend also shown a sudden increase in passenger transport by air and road, an average growth of 18.8% and 9.3%, respectively. Meanwhile, a continuous decline in railway was witnessed since 2013. 

A similar trend was recorded for the volume of passenger traffic. In the period 2010-2019, the growth rate of volume of passenger traffic nationwide reached annual average of 10.4%. Of which, air passenger transportation recorded the highest annual growth rate of 16%, road transportation reached 9.4% while railway recorded a downturn in growth.

In general, the transport infrastructure system receives the Government's investment priority and always accounts for the highest proportion of budget expenditure for the economic infrastructure system. Therefore, the capacity of the transport infrastructure system has grown rapidly. According to the Global Competitiveness Report (2018) of WEF, Viet Nam's infrastructure system ranks 75 out of 135 countries. The score is higher than the previous year and higher than the average level of the similar middle-income economies.

Thus, if Viet Nam continues to maintain the current growth rate, it will complete the target set out in the roadmap for the indicator 9.1.1:  an increase of 8-10% for both volume of passenger transport and traffic.

Indicator 9.1.2 Volume of freight transport and traffic
 

Decision 681 sets a roadmap for the indicator 9.1.2 as follows: In 2020: Maintain an annual increase of 8-10%; 2020-2030: Maintain an annual increase of 6-8%.

The total volume of freight transport rose and reached 1.5 billion tons in 2018, an average annual growth of 8.8% in the period 2010-2019, gaining the planned target of an average increase of 8-10%. Of which, road transport accounted for 78% of the total volume of freight transport in 2019. Similar to passenger transport, freight transport by railway declined gradually and only made up 3.7% of total freight transport in 2019 while this figure was nearly 10% in 2010. In recent years, air freight transport recorded a high growth rate, an average of 13.2% higher than the that of other modes of transport, showing that the aviation plays a more important position in both passenger and freight transport.

Likewise, the volume of freight traffic also recorded an annual average growth rate of 4.2% during 2010-2019, lower than the planned target (an average increase of 6-8%). Of which, the aviation witnessed the highest growth rate, reaching 15.3% while the railway only recorded an annual average growth rate of 1.0%. Remarkably, maritime transport accounted for the highest share (53.8%) of the total volume of freight traffic, followed by road (25.6%) while railway could only handle 1.5% of the total volume traffic.

Therefore, Viet Nam is likely to reach the target set out in the roadmap for the indicator 9.1.2 in terms of volume of freight transport, but it is difficult to meet the target for volume of freight traffic.


Target 9.2: By 2030, promote inclusive and sustainable industrialization; upgrade industrial infrastructures and supportive industries towards sustainability, improve resources efficiency and promote the application of clean, environment-friendly technologies and production processes; substantially increase the share of employment and GDP of the industrial sector (Global target 9.2)

Indicator 9.2.1 Manufacturing value added as a proportion of GDP 

The Decision No. 681 sets a roadmap for the indicator 9.2.1 as follows: reach 30% by 2030.

The share of manufacturing to GDP tended to rise gradually over the past 5 years and reached nearly 16.5% in 2019 while this figure was only 13.34% in 2013. However, this share moved up too slowly, even leading to stagnation in the period 2010-2014, showing that the industrialization was too slow, not yet reaching the target set out in the SEDS 2011-2020 "by 2020, Viet Nam becomes a modernity-oriented industrial nation". This was attributed to: i) Recent economic restructuring has been slow; ii) labor productivity recorded slight increase; iii) Few products and industries of high technology value and competitiveness in regional and international markets have been developed. These will be significant challenges for Viet Nam in the next period.

If Viet Nam keeps the current growth rate, it can only reach the share of manufacturing to GDP at about 20% by 2030, much lower than the target of 30% set out in the roadmap for the indicator 9.2.1.

Indicator 9.2.2: Value added per capita of manufacturing by purchasing power parity (PPP)

The Decision No. 681 uses another indicator to identify the roadmap "Growth rate of added value of manufacturing and processing industries”: maintain an increase of > 10% per year for the period 2015-2030.

According to the GSO, manufacturing value added per capita by PPP
 grew gradually, nearly 2.8 times higher in the period 2010-2019, from 0.57 billion VND in 2010 to 1.59 billion VND in 2019. This shows that the manufacturing performance has been gradually more efficient and the industrialization has been strengthened over the past few years.

The growth rate of manufacturing was always higher than that of GDP, especially in recent years. In the period 2010-2019, the average growth rate of manufacturing of 10.7% shows that manufacturing becomes the drive of economic growth in general and reaches the target set out in the roadmap, at least by 2020. 

If Viet Nam continues to maintain the current growth rate, it will complete the target set out in the roadmap by 2030, which is an annual average increase of over 10% in manufacturing. 

Indicator 9.2.3: Manufacturing employment as a proportion of total employment

The Decision No. 681 defines no roadmap for the indicator 9.2.3:

The proportion of manufacturing employment rose from 13.5% in 2010 to 20% in 2019; however, it was still slow compared to the needs and goals set out in the SEDS 2011-2020. 

Target 9.3: Improve the access by enterprises, particularly SMEs, to affordable banking services, including credit services; increase their integration into the markets and value chains (Global target 9.3)
Indicator 9.3.1: Proportion of small and medium enterprises (SMEs) operating and borrowing capital from formal credit institutions

The Decision No. 681 uses absolute numbers to define the roadmap: “Number of small and medium enterprises (SMEs) operating and borrowing capital from formal credit institutions”:  200,000 by 2020; 250,000 by 2025, and 300,000 by 2030. 

By the end of 2019, there were nearly 758.6 thousand active enterprises, equivalent to of 15.4 enterprises per 1,000 population in working age or 7.4 active enterprises per 1,000 population. Of which, SMEs accounted for over 97%, contributing 45% to GDP and 31% to total budget revenue. However, only about 30% of SMEs could access to credit. The ratio of SMEs' outstanding loans made up 26% of total outstanding loans for the entire economy in 2019 and maintained an average of 22-26% of total outstanding loans during 2012-2019. Currently, SMEs mainly access capital through bank credit. Capital mobilization through credit funds or SME support programs is still unpopular with extremely limited actual disbursement capital. In addition, credit guarantee is also applied to support SMEs to access to bank capital; however, actual capital for SMEs guaranteed from this source is also limited compared to the needs of enterprises. 

In terms of absolute value, the number of SMEs currently accessing to credit at credit institutions was 196.7 thousand in 2019. 

Viet Nam will basically achieve the target set out in the roadmap for the indicator 9.3.1 by 2020. However, the credit system needs to be further developed and improved, and at the same time other credit channels outside of banks should be expanded to achieve the targets set out for the years 2025 and 2030.  

Target 9.4: Enhance scientific research, upgrade the technological capacity of industrial sectors, encourage innovation and invention; by 2030, substantially increase the number of R&D workers; and increase R&D spending (Global target 9.5). 

Indicator 9.4.1: Research and development expenditure as a proportion of GDP

The Decision No. 681 sets a roadmap for the indicator 9.4.1 as follows: 0.8% - 1% by 2020; >1.2% by 2025, and >1.5% by 2030.

State budget spending on research and development (R&D) continuously increased over the years, and fluctuated around 0.37-0.52% of GDP in the period 2013-2017. The source of capital for science and technology (S&T) changed significantly. Spending on S&T from the state budget gradually declined from nearly 58% in 2013 to 27% by 2017. Enterprise capital spending soared dramatically, from nearly 40% to 64% in the same period. This positive change is attributed to enterprises’ attention to S&T and investment to improve their S&T capacity and innovation. As a result, Viet Nam's Global Innovation Index (GII) ranking in 2019 stepped up 3 levels compared to 2018 and ranked 42nd out of 129 countries/economies. This ranking improved by 17 levels compared to 2016, levering Viet Nam first rank among the 26 low-middle income countries
. 

Nevertheless, spending on R&D nationwide has not reached the level set out for 2020 (0.8-1% of GDP). The complete and accurate collection and release of updated data on the indicator 9.4.1 should be conducted more frequently in the coming time. This is because some other sources show that the total expenditure on R&D of the whole country is higher, from 0.7-0.77% of GDP, of which spending from the state budget is 0.4-0.5% of GDP.     

Indicator 9.4.2: Number of researchers and technology development workers

The Decision No 681 uses another indicator "Number of R&D workers per 1,000,000 population” to identify the roadmap as follows: “800 by 2020, >1,000 by 2025, and >1,200 by 2030.

In the period 2013-2017, R&D workers rose from nearly 13 thousand to 13.6 thousand persons, in which, the number of R&D workers in the state sector accounted for 84.1%, the non-state sector and enterprises made up 13.8%, while the FDI makde up 2.1%. The Ministry of Science and Technology's (MOST) calculation shown that full-time R&D workers per 1 million population nearly reached 700 persons
. Thus, it is difficult for Viet Nam to complete its roadmap target by 2020 with 800 full-time R&D workers per 1 million population and Viet Nam will face challenges for the next milestones until 2030.

Target 9.5: By 2030, ensure that ICT infrastructures are developed in all territorial regions of the country, particularly in isolated, remote, border, mountainous and island regions. Ensure that 100% of households have access to the ICT systems (Global target 9.c)

Indicator 9.5.1: Proportion of population with mobile coverage

The Decision No. 681 sets a roadmap for the indicator 9.5.1 as follows: 95% by 2020, 100% by 2025, and 100% by 2030.

Thanks to great attention paid to information technology (IT) infrastructure, it has improved significantly in recent years. Currently, the telecommunications infrastructure possesses more than 800,000 km of fiber optic cable connected to the villages/ communes/wards across all 63 provinces. Mobile phone network has covered 99.7% of the population, of which 3G and 4G coverage serve over 98% of population and form a global highway connection. 

Viet Nam is considered a country with a high density of telecommunications service compared to other countries in the world. By 2019, the number of internet users reached 65.9% (equivalent to 64 million users, more than double that of 30.8 million users in 2013), higher than the world average of 33%.
. Among 64 million internet users in Viet Nam, the number of users accessing to the internet via mobile devices was 61.73 million (accounting for 96% of internet users). Among 143.3 million registered mobile subscribers, 45% already signed up for 3G & 4G. 

In the future, Viet Nam will continue to invest in and upgrade telecommunications infrastructure, expand 4G networks, deploy 5G and wide-ranging fiber-optic networks to provide high-capacity and high-quality connections to meet the needs of IT and industrial revolution 4.0 of the country.


Thus, it can be affirmed that Viet Nam has completed the goals set out in the roadmap for 2020 ahead of time, and will surely complete the targets set out for the years 2025 and 2030. 

	SUMMARY: As a whole, Viet Nam is likely to fulfill the VSDG 9 on "Build highly resilient infrastructure; promote inclusive and sustainable industrialization;
foster innovation" with the achievement of 3 out of 5 VSDG targets. However, Viet Nam will face a great number of challenges and is likely not to reach the other targets, i.e. target 9.2 on “promote inclusive and sustainable industrialization, improve resources efficiency and promote the application of clean, environment-friendly technologies and production processes”, target 9.4 on" upgrade the technological capacity of industrial sector, encourage innovation and invention, and increase R&D spending". Both of these two targets are considered very important in the coming period if Viet Nam desires to narrow the gap with other countries in the region. They will affect the overall results of the VSDG 9 implementation.
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Goal 10: Reduce social inequality

Target 10.1: By 2030, progressively achieve and sustain income growth of the bottom 40% of the population at a rate higher than the national average (Global target 10.1) 

Indicator 10.1.1: Growth rates of household income per capita

The Decision No. 681 uses the indicator "The income growth rate of the bottom 40% of the population compared to average income growth rate of household" to identify the roadmap. Specifically: 90% by 2020, 95% by 2025, and 100% by 2030.

The monthly household income per capita improved significantly, from nearly 1.4 million VND in 2010 to nearly 3.9 million VND in 2018, nearly 3 times higher in terms of current prices. Remarkably, the previous income growth rate of the bottom 40% of the population was lower than the national average, but by 2018 it was almost equal, showing that the gap was somewhat narrowed. However, in terms of absolute numbers, the difference is larger and tends to increase. For example, if the income gap between bottom 20% of the population and the top 20% of the population was 9.2 times in 2010 but by 2018 the gap was nearly 10.1 times.   

Viet Nam has basically completed ahead schedule the roadmap set out for 2030, which is “income growth rate of the bottom 40% of the population is higher than the national average 100%”. However, it should be noted that it does not mean the income gap between the richest and the poorest population will remain the same, given the fact that a 1% increase in income of the richest is totally different with 1% increase in income of the poorest.    
Indicator 10.1.2: Growth rates of household expenditure per capita

The Decision No. 681 sets no roadmap for the indicator 10.1.2.

Annual growth rates of household expenditure per capita over each period tended to drop from 23.7% in the period of 2008-2010, to 6.9% in the period of 2014-2016 and rose again to 8.6% for the period 2016-2018. The growth rates of household expenditure in rural areas was always higher than that in urban areas (except for the period 2014-2016), standing at 9.2% while this figure was 6.9% in the period 2016- 2018. 

The proportion of expenditure on living in household expenditure still accounted for the majority of Vietnamese family expenditure, up to 94% in 2010 and 93.5% in 2018, of which more than half was spent on food (making up 52% in 2010 and 51% in 2018). Remarkably, growth rates of household expenditure for living per capita of the bottom 40% of the population in the period 2010-2018 was higher than the national average in each survey, 1.3 times higher than the national average in the period 2016-2018, indicating that the accumulation capacity of the lower-income group of households was still very limited.  

Target 10.2: By 2030, empower and promote the social, economic and political inclusion of all, irrespective of age, sex, disability, race, ethnicity, origin, religion or economic or other status (Global Target 10.2)

Indicator 10.2.1: Proportion of people living below 50 percent of median income

The Decision No. 681 defines no roadmap for the indicator 10.2.1.

Currently, the GSO is assigned to calculate and release data on this indicator. However, since the GSO has not released data, it is impossible to analyze the trend of the indicator 10.2.1. However, the data for this indicator can be calculated from the indicator "Proportion of population having income per capita below 50 percent of national median income per capita". Data sources can be obtained from the raw data of the VHLSS, which is conducted every 2 years by the GSO. 

Target 10.3: Ensure equal opportunity and reduce inequalities in benefits for all (Global target 10.3)

The indicators and the roadmap for this target are unavailable. However, the content related to target 10.3 has been shown in other relevant VSDG mentioned above, such as 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, and 8, etc. The indicators related to this goal are:  i) Percentage of population participating in health insurance (Goal 3); ii) indicators regarding access to general education and vocational training (Goal 4), etc. Therefore, the progress of implementing target 10.3 can be found in the respective sections.

In general, it can be affirmed that Viet Nam has basically guaranteed equal opportunity for all, especially the current policies on social security, education and training and welfare are aiming at reducing inequality in accessing to resources and benefits. Viet Nam needs to maintain its achievements, and at the same time, the Government should pay more attention to the vulnerable groups in the policy development and promulgation in the coming years. 

Target 10.4: Adopt policies, especially fiscal, wage and social protection policies, and progressively achieve greater equality (Global target 10.4)

Indicator 10.4.1: Labour share of GDP

The Decision No. 681 sets no roadmap for indicator 10.4.1.

Labour share of GDP is the percentage of payment to employees in the GDP. The GSO is assigned to collect and release this indicator. However, the GSO has not released periodic data on this indicator
. 

Target 10.5: Ensure enhanced representation and voice for developing countries in decision-making in global international institutions in order to ensure the interests of developing countries and facilitate narrowing the development gap among countries (Global target 10.6)

Indicator 10.5.1: Number of international organizations in which Viet Nam has membership

The Decision No. 681 defines no roadmap for the indicator 10.5.1.

Along with the strengthened position and power of the country, Viet Nam has had an increasingly higher role and position in multilateral institutions/forums, clearly reflected in the fact that Viet Nam has been elected to many important UN agencies, such as a member of the United Nations Human Rights Council for the 2014-2016 term, the Economic and Social Council for the 2016-2018 term, the Heritage Committee and the Executive Council of the UNESCO for the 2015-2019 term, and most recently was elected as a non-permanent member of the UN Security Council for the 2020-2021 term. As a member of international organizations in the framework of the United Nations, Viet Nam has actively participated in and presided over activities related to international cooperation institutions under these organizations, at the same time actively participated in regional cooperation partners such as APEC, ASEAN, International Mekong River Commission, and Mekong Sub-region Cooperation. 

Indicator 10.5.2: Number of international organizations in which Viet Nam holds leadership positions from the subcommittee level

The Decision No. 681 sets no roadmap for the indicator 10.5.2. 

Currently, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs has not yet had data and published information on the indicator 10.5.2, leading to no data for analysis. However, basically the position of Viet Nam is on the rise in the international arena.

Target 10.6: Facilitate orderly, safe, regular and responsible migration and mobility of people, including through the implementation of planned and well-managed migration policies (Global target 10.7)

Indicator 10.6.1: Recruitment cost borne by employee as a proportion of income earned in country of destination

The Decision No. 681 sets no roadmap for the indicator 10.6.1.

This indicator reflects the ratio of the total cost that migrant employees have to pay for a job abroad based on their income earned in country of destination. There is currently no statistical survey or research related to this indicator, and the Circular No. 03 plans to collect data on the indicator 10.6.1 from 2025. Therefore, information is unavailable for this indicator.

	SUMMARY: Despite achievements in ensuring social equality in recent years, Viet Nam will face challenges in implementing the VSDG 10 "Reduce social inequality”. Viet Nam is only able to reach 2 out of 6 VSDG targets under VSDG 6, including target 10.1 on "increase income of the bottom 40% of the population" and target 10.3. on "reduce inequality in benefits". For other targets, Viet Nam will face challenges to reach the targets, although it sets no roadmap for some targets. More attention should be paid to the following issues in the coming time: i) empower and ensure equal political, economic and social participation (target 10.2); ii) collect data reflecting the progress of the implementation of the targets without statistics. 
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Goal 11: Promote sustainable, resilient urban and rural development

Target 11.1: By 2030, ensure access for all citizens to adequate, safe and affordable basic services and housing; eliminate slums, build, upgrade, and improve sub-standard housing areas (Global target 11.1).


Indicator 11.1.1: Proportion of population living in poorly built housing
The Decision No. 681 uses another indicator "Proportion of the population living in slums" to identify the roadmap: by 2020: < 2%, by 2025: 1%, and by 2030: <1%.


By definition, "poorly built house" or "slum" can be understood as a house that lacks one of the following attributes: i) Lack of access to hygienic water sources; ii) Lack of access to hygienic latrines; iii) Lack of living area; iv) Lack of housing durability; v) Lack of guarantee of ownership.   



According to data from the VHLSS, the proportion of households living in poorly built houses declined rapidly, from 5.5% in 2010 to 1.7% in 2018. This proportion in urban areas dropped from 1.9% to 0.5% while it decreased from 7.1 to 2.3% in rural areas in the same period.

The improvement in housing quality, reflected in a sharp drop in the proportion of household living in poorly built housing, was recorded in all criteria, from urban to rural, all regions and population groups. However, by 2018, 4.4% of the bottom 20% of income quintile (quintile 1) still lived in poorly built housing while this figure of the top 20% quintile (quintile 5) was 0.2%. Besides, up to 4.7% of households in the Northern Midlands and Mountains still lived in temporary houses. Attention should be paid to housing policies that support low-income groups and more specific condition areas.

If the current trend maintains, Viet Nam will surely complete the targets set out in the roadmap for the indicator 11.1 1. However, it is still important to pay attention to housing policies for low-income people, people living in disaster-prone areas and strongly affected by climate change, such as the Northern Midlands and Mountains and the Mekong River Delta. 
Target 11.2: By 2030, provide access to safe, affordable, accessible and sustainable transport systems for all, improving road safety, notably by expanding public transport, with special attention to the needs of women, children, persons with disabilities and older persons (Global target 11.2).
Indicator 11.2.1: Growth rate of the number of passengers using public transport

The Decision No. 681 sets no roadmap for the indicator 11.2.1.

The public transport system in cities, especially big cities has been significantly strengthened through policies to encourage the development of public passenger transportation in urban areas, and at the same time encourage people to use public transport instead of private vehicles, towards a sustainable urban transportation system. In big cities such as Ha Noi, Ho Chi Minh City, Da Nang, Hai Phong, and Can Tho, public bus networks have been enhanced, contributing to increasing people's accessibility to public transport services. However, the level of meeting the needs of public transport in urban areas is still limited. In Ha Noi, the bus meets only 13% of the demand of the people; in Ho Chi Minh City only reaches 10%. This figure in Hai Phong, Da Nang, and Can Tho is even lower, reaching only 1%. Other public transports are either still under construction, or have not fully utilized. 

Currently, there are not regularly released data on the indicator 11.2.1. Therefore, it is impossible to analyze the implementation progress and the trend of this indicator at present.

Target 11.3: By 2030, enhance national capacity for inclusive, sustainable urban planning and development with the participation of communities (Global target 11.3)

Viet Nam sets no indicator or roadmap for the target 11.3. 

Target 11.4: Strengthen efforts to protect and safeguard world cultural and natural heritage and intangible cultural heritage recognized by UNESCO (Global target 11.4)

Indicator 11.4.1: Number and percentage of conserved cultural and natural heritage sites in Viet Nam

The Decision No. 681 uses another indicator “Percentage of cultural and natural heritage sites for which heritage protection regulations have been established” to identify the roadmap:  100% by 2025, and 100% by 2030.

Viet Nam currently has 8 world heritages and 12 intangible heritages recognized by the UNESCO. The protection and preservation of these heritages have implemented in accordance with the Decree No.109/2017/ND-CP dated September 21, 2017 on the management and protection of cultural and natural heritages in Viet Nam. At present, 8 localities with world heritage have developed, issued and implemented heritage management plans and regulations on world heritage protection, accounting for 100% of the world heritage recognized by the UNESCO. 

However, the harmonious balance between conservation, preservation and development is always a problem that is not easy to find out a solution. Many world heritage sites in Viet Nam have recently been challenged by economic development pressure. In order to sustainably protect the world's natural and cultural heritages, in addition to the current legal documents on cultural heritage, the involvement of local authorities and communities is required. Especially, there should be a mechanism for citizens to raise their awareness of protecting, preserving and benefiting from these heritages.  

Basically, Viet Nam has reached the target set out in the roadmap for the indicator 11.4.1. However, the existing regulations should be maintained and well implemented to ensure the safety of the recognized world natural heritage.

Target 11.5: By 2030, significantly reduce the number of deaths and the number of people affected, and substantially decrease the direct economic losses relative to GDP caused by natural and other disasters, with due attention paid to the protection of the poor and the vulnerable (Global target 11.5).

Indicator 11.5.1: Number of deaths, missing persons, and injuries attributed to disasters per 100,000 population

The Decision No. 681 sets a roadmap for the indicator 11.5.1 as follows: < 300 by 2020, < 250 by 2025, and <200 by 2030.

Viet Nam is one of the countries most affected by natural disasters and climate change, especially storms, flash floods, landslides and droughts. Data shown that during 2013-2019, Viet Nam experienced many severe impacts of natural disasters and climate change, causing great loss of life and damage to the economy. During this period, Viet Nam lost an annual average of 0.6% of GDP. The number of deaths, missing persons and injuries rose sharply in the period 2015-2017, but tumbled in 2018 and in 2019 thanks to efforts to minimize the loss of life and property directly caused by natural disasters. Despite improvements, Viet Nam’s ability to respond promptly and effectively to climate change and natural disasters is still limited.  

Although it is possible to achieve the target set out in the roadmap for the indicator 11.5.1 by 2020 and the following years, Viet Nam will face many challenges when implementing this target, especially amid unpredictable extreme weather in the coming years due to the impacts of climate change. 

Target 11.6: Reduce adverse environmental impacts on people in urban areas, including by strengthening the management of air quality, municipal other waste (Global target 11.6)

Indicator 11.6.1: Proportion of urban domestic solid waste that is collected, transported, and treated according to technical standards and regulations

The Decision No. 681 sets a roadmap for the indicator 11.6.1 as follows: 87.5% by 2020; 90% by 2025, and 95% by 2030.

Environment in urban areas is being negatively affected by production and daily activities of the people. Albeit great investment in urban infrastructure, including solid waste treatment system, it still has not met the requirement and speed of urbanization. 

The proportion ordinary solid waste that is collected and treated according to national technical standards only reached 84% in 2018 while this rate was 75% in 2015. Notably, this proportion is unequal across cities and regions. The Red River Delta and South East are the leading regions in treatment of ordinary solid waste, with a proportion of more than 90% of the collected ordinary solid waste being treated according to the national technical standards. Meanwhile, this proportion in the Central Highlands only reached 61% in 2018. Particularly, Ha Noi and Ho Chi Minh City are the two cities that have almost completed the collection of ordinary waste (98% and 100%, respectively).   

Following the current trend, Viet Nam can reach the target set out for the indicator 11.6.1 by 2020 and even to complete five years in advance by 2025. However, more attention should be paid to the separation of waste at source, awareness raising and participation of people and enterprises in complying with regulations on littering in public places.

Indicator 11.6.2: Proportion of urban construction solid waste collected for reuse or recycling
The Decision No. 681 defines no roadmap for the indicator 11.6.2.

Currently, frequently released data on the indicator 11.6.2 are unavailable. On the other hand, given the absence of a roadmap to achieve this indicator, it is presently unable to analyze the implementation progress. However, according to data from the Ministry of Construction (MOC), the amount of construction waste has increased significantly in recent years along with the speed of urbanization and rapid increase of construction works in major cities across the country. Construction waste accounts for about 10-15% of urban solid waste. Particularly in big cities, such as Ha Noi and Ho Chi Minh City, this rate makes up 25% of urban solid waste. Notably, attention has not been paid to construction solid waste to classify and collect separately for recycling, but construction solid waste is often buried together with domestic solid waste. This is a big challenge for Viet Nam as it is one of the reasons leading to the increased pollution in urban areas at present.

Indicator 11.6.3: Concentration of substances in the air environment
The Decision No. 681 defines no roadmap for the indicator 11.6.3.

Air pollution, especially PM 2.5 and TSP pollution in large cities, such as Ha Noi and Ho Chi Minh City is increasing, much higher than the allowable limit of Vietnamese standards. This situation which is very worrying and seriously affects the people’s health and life requires the Government and related agencies to have more effective solutions in the coming time to improve the situation. In particular, it is necessary to strengthen the enforcement of legal provisions of the people and businesses and also have strict sanctions against violations. In addition, there is a need to maintain the operation of the air quality monitoring and measurement system, and make it publicly available for the people to monitor.

Indicator 11.6.4: Greenhouse gas emissions per capita
The Decision No. 681 sets no roadmap for the indicator 11.6.4.

The amount of emissions of greenhouse gases is calculated in terms of the amount of CO2 emissions and its data is collected nationwide. However, Viet Nam has not periodically released this indicator. Meanwhile, some international organizations have published data on this indicator for Viet Nam. For example, according to the World Bank and the International Energy Organization (EIA), Viet Nam's per capita CO2 emissions have increased from 1.75 tons of CO2 in 2010 to 2.81 tons of CO2 in 2018. Data provided by the MONRE are only available as of 2014, with an increase from 2.86 tons of CO2 per capita in 2010 to 3.13 tons of CO2 per capita in 2014. Although the average from these two sources is not high compared to the world average level (5.0 tons CO2 per capita), attention should be paid to the Viet Nam’s recent rapid growth to take appropriate measures to control the amount of greenhouse gas emissions for monitoring the indicator 11.6.4 in the coming time. 

Target 11.7: By 2030, provide universal access to safe, inclusive and accessible, green and public spaces, in particular for women and children, older persons and persons with disabilities (Global target 11.7)

Indicator11.7.1: Public green area per capita in urban areas
The Decision No. 681 defines no roadmap for the indicator 11.7.1.

Public spaces in general and entertainment spaces in residential areas in particular in the cities are in serious shortage. Many existing public spaces have even been encroached upon and narrowed down. The management of these public spaces also faces difficulties and shortcomings. Currently, data on public spaces in Viet Nam have not been officially released, only some separate information available for large cities, such as Ha Noi and Ho Chi Minh City. For example, the coverage of trees throughout Ha Noi is 11.7% while that in Ho Chi Minh City is 26.3%, but unevenly distributed. Ha Noi inner city has the overall coverage of 7% while this figure is only 3.9% Ho Chi Minh City. In these two cities, the average greenery area ratio is only about 2m2 per person, much lower than national standards and only equal to 1/10 of the greenery target of advanced cities in the world
.   

In recent years, many new urban areas have been built, contributing to changing the face of many cities across the country. However, lack of public spaces such as squares, walking spaces, flower gardens, and parks, etc. in a great number of new urban areas has led to under-meeting the needs of urban residents. In addition, the improper exploitation and utilization of ​​tree areas and water surface make the quality of living environment of urban residents even more declining.

Based on the aforementioned analysis, despite of no specific roadmap to be reached, it is clear that the completion of target 11.7 by 2030 will be uneasy. In order to facilitate monitoring of the implementation progress, Viet Nam needs to periodically update data and information on the indicator 11.7.1 in the coming time.

Target 11.8: Support positive economic, social and environmental links between urban, peri-urban and rural areas by strengthening national and regional development planning (Global target 11.a)
Viet Nam has no indicator or roadmap for monitoring and evaluating the implementation of this target, so it is unable to update information on the implementation progress of the target 11.8 at present. 

Target 11.9: By 2020, substantially increase the number of cities and human settlements adopting and implementing integrated policies and plans towards inclusion, resource efficiency, mitigation and adaptation to climate change, resilience to disasters (Global target 11.b)

According to the Circular No. 03, there is no indicator for this target.

The Decision No. 681 uses the indicator "Urban master plan integrated with green growth and climate change" to define the roadmap as follows: complete for cities Grade IV by 2020; complete for cities Grade II & III by 2025, and complete for cities Grade I by 2030.

The integration of climate change into urban master plan has been initially implemented in recent years. This matter has also been institutionalized in a number of policy documents, such as the Project on Development of Viet Nam Cities in Response to Climate Change, and National Urban Development Programme 2012-2020. Currently, the Viet Nam Urban Development Strategy 2021-2030 is being actively prepared by the MOC and stakeholders. The integrated perspective, inclusion, mitigation and adaptation to climate change and resilience to disasters will also further detailed in this Strategy.

However, in order to monitor the implementation progress of the roadmap in the coming years as aforementioned, it is necessary to clearly define the criterion "urban master plan integrated with green growth goals and climate change". In addition, there is a need to build an updated information system on this indicator as a basis for monitoring the implementation progress of the targets set out in the roadmap.

Target 11.10: Sustainably develop rural areas, ensure the harmony among economic development, urbanization and inclusion; protect ecological environment; build technical infrastructure and improve the quality of life of rural people in the aspects of economy, culture, society, environment and democracy (Viet Nam additional target)
Indicator 11.10.1: Rate of communes recognized as achieving new rural criteria
The Decision No. 681 defines no roadmap for the indicator 11.10.1.

The rate of communes recognized as achieving new rural criteria increased rapidly in the past 5 years. If only 17% of the communes met this criterion in 2015, 4,806 communes (accounting for 54%) in the whole country achieved new rural criteria by 2019, an increase of more than 3 times. On average, Viet Nam reached 15.66 new rural criteria per commune; there was no commune below 5 criteria. Viet Nam has completed early and exceeded the target set out in the National Target Program on New Rural for the period of 2010-2020 (50%).

	SUMMARY: Viet Nam will face a variety of challenges to achieve VSDG 11 on "Develop sustainable and resilient cities and rural areas for all". Viet Nam can only accomplish 3 out of 10 targets (target 11.1, 11.4, and 11.9) under this goal (30%). Notably, Viet Nam sets no roadmap for 8/10 indicators used to monitor the implementation progress of the targets, so it is impossible to assess whether Viet Nam are capable of achieving targets. Issues that need to be addressed in the coming time related to the targets which are still facing many challenges: target 11.2 on "Provide access to safe and accessible urban transport system", "Expand public traffic"; target 11.6 on “Reduce the adverse impacts of environment to people in urban areas with the management of air quality, municipal waste, and other hazardous sources of municipal waste” and target 11.7 on “Ensure universal access to green public spaces”.
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Goal 12: Ensure sustainable consumption and production patterns

Target 12.1: Implement the Ten-Year Framework of Programs on Sustainable Consumption and Production Patterns according to international commitments (Global target 12.1)
Viet Nam uses no indicator or roadmap for monitoring and evaluating the implementation of this target, so it is unable to update information on the implementation progress of the target 12.1 at present.

However, over the past time, Viet Nam has implemented the National Action Program on Sustainable Production and Consumption
, which was approved by the Prime Minister in late 2016. The Ministry of Industry and Trade (MOIT) has developed a National Action Plan on sustainable production and consumption for the period of 2020 - 2030 to concretize the aforementioned Programme of the Government, and built a National Programme on cleaner production and sustainable consumption for the period of 2020 - 2030 to submit to the Prime Minister for approval in the coming time. The programme not only encourages state management agencies, enterprises, organizations and individuals to apply science, technology and change management methods towards cleaner production, but also orientates and changes sustainable consumption behavior in Viet Nam. In particular, the proposals focus on green and sustainable distribution and consumption, thereby contributing to the achievement of the VSDG 12.

In addition, the cyclical economy model is attracting the concern of the Vietnamese policy-making institutions. Ministries, agencies, and departments, especially MPI and MONRE have stepped up research on the cyclical economy towards the use of cyclical economic thinking in relevant policymaking with a view to maximizing input material values and minimizing waste through modifications to design, production processes and harmonic usage.

Target 12.2: By 2030, achieve the sustainable management and efficient use of natural resources; achieve rational exploitation and economical and sustainable use of mineral resources (Global target 12.2)
Indicator 12.2.1: Proportion of geological and mineralogical mainland area mapped at a scale of 1:50,000.

The Decision No. 681 defines the roadmap for the indicator 12.2.1 as follows: 75% by 2020, 85% by 2025, and 100% by 2030.

The geological and mineralogical mapping for geological maps is to serve the discovery and forecast of prospects of mineral resources and other geological resources, determination of the current geological environment, and projection of geological hazards, thereby, contributing to the effective management of Viet Nam's mineral resources. By 2018, about 71% of the mainland area (equivalent to nearly 235 thousand km2) had geological and mineralogical maps at a scale of 1:50,000, with over 5,000 mineral points discovered. According to the General Department of Geology and Minerals of Viet Nam, all cities of grades 1, 2 and most cities of grade 3 have undergone geological investigation, established geological, mineral, hydrology - engineering geology, environmental geology map systems, and land use maps for urban development planning.

It is predicted that by 2020, Viet Nam has the potential to achieve the planned target, which is 75% of the mainland area being geologically mapped at a scale of 1:50,000. However, given the current capacity of investigating and surveying, the targets set out in the roadmap for 2025 and 2030 are unlikely to be achieved. Therefore, the Government of Viet Nam and stakeholders need to maximize the capacity to manage and plan specific surveys toward target 100% of the mainland area to be geographically and mineralogically mapped at a scale of 1:50,000 by 2030.

Indicator 12.2.2: Proportion of the mainland area of Viet Nam with aero-gamma-spectrometric maps at a scale of 1:50,000
The Decision No. 681 defines a roadmap for the indicator 12.2.2 as follows: 50% by 2020, 70% by 2025, and 100% of mainland area by 2030.

In 2011, the MONRE launched a project to build a national database on natural resources and environment. Some basic data sets were built as a basis for building unique specialized databases on a common platform, including: geographic base database at scales of 1/50,000 and 1/250,000 covering the entire mainland territory, geographic base database at a scale of 1/25,000 for the Central region and the Central Highlands of the mainland, and remote sensing image database at a scale of 1/50,000 covering the entire mainland area. However, according to data from the MONRE, the mainland area of ​​Viet Nam with aero-gamma-spectrometric maps at a scale of 1:50,000 only accounted for 30% in 2015. In June 2019, this rate was only 27.3%, far lower than the planned target of 50% by 2020. Without active improvement of the situation in the coming years, Viet Nam is at risk of not meeting its target by 2030 with a coverage rate of 100% of mainland area of Viet Nam with aero-gamma-spectrometric maps at a scale of 1:50,000 as set out in the roadmap.

Notably, if aero-gamma-spectrometric maps are made only for the purpose of assessing and forecasting mineral prospects towards the sustainable exploitation and use of mineral resources, it is unnecessary to achieve the target of aero-gamma-spectrometric maps  of 100% of the mainland area, but merely needs to focus on areas with high mineral potential, suitable for large-scale exploitation or appropriate with national land use planning at high detailed level. Therefore, the Government may consider adjusting the roadmap for the indicator 12.2.2 in the coming years.

Indicator 12.2.3: Proportion of sea and islands area of Viet Nam with aeromagnetic and gravity maps at a scale of 1:250,000
The Decision No. 681 defines a roadmap for the indicator 12.2.3 as follows: 60% by 2020, 80% by 2025, and 100% of sea and islands area of Viet Nam by 2030. 

According to the MONRE’s report, in June 2019, only 25% of the sea and islands area of Viet Nam was with aeromagnetic and gravity maps at a scale of 1:250,000. Currently, approximately 18% of the sea area has not been mapped and charted. Most of the coastal, deep sea and offshore areas have not been investigated for marine geology and minerals. In 2013, the project "Aeromagnetic and gravity maps at a scale of 1:250,000 for Vietnamese sea and islands" was approved by the Prime Minister and assigned to the General Department of Geology and Minerals for implementation, expected to be completed by 2020
. Hopefully, when the research results of this project are completed and put into practice as well as when technology and techniques are fully transferred, the proportion of sea and islands area of Viet Nam with aeromagnetic and gravity maps at a scale of 1:250,000 will increase rapidly in the coming period. Even so, it is forecasted that Viet Nam may not fulfill the targets set out in the roadmap for the indicator 12.2.3 by 2020, 2025 and 2030.

Target 12.3: By 2030, halve per capita food waste and reduce food losses along production and supply chains, including post-harvest losses (Global target 12.3)

Indicator 12.3.1: Rate of key food losses after harvest

The Decision No. 681 defines no roadmap for the indicator 12.3.1.

Viet Nam has great potential for agricultural commodities and has always been one of the leading exporting countries for a number of valuable agricultural products. However, post-harvest losses are still high. After many years of implementing policies to minimize post-harvest losses, the level of mechanization of agricultural production in some stages has enhanced significantly, especially for rice production. As a result, post-harvest losses in rice production are reduced to 8-10% and are likely to reach the target by 2020. Food losses in fisheries are also likely to achieve the target of a decline of 10% by 2020. As for vegetables and fruits, the post-harvest food losses have not been improved and remains high.
Target 12.4: By 2020, achieve environmentally sound management of chemicals and wastes throughout their life cycle, in accordance with agreed international frameworks, with the aim to reduce air, water and soil pollution and adverse impacts on human health and the environment (Global target 12.4)

Indicator 12.4.1: Proportion of hazardous wastes collected and treated
The Decision No. 681 uses another indicator “The percentage of hazardous solid waste generated from production, business, service activities, medical facilities, and craft villages is collected, transported and treated to meet the requirements of environmental protection” to define a roadmap as follows: 85% by 2020, 100% by 2025, and 100% by 2030.

As of 2018, the percentage of hazardous waste properly collected and treated was about 75%, of which the rate of hazardous medical solid waste treated reached 99%. The establishments’ capacity of hazardous wastes collection and treatment was improved. In 2018, Viet Nam had 118 hazardous waste treatment establishments, an increase of 5 establishments compared to 2017, and an additional 500 thousand tons of hazardous waste treated per year. In addition to the national collection and self-treatment of hazardous wastes, Viet Nam has initially exported hazardous wastes, contributing to reducing the pressure on national waste treatment.

Although almost medical waste has been properly treated, hazardous wastes in industry, agriculture and daily life have not been thoroughly treated due to the lack of a scientific classification and collection system, and a close monitoring and management system, especially in rural areas.

Viet Nam will face challenges to reach the target of 100% hazardous solid waste treated to meet environmental protection requirements by 2025 if the capacity of the existing hazardous waste treatment establishments is not invested in and upgraded.

Indicator 12.4.2: Rate of establishments causing serious environmental pollution that have fixed the problems
The Decision No. 681 defines a roadmap for the indicator 12.4.2 as follows: 95% by 2020, 100% by 2025, and 100% by 2030.

According to the MONRE’s data, by mid-2019, nearly 93% (407/439) of establishments causing serious environmental pollution under the Decision No. 64/2003/QD-TTg
 completed thorough pollution treatment measures and equivalents, and 66% (289/435) of establishments under the Decision No. 1788/QD-TTg
 completed thorough treatment measures. Among the establishments that were unfinalized the pollution treatment, 27/32 establishments under the Decision No. 64/2003/QD-TTg and 104/146 establishments under the Decision No. 1788/QD-TTg were in the public sector, and pollution treatment were under the Government's responsibilities (mainly garbage dumps, hospitals and medical examination and treatment areas, etc.). For these establishments, the Prime Minister issued a targeted support mechanism from the state budget to thoroughly address and speed up the progress. Besides, many localities have paid attention to building plans to thoroughly handle establishments causing serious environmental pollution in the locality. The proportion of establishments completing measures to thoroughly treat pollution has been improved, thereby contributing to minimizing the impact of pollution on the community.

Thus, Viet Nam has basically completed the target of dealing with 95% of establishments causing serious environmental pollution (according to the Decision No. 64/2003/QD-TTg) by 2020. However, according to the Decision No. 1788/QD-TTg, Viet Nam has to address more than 100 establishments causing serious pollution (accounting for 1/3 of the total number of establishments that need treating by 2020) to achieve the target. Meanwhile, the list of establishments causing serious pollution that need to be addressed is likely to be added in the coming period.

As such, Viet Nam will confront many challenges to achieve the targets set out in the roadmap for the indicator 12.4.2, i.e. to treat 100% of establishments causing serious environmental pollution by 2030.

Indicator 12.4.3: Proportion of residual contaminated land area that is treated and renovated

The Decision No. 681 defines no roadmap for the indicator 12.4.3.

Soil pollution in Viet Nam tends to increase due to plant protection chemicals, fertilizers, industrial and domestic wastes from increasingly expanded landfills, and incompletely treated sewage sources. According to the list of residual pesticide points, plant protection chemicals cause serious and especially serious environmental pollution. If there were 240 residual pesticide points in 15 provinces/cities in 2016, this figure reached 335 points in 2018. By 2018, only 23% (77/335) residual pesticide points had been completely disposed. In 2019, residual dioxin and toxin contaminated land areas were basically treated, particularly at Phu Cat airport (about 1.5 ha) and Da Nang airport (32.4 ha).

Target 12.5: By 2030, substantially reduce waste generation through prevention, reduction, recycling and reuse (Global target 12.5)

Indicator 12.5.1: Total amount of ordinary industrial solid waste
The Decision No. 681 uses the indicator "Proportion of municipal solid
waste dumped in landfills as a percentage of total collected waste" to define a roadmap as follows: 60% by 2020, 30% by 2025, and 10% by 2030.

Thus, according to the Circular No. 03, the indicator 12.5.1 is completely different from the indicator used to determine the roadmap for the target 12.5. While the indicator 12.5.1 is an absolute number, i.e. “Total amount of ordinary industrial solid waste”, the indicator defining the roadmap is a relative number, i.e. “Proportion of municipal solid waste dumped in landfills as a percentage of total collected waste”.

According to the the MOC’s data, the total amount of urban domestic solid waste generated nationwide in 2018 was nearly 38,000 tons/day and night, of which about 32,000 tons/day and night, equivalent to 86% were collected and treated in line with regulated standards. This rate rose by nearly 1% compared to 2017 and 4% compared to 2010. The proportion of municipal solid waste dumped in landfills as a percentage of total collected waste was still very high, accounting for 85% in 2012, 75% in 2017 and reduced to about 70% in 2018 although in recent years, many localities actively invested in and put into operation waste treatment plants, formulated and implemented plans and programs to classify waste at source,  and applied technology of combustion and energy recovery from domestic waste, etc.

The rate of industrial solid waste that is collected and treated was quite high, reaching over 90% of the generated volume. The rate of ordinary industrial solid waste that is collected and treated in some localities with early developed industrial zones, such as Ha Noi, Binh Duong and Dong Nai reached 100%.

Indicator 12.5.2: Percentage of domestic waste plastic, paper, waste oil, and iron and steel scraps that is recycled

The Decision No. 681 defines no roadmap for the indicator 12.5.2.
Currently, officially released data on this indicator is unavailable. The Circular No. 03/TT-BKHDT sets a roadmap to collect data and release information on the indicator 12.5.2 by 2025, so data have not been collected periodically. In recent years, the government and enterprises have focused on recycling scraps, especially those that are of good quality and can be used as raw materials for production. There have appeared various models of scrap circulation, of which, scrap of one group of enterprises is sold to another group of enterprises as raw materials. Scrap circulation and recycling solutions not only help reduce the landfill area, but also contribute to saving mineral resources and costs of pollution treatment during mineral extraction as well as scrap disposal. 

Target 12.6: Encourage companies to adopt sustainable practices, including cleaner production technology, efficient use of natural resources and environmental protection; implement social responsibility for the poor and the vulnerable; and integrate sustainability information into their periodic reports (Global target 12.6)

The Circular No. 03 sets no indicator and the Decision No. 681 defines no roadmap for the target 12.6.

After 10 years of actively implementing policies to promote cleaner production, thousands of Vietnamese enterprises have had access to cleaner production technologies and methods, contributing to economical and efficient use of resources and pollution minimization. However, the majority of enterprises (mainly small and medium-sized enterprises) have still used machines and production lines with outdated technology and energy consumption that affect the ecological environment because technology innovation, manufacturing process improvement or raw material replacement requires large investments. At the end of 2019, the Prime Minister approved the Plan for sustainable development of private sector enterprises to 2025, vision to 2030 (The Decision No. 1362/QD-TTg) to gain effective and sustainable development of private sector enterprises, ensuring a close, reasonable and harmonious combination between economic efficiency with social responsibility, and protection of natural resources and the environment. Especially, priority is given to supporting the development of small and medium-sized private sector enterprises.

Target 12.7: Promote public procurement practices that are sustainable (Global target 12.7)

The Circular No. 03 sets no indicator and the Decision No. 681 defines no roadmap for the target 12.7.

In the context of SDG implementation, sustainable public procurement is an important solution as Viet Nam spends an average of 20% to 30% of its budget on public procurement each year and up to 50% of its budget if including expenditures on public works. Up to now, Viet Nam has not had specific policies and regulations on integrating elements of environmental protection and social justice into public procurement, but only under the form of policy or under the form of procurement of energy-saving electric and electronic equipment. The Government agencies' implementation of sustainable public procurement will become a strong signal to the market for the production and consumption of sustainable products, contributing to market orientation, and creating development motivation for environment- friendly enterprises as well as raising awareness of the enterprises' social responsibility in Viet Nam.

Target 12.8: By 2030, ensure that people everywhere have the relevant information and awareness of sustainable development and lifestyles in harmony with nature (Global target 12.8) 

The Circular No. 03 sets no indicator and the Decision No. 681 defines no roadmap for the target 12.8.

The advocacy and community awareness raising regarding environmental protection and climate change have been widely implemented in localities through mass media. People's awareness of environmental protection has been significantly improved, reflected through activities and movements of coastal cleaning, neighborhood sanitation, and especially the increased use of environment-friendly products.

Target 12.9: Rationalize taxes; reduce and eliminate fossil fuel subsidies; introduce relevant policies to reduce potentially negative impacts in a manner that protects the poor, the vulnerable and the affected communities (Global target 12.c)

The Circular No. 03 sets no indicator and the Decision No. 681 defines no roadmap for the target 12.9.

In addition to mechanisms to encourage sustainable production and consumption, Viet Nam has adopted economic measures to limit the use of fossil fuels and other high-emission fuels, which are regulated in the Law on Environmental Protection, the Law on Environmental Protection Tax, the Special Consumption Tax Law, and the Natural Resources Tax Law. However, so far, tax incentives related to promoting green growth in Viet Nam are not strong enough, meanwhile, the tax rates for high-emission goods are not large enough to limit consumption. Therefore, Viet Nam needs to continue to improve tax and price policies for fossil fuels and simultaneously comes up with appropriate policies to protect vulnerable groups from possible negative impacts. In the short term, it is necessary to conduct specific macroeconomic studies in the context of energy transition to both grasp opportunities for developing cleaner energy sources and ensure national energy security as well as social justice.

	SUMMARY: Viet Nam is unlikely to fulfill the VSDG 12 on "Ensure sustainable production and consumption patterns" by 2030. This is because none of 9 targets within the VSDG 12 provides information to affirm that Viet Nam will accomplish these targets by 2030 (see aforementioned analysis). Especially, there are 3 targets that Viet Nam will not be able to achieve by 2030, including: target 12.2. on "Efficient use of natural resources", target 12.4 on "Life cycle management of chemicals and wastes", and target 12.5 on "Significantly reduce the amount of generated waste, prevent, minimize and recycle, reuse, and recover energy from waste treatment". With the remaining targets, there is currently no basis to assess the level of performance due to either failure to set a roadmap, or failure to set monitoring indicators, or the lack of both - the roadmap and monitoring indicators. 
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Goal 13: Respond in a timely and effective manner to combat climate change and natural disasters

Target 13.1: Strengthen resilience and adaptative capacity to climate hazards and respond to natural and other disasters (Global target 13.1.)

The Circular No. 03 sets no indicator for the target 13.1.

The Decision No. 681 uses the indicator "Proportion of provinces/cities issuing an Action Plan on the implementation of Paris Agreement on climate change" to define the roadmap as follows: 100% by 2020, 100% by 2025, and 100% by 2030.

Viet Nam has developed scenarios on the impacts of climate change in different regions to develop and implement resilient responses to climate change. The commune- level flood maps for 28 coastal provinces/cities at a scale of 1/10,000 have been developed. The downstream flood map is being developed for all large reservoirs.

Mitigation and adaptation measures have been adopted in different sectors, for example the agriculture conducted the breeding and use of varieties more adapted to changing climate conditions. In addition, after two years of actively implementing the Government's Resolution No. 120/NQ-CP on the sustainable development of the Mekong River Delta in response to climate change, some initial results have been achieved in formulating policies, identifying urgent strategic programs and projects, gradually removing bottlenecks in resources, strengthening inter-regional connections in terms of infrastructure and economy, creating a transition, and promoting economic growth for the entire region.

So far, 63/63 provinces/cities (100%) have formulated and issued the Action Plan on the implementation of Paris Agreement on climate change to complete the target 13.1 as set out in the roadmap. In particular, provinces/cities have set up tasks and solutions to implement as of 2020 and the period 2020 - 2030. Tasks and solutions are constituted in accordance with the characteristics and capacity of each province/city, focusing mainly on the advocacy and community awareness raising, adjustment of related plans to strengthen capacity to respond to the impacts of climate change and other resource mobilization solutions.

Target 13.2: Integrate climate change measures into policies, strategies, master plans, and development planning (Global target 13.2.)

Indicator 13.2.1: Proportion of ministries/sectors and provinces/cities issuing Green Growth Action Plans
The Decision No. 681 defines no roadmap for the target 13.2.

The mainstreaming of climate change into development policies, strategies and plans is institutionalized by the Government of Viet Nam. Climate change was integrated into the Law on Environmental Protection 2014, the SEDS 2011-2020, the SEDP 2016-2020, and the policies on disaster risk reduction, coastal zone management, energy supply and use as well as sector development policies, planning, and plans.

Up to now, 7/18
 ministries and 37/63 provinces/cities (59%) have developed and issued Green Growth Action Plans, and many models are being implemented. The issuance of green growth plans at ministries, related agencies and localities is seen to be relatively slow and needs to be fostered in the coming time to contribute to the orientation of local development and growth models, ensuring mitigation and timely response to climate change.

Target 13.3: Educate, raise awareness, and strengthen human and institutional capacity on early warning, climate change response, impact reduction (Global target 13.3.)

Indicator 13.3.1: Proportion of the population to whom knowledge about flood and storm prevention and disaster risk reduction is disseminated

The Decision No. 681 defines a roadmap for the indicator 13.3.1 as follows: 70% by 2020, 80% by 2025, and 90% by 2030.

Currently, there are no data to evaluate the achievement of the indicator 13.3.1. However, in recent years, many communication activities to raise awareness on climate change for officials, communities and people have been carried out in various forms. Education on climate change and climate change response have been integrated into the core subjects of preschool, primary, lower and upper secondary schools, professional secondary schools, and colleges. The Law on Natural Disaster Prevention and Control and its under-law documents have been disseminated to 44 classes, including 1,320 commune-level officials working on disaster prevention and control. Communication to raise community awareness, and mobilize resources and the entire society's participation in natural disaster prevention has been strongly deployed in recent years, such as the National Week on Natural Disaster Prevention and Control, the activity "Looking back on 20 years of heavy floods in Central Viet Nam (1999 - 2019)", the launching of the National Press Prize on Natural Disaster Prevention and Control, the celebration of the 73rd anniversary of the traditional day of Natural Disaster Prevention and Control, the launching of ceremony "Campaign to prevent natural disaster risks related to water for children and pupils in rainy season", the coordination with VTV, VOV, and VCT14 to develop short video clips and guidance materials for people on natural disaster prevention and control and special program on community with natural disasters on VTV1.

In addition, the hydro-meteorological monitoring system and forecasting technology ensuring early warning and forecast of extreme weather and climatic phenomena have been gradually modernized. With nearly 500 hydro-meteorological stations at the beginning of 2002, after 17 years, they have been developed into a network of hydro-meteorological stations with over 1,400 stations and measuring points. The reliability of natural disaster forecast and warning has been increasingly improved. Especially, the forecast and warning of tropical depressions, storms, rain and heavy floods which are types of very dangerous weather, affecting and causing damage on a large scale basically meet the needs of natural disaster prevention work, contributing to mitigating the damage caused by natural disasters. The reliability (or forecast error) of the storm forecast (location and intensity) in Viet Nam has gradually approached the level of the advanced countries in the region and the world. Therefore, it has contributed to minimizing the loss of life and property caused by natural disasters.

	SUMMARY: Basically, Viet Nam is likely to achieve all three targets under the VSDG 13 by 2030 as outlined above. However, the variation and impacts of climate change is increasingly complicated, which requires to focus on the following solutions: (i) Review and complete legal documents related to climate change to ensure compliance with practical requirements on response to climate change; (ii) Focus on investment in monitoring systems, hydro-meteorological forecasting systems to meet forecasting needs, especially extremely short and marine forecasting technology; mobilize social resources to invest in the above systems; (iii) Raise awareness of climate change response for all levels, sectors and people, especially focusing more in the locality; (iv) Continue to promote international cooperation to mobilize funding and strengthen coordination for the implementation of Paris Agreement Action Plan on Climate, and programmes, and projects and tasks on hydro-meteorology and climate change.
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Goal 14. Conserve and sustainably utilize the ocean, the sea, and marine resources for sustainable development

Target 14.1: By 2030, prevent and significantly reduce and control marine pollution of all kinds, particularly pollution from land-based activities, with special attention to solid waste, wastewater and organic substances pollution (Global target 14.1.)

Indicator 14.1.1: Content of substances in seawater environment in estuarine, coastal, and offshore areas

The Decision No. 681 defines no roadmap for the target 14.1.

In coastal cities, the quality of coastal seawater is quite good, satisfying most of the typical parameters within the allowable limits of the Vietnamese Standards (QCVN10-MT:2015/BTNMT). However, due to the influence of estuaries and waste reception from coastal economic development activities, some marine areas have high concentrations of total suspended solids (TSS). In addition, the increase in the content of organic matter and grease has also been a concern for coastal water quality in some coastal cities in recent years. The level of organic pollution in the northern coastal area is higher than that in the central and southern regions. The content of mineral grease is also detected in some areas, such as Ha Long Bay (Quang Ninh), Can Gio Beach (Ho Chi Minh City), Front beach and Back beach (Ba Ria-Vung Tau), but not exceeding QCVN10-MT: 2015/BTNMT. Tho Quang Fishing Wharf (Da Nang) is one of the hot spots for seawater pollution in recent years.

Seawater in Viet Nam is assessed to be of good quality. Most of the typical parameters of the quality of offshore seawater are qualified at QCVN10-MT: 2015/BTNMT.

Thus, with such relatively high-quality coastal water at present, Viet Nam is likely to fulfill the target set out for seawater quality by 2030. However, it is necessary to take measures to maintain water quality in the face of water pollution impacts from the rapid development of tourism and coastal economic activities in the coming time. Currently, the amount of domestic solid waste generated in 28 coastal provinces is about 14.03 million tons/year (about 38,500 tons/day). In addition, the amount of solid waste in key coastal economic provinces tends to increase, especially hazardous wastes in light industry, chemicals, and metallurgy
 which are the factors leading to the high risk of coastal water pollution.

Indicator 14.1.2: Proportion of monitoring points showing that coastal seawater quality meets the national technical standards for the parameters of pollution of organic matter (N-NH4 + ) (%) and total grease (%)

The Decision No. 681 defines the roadmap for the indicator 14.1.2 as follows:

According to the MONRE's data, in 2015, the rate of coastal water quality monitoring points meeting the requirements of national technical standards reached 100%. However, in recent years, both the parameters of organic matter (N-NH4+) and total grease in the coastal seawater at some coastal monitoring points have exceeded the allowable threshold. The concentration of organic matter N-NH4+ was found to exceed the threshold in some coastal areas, such as fishing ports, tourist resorts and aquaculture areas in Ninh Thuan province. This is attributed to wastewater from seafood preliminary processing, domestic wastewater, and oil waste from anchored ships
. 

In order to achieve the target by 2030, Viet Nam needs to make efforts to strictly control waste sources that directly pollute and degrade the coastal environment. According to the report of 28 coastal provinces/cities, currently 647 units and enterprises discharge directly to the sea with a flow of 88,667,902 m3/day and night, of which 154/647 units and enterprises (23.8%) have a flow of discharge of 1,000 m3/day and night to the sea. In addition, there should be measures to strengthen monitoring and information on the current state of local waste and wastewater treatment systems
.
Target 14.2: By 2030, enhance management and protection of marine and coastal and island ecosystems to avoid significant adverse impacts, strengthen the ocean’s health and resilience (Global target 14.2.)

The Circular No. 03 sets no indicator and the Decision No. 681 defines no roadmap for the target 14.2.

The Viet Nam environmental status report in 2016 shown that the seagrass ecosystem in Viet Nam is distributed from the North to the South and along the islands, at a depth of 0-20 m, with a total area of over 5,583 ha, about 100,000 ha of lagoons and bays and 290,000 ha of muddy wetlands. In the seawater areas of Viet Nam, about 11,000 species of living organisms have been found in different marine biodiversity areas. However, the seagrass ecosystem is in danger of degradation, 100 species of marine organisms in Viet Nam which are endangered and rare have been included in the Viet Nam Red Book and IUCN Red List for protection measures.

Viet Nam's coral reefs that are of high biodiversity, great primary productivity and amazing landscape widely distributed from the North to the South on an area of about 1,222 km2, concentrated in the South Central Coast, Hoang Sa and Truong Sa islands. However, the area of coral reefs is shrinking, concentrating mainly in inhabited areas. The coverage on coral reefs has decreased over time, and in many places, it has dropped by over 30%. Particularly, on the coast of Son Tra peninsula, Da Nang, the coral reef ecosystem declined by 42% in 10 years (2006-2016)

Viet Nam's coastal mangrove swamps are currently severely degraded, with a rapid decline in the area and quality of mangrove swamps. Very few primary mangrove swamps are available. The serious decline of the mangrove swamp area means the biodiversity of the ecosystem is decreasing, especially the aquatic species without spawning grounds and habitat.

One of the solutions that has been implemented to prevent this situation is to plan protected area for management measures. By 2015, 16 marine areas were planned into marine reservation areas for management, with a total area of more than 270 thousand hectares, accounting for about 0.24% of the total marine area of Viet Nam. However, in practice, by 2019, Viet Nam established 10 out of 16 marine protected areas. With such current speed of establishment and operation of reservation areas, it is also difficult to achieve the target.

However, the physical facilities of marine protected areas have not met the operation needs, especially patrol boats, scientific research and biodiversity monitoring equipment. There is a lack of human resources in marine protected areas. The marine reservation areas are often the places where poor communities live and their living mainly depend on natural resources exploited from protected areas. Policies to support livelihoods for fishermen living in and around marine protected areas are unavailable that makes conservation difficult. Communication on marine conservation is still a challenge due to lack of funds for regular operations.

Given the above situation, Viet Nam is unlikely to achieve the VSDG target of 14.2 on “By 2030, enhance management and protection of marine and coastal and island ecosystems to avoid significant adverse impacts, strengthen the ocean’s health and resilience” without urgent measures effectively implemented in the coming years.

Target 14.3: Minimize and address the impacts of ocean acidification, including through enhanced scientific cooperation at all levels, in the context of climate change (Global target 14.3.)

Indicator 14.3.1: Viet Nam marine acidity (pH)
The Decision No. 681 uses the indicator "Proportion of offshore monitoring points showing marine acidity (pH) which meets national technical standards" to define the roadmap as follows: 100% by 2025, and 100% by 2030.

Data are currently unavailable for the indicator "Viet Nam marine acidity(pH)". Meanwhile, according to the MONRE's data, the proportion of offshore monitoring points showing marine acidity (pH) which meets national technical standards reached 100% in 2015. However, there are not enough foundation to determine whether or not to complete the roadmap. Viet Nam has not yet issued specific regulations, so it has not implemented activities to mitigate and deal with the impacts of ocean acidification. Presently, it is considering to build a modern and synchronous system of integrated monitoring stations for marine environmental resources, marine radar stations, and sea buoy stations in order to implement the National Natural Resources and Environment Monitoring Network Planning for the period 2016 -2025, vision to 2030.

Target 14.4: By 2020, effectively regulate harvesting, and end overfishing, illegal, unreported and unregulated (IUU) and destructive fishing practices; implement science-based management plans, to restore fish stocks in the shortest time feasible, at least to levels that can produce maximum sustainable yields as determined by their biological characteristics (Global target 14.4.)

Indicator 14.4.1: Proportion of fish stocks within biologically sustainable levels
The Decision No. 681 defines no roadmap for the indicator 14.4.1.

According to the Circular No. 03, data on the indicator 14.4.1 will be released from 2025 onward. Statistical information on this indicator is currently unavailable, so it is impossible to evaluate progress as well as the possibility of completion of the target 14.4 via the indicator 14.4.1.

Viet Nam’s completion of the investigation of aquatic resources in the entire marine area is  a basis for formulation of exploitation planning for each sea area and each fishing profession to facilitate the projection of the fishing grounds in short term (10 days), monthly and seasonal terms. A network of 10/16 marine protected areas has been established with a total area of ​​133,766 ha, equivalent to 0.134% of Viet Nam's natural marine area. Moreover, 6/45 national inland water conservation zones have been planned.

Albeit the implementation of a number of policies towards sustainable fishing, seafood resources tend to decrease gradually in terms of stocks, output and size of fish caught (seafood stocks decline by 16%). Extensive shrimp productivity in the mangrove swamps has been reduced from about 200 kg/ha/crop (in 1980) to 80 kg/ha/crop. Previously, 1 ha of mangrove swamp was exploitable to 800 kg of aquatic products, but currently only reach 1/20 of that figure. This is a challenge that Viet Nam needs to pay more attention to in the coming years.

Indicator 14.4.2: Number of illegal fishing cases
The Decision No. 681 defines a roadmap for the indicator 14.4.2 as follows: maintain a reduction of 10-12%/year.

There are no historical data on the indicator 14.4.2, so it is impossible to predict whether Viet Nam will complete the aforementioned implementation schedule or not.

However, Viet Nam is working hard to achieve this target. The Fisheries Law passed by the National Assembly on November 21, 2017 has codified the contents related to combating illegal, unreported, unregulated (IUU) fishing, including the European Commission's recommendations (EC). In recent years, Viet Nam has actively propagated and mobilized fishermen to abide by the provisions of the law in fishing, rectified the work of certifying and confirming the origin of exploited aquatic products in localities, directed the People's Committees of coastal provinces/cities to strengthen management of fishing labor, especially the management of adolescent workers on fishing vessels, complied with the provisions of the law on labor and international regulations, prevented and ended the situation of fishing ships and fishermen committing illegal fishing in foreign marine areas.

However, IUU fishing-related activities are not clearly effective: i) ineffective prevention of foreign fishing vessels from illegally entering Viet Nam’s waters; ii) Impossible prevention and ending of illegally abroad exploitation of the Vietnamese fishing vessels; iii) Failure to control destructive and illegal activities in the waters of Viet Nam; and iv) Failure to  effectively and practically control the fishing output at the ports, including imported products.

Indicator 14.4.3: Proportion of fishing output on reserves of coastal aquatic resources in Viet Nam

The Decision No. 681 defines no roadmap for the indicator 14.4.3.

According to the Circular No. 03, data on the indicator 14.4.3 will be released from 2025 onward. Thus, statistical information on this indicator is unavailable.

Approximately 98% of fishing boats are annually provided with license. Currently, most fishing vessels with a capacity of 90 CV or more have been licensed to exploit, mark, record and submit fishing logs. Some provinces (such as Ninh Thuan) are drastically implementing measures to prevent fishing vessels from violating fishing in foreign waters and other illegal fishing activities. However, the free participation in fishing of small boats and the uncontrolled increase in the number of boats have caused an imbalance between the fishing capacity and the resource capacity. Therefore, the economic efficiency of fishing activities is decreasing gradually. Fishing in the coastal waters is always in excess.

As such, Viet Nam will face many challenges in the coming years when implementing the target 14.4 on “Effectively regulate harvesting, and end overfishing, illegal, unreported and unregulated fishing practices”, in particular, the lack of monitoring information and data on implementation progress is one of the major obstacles that needs more attention.

Target 14.5: By 2030, the area of coastal and marine protected areas reaches 3-4% of the total natural area, based on scientific information, in line with national and international law (Global target 14.5.)

Indicator 14.5.1: Area of marine and coastal protected areas 
The Decision No. 681 uses the indicator "Area of marine and coastal protected areas as a percentage of total natural area” to define the roadmap as follows: 0.24% by 2020, 2-3% by 2025, and 3-4% by 2030.

By 2015, the total area of ​​marine protected areas in Viet Nam was planned to be 270,272 ha, accounting for about 0.24% of the total marine area of ​​Viet Nam. However, up to now, the total ​​marine areas belonging to 10/16 protected areas being put into operation nationwide is 133,766 ha, equivalent to only 0.134% of the natural sea area of ​​Viet Nam; 6/45 national-level inland water conservation zones
 have been planned. With the current speed of establishment and operation of protected areas, the achievement of the proposed roadmap by 2030, i.e. “the area of ​​ coastal and marine protected areas reaches 3-5% of the total natural area” will not be able to complete.

Target 14.6: By 2030, prohibit certain forms of fisheries subsidies which contribute to overcapacity and overfishing, and eliminate subsidies that contribute to IUU fishing, support the WTO fisheries subsidies negotiation (Global target 14.6.)

The Circular No. 03 sets no monitoring indicator and the Decision No. 681 defines no roadmap for the target 14.6.

The Government has taken many practical actions to prevent, reduce and eliminate IUU. Viet Nam has gradually improved fisheries management institutions towards the prevention of IUU fishing, with the focus on the assessment of marine resources, determination of fishing-allowable capacity to plan fishing strength, elimination of destructive fishing practices and prevention of fishing vessels from illegally fishing in waters of another country. The Fisheries Law passed by the National Assembly on November 21, 2017 has codified the contents related to combating IUU fishing, including the EC's recommendation.

If the provisions of the Fisheries Law are well implemented along with the arrangement and mobilization of sufficient resources for the implementation, Viet Nam can ensure the achievement of the target 14.6 by 2030.

	SUMMARY: In general, by 2030, Viet Nam will unlikely to achieve the VSDG 14. Viet Nam can only reach one of the six targets within this VSDG. The remaining targets are in a state of failure or of great challenge. Especially, data reflecting the implementation progress of the targets are currently lacking or not collected, making the monitoring and evaluation of the implementation difficult. Marine environmental pollution becomes increasingly serious as a result of population pressure and economic growth. This is threatening the marine ecosystem and marine resources, thereby affecting the livelihoods of millions of Vietnamese fishermen.
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Goal 15: Protect and sustainably develop forests, conserve biodiversity, develop ecosystem services, combat desertification, and halt and reverse land degradation

Target 15.1: By 2030, ensure the conservation, restoration and sustainable use of important terrestrial and wetland freshwater ecosystems and their services, in particular forests, dry land ecosystems in line with international obligations (Global target 15.1.)

The Circular No. 03 sets no monitoring indicator and the Decision No. 681 defines no roadmap for the target 15.1.

Viet Nam has about 12 million hectares of wetlands, distributed in most regions of the country. At the end of 2019, Viet Nam successfully built and nominated 09 Ramsar areas and 10 ASEAN heritage biodiversity conservation planning parks. However, Viet Nam may not reach the target of 10 Ramsar areas by 2020 as set out in the National Strategy on Biodiversity.

Target 15.2: By 2020, fundamentally reduce the transfer of forest lands to other usages; by 2030, strengthen the implementation of sustainable management of forests of various types, halt deforestation, restore degraded forests, promote afforestation and reforestation, increase the forest cover to approximately 44 – 45% of the country’s land area (Global target 15.2)

Indicator 15.2.1: Current forest area
The Decision No. 681 defines no roadmap for the indicator 15.2.1.

As of December 31, 2019, the national forest area was more than 14.6 million hectares, of which natural forest was nearly 10.3 million hectares, and planted forest was over 4.3 million hectares.

Indicator 15.2.2: Proportion of forest coverage
The Decision No. 681/QD-TTg defines a roadmap for the indicator 15.2.2 as follows: 42% by 2020; 42% by 2025, and 42.8% by 2030.

As of December 31st 2019, the country's forest coverage reached 41.89%, almost reaching the target by 2020 set out in the roadmap for the indicator 15.2.2. This is due to the efforts in afforestation and forest protection that have been carried out in recent years. The exploitation of natural forests has been strictly managed, including the closure of natural forests nationwide since 2017. Therefore, the natural forest area tended to increase again in recent years, from 10.24 million hectares in 2016 to nearly 10.3 million hectares in 2019.

Given the recent growth rate of forest area (an annual average of 0.26% between 2010 and 2019), Viet Nam is able to achieve the target of increasing the proportion of forest coverage of 42% by 2020, and of 42.8% by 2030 as set out in the roadmap for the target 15.2. However, in addition to the measures being taken, Viet Nam needs to pay more attention to the protection of natural forests, including control of the illegal exploitation of natural forests, as well as prevention and and fighting against forest fires in the coming years.

Target 15.3: By 2030, combat desertification, restore degraded land and soil, including land affected by desertification, drought, floods and other causes (Global target 15.3)

Indicator 15.3.1: Proportion of land that is degraded over total land area

The Decision No. 681/QD-TTg defines no roadmap for the indicator 15.3.1.

As of 2017, the proportion of land that is degraded over total land area was 31.7% nationwide. According to estimates, given the current growth rate, this proportion can reach 32.6% by 2020, and 35.5% by 2030.

Under the impact of climate change and socio-economic development, degraded land area in Viet Nam is likely to increase both in degradation scale and level due to increased erosion, leaching, landslides, fallow, and inundation, etc. Land desertification has risen due to abnormal climate and weather changes, mainly in the South Central region.

Along with droughts, sea level rise leads to an increase of saline intrusion and alum contamination of the soil. The area of ​​saline and alum contaminated soil is distributed along the coast from the North to the South, in which the largest area is in the Mekong River Delta and some northern provinces, such as Thai Binh, Hai Duong and Quang Ninh.

Given such trends, Viet Nam will face a variety of challenges in the process of implementing the VSDG target 15.3.

Target 15.4: By 2030, ensure the conservation of forest ecosystems of national and international importance, including biodiversity and ecosystem services, for sustainable development (Global target 15.4)

The Circular No. 03/2019/TT-BKHDT proposes no indicator, and the Decision No. 681/QD-TTg defines no roadmap for the target 15.4.
Viet Nam has established 164 special-use forests, including 31 national parks, 57 nature reserves, 45 landscape protection areas and 20 forests for scientific research and experiment, with a total area of ​​about 2.2 million hectares. According to the master plan on the national special-use forest system, the protected area system will be expanded to ​​2.4 million hectares with 176 protected areas. In addition, 16 marine protected areas and 45 inland water protected areas (including some special-use forests) have been included in the Government’s master plan. Furthermore, a number of Viet Nam's protected areas have been internationally recognized based on international standards such as Biosphere Reserve (09), World Heritage (02), Ramsar (09), and ASEAN Heritage (10).
Generally, by 2018, Viet Nam implemented the planning of 164/176 protected areas, reaching 93.2% in quantity and 98.4% (2.2424 million hectares) in area. Some types of protected areas have a high rate of conservation planning, such as forest for scientific research and experiment (100%), and natural reserve (99.5%).
Target 15.5: By 2030, take urgent and significant actions to prevent and eventually end the degradation of natural habitats of ecosystems, protect and prevent the extinction of threatened species (Global target 15.5) 

The Circular No. 03/2019/TT-BKHDT proposes no monitoring indicator for the target 15.5.
The Decision No. 681/QD-TTg defines a roadmap for the target 15.5 according to the indicator “Number of programmes on breeding, conservation and re-releasing of protected priority species which are developed and promulgated” as follows: 1 species by 2020; 2 species by 2025, and 3 species by 2030.

Up to now, there has not been any research for comprehensive investigation and assessment of the degradation level of ecosystems, as well as any official set of criteria to evaluate the degradation level of ecosystems. However, according to the MARD’s assessment, the seagrass ecosystem is currently in danger of degradation reflected in the fact that about 100 endangered, precious and rare marine species are in the Viet Nam’s Red Data Book and IUCN Red List of Threatened Species and require protection measures. Also, the mangrove ecosystem is being seriously degraded. Yet, over the past years, many tasks and projects on mangrove afforestation and rehabilitation have achieved positive results, thus both quality and area of mangroves have been improved, with an increase of mangrove areas of 18.1 thousand hectares in the period 2010-2018.

The total number of endangered, precious and rare animals prioritized for protection has increased from 83 to 99 species. A number of conservation programmes have been developed, such as turtle conservation programmes, and primate conservation programmes. Viet Nam has also actively mobilized cooperation, as well as financial and technical supports from international organizations and conservation organizations in the conservation of endangered, precious and rare species. However, wildlife habitat has been narrowed due to changes in land-use practices. A variety of species are at alarming rates and facing high risk of extinction.

Target 15.6: Ensure the fair and equitable sharing of benefits arising from the utilization of genetic resources and promote appropriate access to genetic resources in line with international agreement (Global target 15.6)

The Circular No. 03/2019/TT-BKHDT proposes no monitoring indicator for the target 15.6.

The Decision No. 681/QD-TTg defines a roadmap for the target 15.6 according to the indicator “Proportion of provinces/cities participating in the national database for genetic resources and traditional knowledge of genetic resources” as follows: 20% by 2020; 80% by 2025, and 100% by 2030.   

There is currently no released information on the indicators used to define the aforementioned roadmap, so it is impossible to evaluate the level of completion or forecast for the implementation of the target 15.6.

Viet Nam acceded to the Nagoya Protocol on Access to Genetic Resources and the Fair and Equitable Sharing of Benefits Arising from their Utilization to the Convention on Biological Diversity in 2014. The preservation of genetic resources has achieved goods results. Besides, the assessment of genetics and tolerance traits, as well as quality analyses for production are being gradually promoted. Up to now, genetic resources of about 30,000 agricultural plants and over 2,000 forest trees have been collected and stored; 730 species of medicinal plants that need to be preserved, about 70 species of domestic animals, 87 breeds of 75 freshwater aquatic species, 12 genetic resources of marine fishes, 2 genetic sources of crustacean species, 4 genetic sources of mollusc species, and about 22,000 microorganism strains have been listed and stored. As a result, nearly 200 potential objects have been selected to develop into valuable commodities and products. Among them, more than 20 genetic resources have been studied to successfully develop technical processes for being replicated to process products, upgrade production scale, and contribute to create stable revenue for reinvestment in conservation.

Target 15.7: Prevent and address the illegal exploitation, trafficking and consumption of endangered species of wild fauna and flora and their products (Global target 15.7) 

Indicator 15.7.1: Number of detected cases of illegal trading, hunting, transporting, trafficking and storing of wild animals 

The Decision No. 681/QD-TTg defines a roadmap for the indicator 15.7.1 as follows: by 2020: No increase compared to 2010; by 2025: No increase compared to 2010; and by 2030: No increase compared to 2010.

Viet Nam is ranked as one of the most biodiversity countries in the world with more than 49,200 animal species, including 10,500 species of terrestrial mammals. However, over the past years, illegal exploitation and consumption of wild animals have become serious, causing a great threat to biodiversity and putting many species of wild animals at risk of extinction or to the brink of extinction.

In 2019, the number of violations against regulations on management of wild animals and plants detected by the Vietnamese authorities was 190 that was 6 fewer cases compared to the same period in 2018. However, to maintain the current results, it is necessary to promote propaganda, awareness raising, awareness of law observance and community involvement in wildlife protection, to socialize the work of biodiversity conservation, and to fight against crimes and violations of legal regulations on biodiversity.

Regarding this indicator, as specified in the Circular No. 03/2019/TT-BKHDT, for species of group 1B, there were 12 cases detected in 2018, and 03 cases detected in 2019 according to the MARD's data.

Currently, annual statistical report on the indicator 15.7.1 is unavailable, so it is impossible to forecast the possibility of completing the target 15.7 as set out in the roadmap.

Target 15.8: By 2020, take effective measures to prevent, control and abolish invasive alien species on land and water ecosystems; and strengthen the management of biological safety related to genetically modified organisms (Global target 15.8) 

The Circular No. 03/2019/TT-BKHDT proposes no monitoring indicator for the target 15.8.

The Decision No. 681/QD-TTg defines a roadmap for the target 15.8 based on the indicator “A programme for controlling invasive alien species is developed and issued” as follows: 1 species by 2020, 2 species by 2025, and 3 species by 2030.

Given effective management and prevention of invasive alien species, the number of invasive alien species dropped from 25 species in 2013 to 19 species in 2018. Besides, the number of potential invasive alien species decreased from 56 in 2013 to 51 in 2018
. 

Biosafety management of genetically modified organisms has made significant strides through the verification and certification of biosafety, and certification of genetically modified plants eligible to be used as food, and animal feed, etc. In addition, many activities have been carried out for enhancing capacity and raising awareness of genetically modified organisms, as well as publicizing information on the impact of genetically modified organisms on  environment, biodiversity and health of people and pets.
	SUMMARY: The above analysis shows that despite a great number of achievements in some targets (15.2, 15.4 and 15.8), Viet Nam still faces many difficulties and challenges to achieve the VSDG 15 on “Protect and sustainably develop forests; conserve biodiversity; develop ecosystem services; combat desertification; prevent the degradation of and rehabilitate land resources”. Therefore, it is necessary to have more synchronous and drastic solutions in the coming time. There are problems that need to be addressed in the coming years, including: i) illegal and organized deforestation and logging in protection forests, buffer zones around protected areas, corridors among protected areas, even in core zones of special-use forests, especially in the Central Highlands; ii) uncontrolled exploitation, trading and consumption of endangered wild plants and animals; iii) limited financial resources to ensure the implementation of state management on ecosystems and protected areas in particular, and biodiversity in general.
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Goal 16. Promote a peaceful , just and equal society for sustainable development; ensure access to justice for all; and develop effective, accountable and participatory institutions at all levels

Target 16.1: Significantly reduce all forms of violence and related death rates everywhere (Global target 16.1)

Indicator 16.1.1. Proportion of population aged 15-65 years old subjected to physical, psychological or sexual violence in the past 12 months

The Decision No. 681/QD-TTg defines no roadmap for the indicator 16.1.1.

Proportion of population aged 15-65 years old subjected to physical, psychological or sexual violence in the past 12 months is the percentage of population aged 15-65 years old who are victims of any physical, psychological or sexual violence in the past 12 months.

However, Viet Nam currently has no statistics on the indicator 16.1.1, but only data released from the National Survey on Violence against Women conducted by the GSO in 2010 and 2019. The results of this survey are presented in the target 5.2 (indicators 5.2.1 and 5.2.1). Therefore, it is impossible to evaluate the implementation progress of the target 16.1 at present.

Target 16.2: Prevent and significantly reduce abuse, exploitation, trafficking and all forms of violence against and torture of children and young persons (Global target 16.2)

Indicator 16.2.1. Proportion of people under 18 years of age who experienced physical or psychological punishment by their caregivers or nurturers in the past month 

The Decision No. 681/QD-TTg defines no roadmap for the indicator 16.2.1.

Physical punishment is an action intended to cause physical pain or discomfort, but not injuries. Psychological punishment is an action of shouting, scolding, etc. that is insulting and offensive to children. The proportion of people under 18 years of age who experienced physical or psychological punishment by their caregivers or nurturers in the past month is the percentage of people under 18 years old who experienced any physical or psychological punishment by their caregivers or nurturers in the past month to the total number of people under 18 years old surveyed.

Data on the indicator 16.2.1 can be obtained from MICSs, but they are just available until 2016. According to data from MICSs, the proportion of children who experienced disciplinary measures tended to increase over the past time. Notably, over 93% of children aged 1-14 years experienced disciplinary measures according to the MICS 2016, of which, nearly 90% of respondents experienced psychological punishments, nearly 61% for physical punishments, and more than 9% for severe physical punishments. This can be seen as a major challenge for Viet Nam to achieve the target 16.2 based on the indicator 16.2.1, given the fact that parents' or guardians' punishing children at home is considered a way to educate children in Viet Nam.

Indicator 16.2.2. Proportion of people aged 18-29 years of age who experienced sexual violence by age 18

The Decision No. 681/QD-TTg defines no roadmap for the indicator 16.2.2.
The proportion of people aged 18-29 years of age who experienced sexual violence by age 18 is the percentage of people aged 18-29 years of age who experienced any sexual violence by age 18 to the total people aged 18-29 years surveyed.

Data on this indicator for women can be obtained from the National Survey on Violence against Women in Viet Nam conducted by the GSO in collaboration with the MOLISA in 2019. However, as far as men are concerned, there is no survey to mention this issue up to now. It is currently impossible to analyze and forecast the trend of the indicator 16.2.1. Therefore, there is a need to ensure coordination among the Ministry of Public Security, the MOLISA, and the GSO in collecting and publishing data on this indicator in the future.

Indicator 16.2.3. Number of victims of domestic violence who denounced the cases to competent authorities 

The Decision No. 681/QD-TTg defines no roadmap for the indicator 16.2.3. 

Domestic violence is intentional behavior performed by a family member that causes or may cause physical, psychological or economic harms to another family member. The Ministry of Culture, Sports and Tourism (MOCST) reported the results of thematic monitoring on the implementation of policies and laws on domestic violence prevention and control in the period 2008-2017. Accordingly, in the period 2008-2011, there were 152,873 cases of domestic violence nationwide. From 2012 to 2017, this figure was 139,395 cases
. In 2018, the MOCST’s report shown that there were 1,320 households with domestic violence
. However, according to the Supreme People's Court, from July 1st 2008 to September 30th 2018, out of 1,384,660 divorces that the Court had resolved, 1,060,767 cases were caused by domestic violence
. Thus, there exists a difference between the MOCST’s statistics on domestic violence cases and the Supreme People's Court’s statistics on trials caused by domestic violence. Therefore, the number of actual cases of domestic violence is 3 times more than the number reported by the MOCST.

Regarding the target 16.2, a variety of measures and solutions have been implemented to promote communication, advocacy and coordination in the implementation of child protection, and prevention and treatment of child abuse cases in localities in a timely and effective manner with minimized injuries for abused children. The receipt, protection and support of victims of trafficking to return to the community have been effectively carried out. Initial assistance, psychological counseling, medical examination, and legal aid have been provided to 100% of cases identified as victims in need. Many victims have been provided with subsidies, apprenticeship, and job creation for life stabilization and integration into the community.

Target 16.3: Promote the rule of law, ensure equal access to justice for all (Global target 16.3) 

The Circular No. 03/2019/TT-BKHDT proposes no monitoring indicator, and the Decision No. 681/QD-TTg defines no roadmap for the target 16.3.

Promoting the rule of law, and ensuring equal access to justice are always the top targets that the Party and Government of Viet Nam aim to build a rule-of-law state of the people, by the people and for the people. Accordingly, judicial reform is identified as one of the important tasks of the country’s comprehensive renovation. Although the recent implementation of judicial reform tasks has not yet achieved the expected progress, there have been important and outstanding results as follows:

Firstly, changes have been made in the perception of cadres, party members, party committees and party organizations on the requirement of building a judicial system of the socialist rule-of-law state of Viet Nam which is transparent, strong, democratic, strict, and justice and human rights protection-oriented. The system of legal policies on criminal and civil fields, judicial proceedings, judgment enforcement, judicial assistance, and organizational apparatus of judicial agencies and judicial-assistance agencies has been gradually built and improved according to the directions set out in the Judicial Reform Strategy.

The law on judicial proceedings has been gradually completed. The Criminal Procedure Code, the Civil Procedure Code, the Administrative Procedure Law and many guiding documents have been promulgated, amended or supplemented. The procedural model has been studied towards combining the interrogation procedural models with the litigation procedural models to increase democracy and transparency in the proceedings, and ensure equality among subjects participating in the proceedings. The encouragement of the settlement of a number of disputes through negotiation, conciliation and arbitration has been institutionalized in the Law on Commercial Arbitration, and the Law on Grassroots Mediation.

Secondly, modernization-oriented improvement of organizational apparatus and determination of functions, duties and authorities of the judical agencies have been renovated. The increased jurisdiction for the district People's Courts, and overcoming of the backlog of cases at the provincial People's Courts, the Court of Appeal, and the Supreme People's Court have been successfully implemented. Specifically, the jurisdiction of the People's Courts has been extended to administrative complaints, and the People's Courts have been assigned the jurisdiction of considering and deciding the application of measures as follows: sending to reformatories, educational establishments and compulsory detoxification establishments. The organization and operations of judgment enforcement agencies at all levels have been strengthened, and the role of judicial support police has been promoted after its establishment.

Lawyer workforce has rapidly increased. By 2018, there were 13,500 lawyers nationwide, which met the direction of lawyer development in the Strategy for development of the lawyer profession by 2020. The role of lawyers in legal proceedings has been affirmed with more cases of lawyers’ legal consultancy, defence and legal aid. From 2015 onward, lawyers have participated in 56,224 criminal cases, including 26,170 cases with court-appointed lawyers and 30,054 cases with lawyers invited by clients. In this period, lawyers have also participated in 49,173 civil cases, 45,565 consulting cases in economic, commercial, and business fields, 3,228 administrative cases, and 1,848 labor cases, as well as participated in legal consultancy for 350,826 cases, and in representation outside the proceedings for 11,574 cases
.

Thirdly, human resources is an determinant factor for the success of the reform, thus the task of building and improving the quality of judicial and legal aid officers is of particular concern. The training institutions have actively renewed the contents and methods of training bachelors and potential staff of judicial and legal aid positions. Simultaneously, they have updated judicial and legal aid officers new political, socio-economic and in-depth legal knowledge, as well as improved their professional skills and practical knowledge. As a result, a large number of bachelors, masters, and PhDs of law, as well as judges, procurators, investigators, lawyers, enforcers, and notaries, etc. have been trained to meet the requirements of standardized qualifications of judicial and legal aid officers.

Fourthly, the promulgation of the Law on Enforcement of Civil Judgments and the Law on Enforcement of Criminal Judgments has facilitated the consolidation of the organizational apparatus of judgment enforcement agencies, improved the quality of judgment enforcement activities and overcome many limitations and problems. The infrastructure and facilities for judgment enforcement have been guaranteed. The number of executed civil and administrative cases has increased. Prisoner management and rehabilitation have been enhanced; physical facilities of detention places, and policies and regimes for prisoners (with regard to food, clothes, and medical examination, etc.) have been improved; and prisons and detention centers have been safely protected.
Target 16.4: By 2030, significantly reduce illicit financial and arms flows, strengthen the recovery and return of stolen assets and combat all forms of organized crime (Global target 16.4)

Indicator 16.4.1. Number of illegal weapons, explosive materials, and items of supporting equipment confiscated per 100,000 population
The Decision No. 681/QD-TTg defines no roadmap for the indicator 16.4.1.

According to the Circular No. 03/2019/TT-BKHDT, the indicator 16.4.1 takes into account the number of confiscated illegal weapons, explosive materials and supporting equipment to assess the level of safety in the population, and the danger to social security. In the period 2010 - 2019, a significant reduction in the number of illegal arms was witnessed. According to the Ministry of Public Security’s data, 3,211 guns were confiscated in 2019, a drop of 31% compared to that in 2018. The number of explosive materials (kilograms) and detonators also declined significantly. Notably, no illicit grenade was confiscated. Besides, the number of some other illicit weapons increased markedly. 822 illicit supporting equipment were confiscated, a 10% increase compared to that in 2018, and 4 times as high as the number of 2010. The number of confiscated bullets rose from 6,245 in 2018 to 20,600 in 2019. Compared to 2018, the number of confiscated shells, warheads and rudimentary weapons doubled in 2019. However, it also shows the effectiveness of mobilizing people to hand over weapons, explosive materials, and supporting equipment, as well as of conducting regular and ad-hoc inspections of agencies and organizations permitted to equip and use weapons, explosive materials, and supporting equipment for detecting and preventing violations, and promptly rectifying and handling violations. In addition, the Ministry of Public Security has strengthened the inspection, control and coordination with the forces of Border Guard, Coast Guard, Customs, and Market Management, etc. to promptly detect, arrest and strictly handle the cases of violation.

Target 16.5: Substantially reduce corruption and bribery in all their forms (Global target 16.5)

Indicator 16.5.1. Proportion of people who have to pay informal fees when using public services

Proportion of people who pay informal fees when using public services is the percentage of people identified as having paid informal fees for public services to the total number of public service users surveyed. According to the 2018 PAPI survey
, the percentage of respondents who said that no informal fees had to be paid to get information from local authorities was 97.18%. In addition, the percentage of respondents who said that they did not have to wait for a long time to get information from local authorities was 99.73%. Although there is no data series to reflect this situation, it also partly shows that most people did not have to pay informal fees or wait for a long time for getting information from local authorities.

According to the results of the 2019 PCI survey recently released by the Viet Nam Chamber of Commerce and Industry (VCCI), 53.6% of enterprises said that they had to pay informal fees, a drop compared to 2018 (54.8%). In the past 5 years (2015-2019), the proportion of enterprises paying informal fees decreased, yet still at a relatively high level. It is predicted that by 2030, this rate can be reduced to below 50%, but not yet reach the level of below 30% or 10% as defined in the roadmap.

Target 16.6: Develop transparent, effective and accountable institutions at all levels (Global target 16.6)

Indicator 16.6.1. Proportion of population satisfied with their most recent experience of public services

The Decision No. 681/QD-TTg defines a roadmap for the indicator 16.6.1 as follows: 82% by 2020, 86% by 2025, and 90% by 2030.

According to the report on 2019 SIPAS released by the Ministry of Home Affairs (MOHA), 84.45% of people and organizations satisfied with services provided by state administrative agencies nationwide, and from 73.81% to 95.26% of people and organizations satisfied with services provided by state administrative agencies in 63 provinces/cities, in which, Quang Ninh led the index (95.26%) while Binh Thuan possessed the lowest index with 73.81%, making a difference of 21.45%. It means the overall administrative satisfaction index of the whole country in 2019 increased by nearly 1.5% compared to that in 2018, and nearly 3.6% compared to that in 2017. If this trends is kept, by 2020, 2025 and 2030, this proportion is forecasted to reach 86.2%, 95.1% and 100%, respectively.

Therefore, by 2030, Viet Nam will be able to complete and exceed the roadmap in terms of increasing people's satisfaction with public services, even reach the destination 5 years earlier if the current pace of improvement is maintained.
Indicator 16.6.2. Proportion of state budget expenditure compared to the approved state budget expenditure estimates

According to the latest report of the Ministry of Finance (MOF), the national state budget expenditure in 2019 grew by 7.5% compared to the estimates, equal the an average increase of overspending rates during 2010 - 2019. Previously, 2015 and 2016 recorded the highest overspending rates in the past 10 years, at the same rate of 11.4%. Between 2017 and 2019, proportion of state budget expenditure compared to the approved state budget expenditure estimates remained at 7-5%. 2020, the last year of the 2017-2020 budget stability period, is of great  significance in the implementation of the targets of the five-year SEDP 2016-2020, and the national five-year financial plan  2016-2020. It is expected that the state budget balancing expenditure estimate in 2020 is 1,747.1 trillion VND, up 7% against the 2019 estimate. 

Target 16.7: Ensure responsive, inclusive, participatory and representative decision-making at all levels (Global target 16.7)

For the target 16.7, no monitoring indicator is proposed in the Circular No. 03/2019/TT-BKHDT, and no roadmap is defined in the Decision No. 681/QD-TTg.

In implementation of the democracy regulations at the grassroots level to promote the people's ownership, the Government has issued and implemented a great number of legal documents for promoting democracy at the grassroots level. The awareness of democracy and democratic practice of commissars, authorities, the Fatherland Front, socio-political organizations, cadres, party members, civil servants, public employees and people classes has been gradually raised. Besides, there have been many changes in administrative reform, especially administrative procedure renovation. More attention has been paid to dialogue, citizen reception, handling of complaints and denunciations, and legitimate proposals and aspirations of people and enterprises. 

The attitude and the ethics of the civil servants have been improved. The People's Inspection Committee, the Investment Supervision Board of the community and conciliation teams at the grassroots level have operated quite effectively, promoting people's participation in their residential areas. Social supervision and criticism, and suggestions for building Party and government authorities of the Fatherland Front and socio-political organizations have achieved good results.

People have participated more actively in the construction and implementation of policies and laws. The ownership of people, and forms of representative democracy have been promoted. The direct democracy has been expanded, and the motto "People know, discuss, do, and monitor" has been concretized in many fields of social life.
Target 16.8: By 2030, provide legal identity for all, including birth registration (Global target 16.9)

Indicator 16.8.1. Proportion of children under 5 years of age whose births have been registered 

The Decision No. 681/QD-TTg defines a roadmap for the indicator 16.8.1 as follows: 97% by 2020, 98.5% by 2025, and 100% by 2030.

The results of the Population and Housing Census 2019 show that the proportion of children under 5 years of age whose births have been registered was 98.8%, exceeding the target of birth registration in the national action programme on civil registration and vital statistics during 2017-2024. However, there were still 1.2% of children under 5 years of age whose births have not been registered, with a larger number in rural areas than in urban areas (1,5% versus 0.7%). The Northern Midlands and Mountains and the Central Highlands are the two regions with the highest proportions of children under 5 years of age whose births have not been registered, 2.3% and 2.9%, respectively. These regions include many ethnic minorities, have difficult terrain and need to be propagated about ensuring the rights of children in birth registration. In addition, there is no gender gap in birth registration for children under 5 years old.

In fact, the increase of this proportion may cause more difficulties in the coming period as the rest of children whose births must be registered are living in remote, mountainous, and ethnic minority areas. However, Viet Nam is still likely to reach this target ahead of time by 2020.

Target 16.9: Ensure public access to information and protect fundamental freedom, in accordance with Vietnamese legislation and international agreements that Viet Nam has signed (Global target 16.10)

The Circular No. 03/2019/TT-BKHDT proposes no monitoring indicator for the target 16.9.

The Decision No. 681/QD-TTg defines a roadmap for the target 16.9 was follows:

Statistics and reports of all 63 provinces/cities shown that 9,687 out of 10,985 communes met the criteria of legal access in 2019, equivalent to 87.6%. Compared to 2018, there was an increase of more than 600 communes. Many localities recorded the maximum proportion, such as Ba Ria - Vung Tau, Da Nang, Ha Nam, and Hau Giang. Some provinces achieved outstanding results compared to 2018, such as Son La (68.09%), Quang Ngai (75.9%), Dien Bien (70.43%), and Lang Son (85.51%)
. If this trend continues, the proportion of communes meeting the criteria of legal access is projected to reach about 93.91% by 2020, and 100% by 2025, completing this indicator earlier than expected. 

	SUMMARY: Out of 9 VSDG targets of the Goal 16 on “Peace, justice and strong institutions”, Viet Nam is likely to achieve 4 (16.4, 16.6, 16.8 and 16.9). However, in general, Viet Nam has been coping with difficulties, limitations and challenges in implementing the Goal 16 as follows: (i) The violence has been still complicated, especially serious violence against children and child abuses; (ii) The implementation of some judicial reform tasks has not been in accordance with the roadmap; there have been some seriously unjust cases; (iii) Although positive changes have been made via anti-corruption work, they are not breakthroughs. In general, corruption takes place seriously, complicatedly and delicately, especially in the financial and banking sectors, land management and use, management and exploitation of natural resources and minerals, and public investment; (iv) The legal system is cumbersome and complicated. The IT application in administrative agencies' activities is limited. In addition, the administrative agencies' databases are not user-friendly; (v) The promotion of people's participation in discussing and deciding local issues, supervising and suggesting to build the Party and government authorities in some localities is still limited. 
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Goal 17: Strengthen the means of implementation and revitalize the Global Partnership for Sustainable Development

Target 17.1: Promote an open, non‑discriminatory fair and rules-based multilateral trade system within the framework the World Trade Organization, including through the successful conclusion of negotiations on the Doha Development Agenda (Global target 17.1)

Indicator 17.1.1. Average import tax rate

The Decision No. 681/QD-TTg defines a roadmap for the indicator 17.1.1, specifically reducing average import tax rate according to the integration roadmap.
Average import tax rate is the average tax applied to goods imported into Viet Nam according to the List of exported and imported goods of Viet Nam. Average import tax rate is calculated by using the method of weighted average based on the value of imported goods. According to the Circular No. 03/2019/TT-BKHDT, this indicator will be collected and released from 2025 onward (roadmap B). Thus, in principle, official statistics on the indicator 17.1.1 are currently unavailable.

According to the MOF's report, Viet Nam officially became a WTO member on January 11, 2007. Since then, Viet Nam has seriously implemented the obligations to cut import tax according to the roadmap of WTO commitments, specifically to cut the most-favoured-nation (MFN) import tax. The average import tax rate will have been gradually reduced from the current 17.4% to 13.4% within 5 to 7 years. The average import tax rate on agricultural products will have been decreased from the current 23.5% to 20.9% within about 5 years. For industrial goods, the average import tax rate will have been declined from 16.8% to 12.6% within 5 to 7 years. The average MFN import tax rate is currently 11.38%
.

Viet Nam is implementing its commitments to cut tariffs in 11 free trade agreements (FTA) including ASEAN, ASEAN - China, ASEAN - Korea, ASEAN - Australia - New Zealand, ASEAN - India, ASEAN - Japan, Viet Nam - Japan, Viet Nam - Chile, Viet Nam - Korea, Viet Nam - Eurasian Economic Union, and Comprehensive and Progressive Agreement for Trans-Pacific Partnership (CPTPP). The reduction of special preferential import tariff is made on the basis of the Government’s Decrees on special preferential import tariffs issued in FTAs for each period, demonstrating Viet Nam's serious commitments .

It can be seen that the average import tax rate is being cut in accordance with the roadmap. With the current implementation situation, Viet Nam can reduce import tariffs under the commitments of FTAs.

Target 17.2: Improve the quality and value added of exports; Strive towards an export growth rate of over 10% per annum

Indicator 17.2.1: Value of exported goods

The Decision No. 681/QD-TTg defines a roadmap for the indicator 17.1.2 as follows: maintain an annual increase of over 10%.

The figure above shows Viet Nam’s value of exported goods in the period 2010-2019 and the annual growth rate of exports. The growth rate of exports reached 26.5% in 2010 and continued to grow over 30% in 2011. In the period 2012-2015, despite declined growth rate of exports, it was still over 10%. Following the positive results of 2017, the import and export activities in 2018 achieved impressive results, positively contributing to the overall economic growth with an increase of 13.3%. By 2019, the value of exported goods reached 264.19 billion USD, a growth rate of 8.4%. Thus, in the period 2010-2019, the annual average growth rate of exports reached 16.84%. Particularly, in the period 2016-2019, the growth rate of exports was 13.1%.

Therefore, with an average export growth rate of 18.7% in the period 2010-2019 and the current successful control of Covid-19 pandemic, Viet Nam is believed to achieve the target set out in the roadmap for the indicator 17.2.1, which is to achieve an average export growth rate of over 10% per year for the period from now to 2030.

Target 17.3: Strengthen policy coherence for sustainable development

For the target 17.3, no monitoring indicator is proposed in the Circular No. 03/2019/TT-BKHDT, and no roadmap is defined in the Decision No. 681/QD-TTg.

During the MDG implementation, Viet Nam achieved many world-acclaimed results. One of the important lessons learned from Viet Nam's success is that the right ways have selected to “nationalize” the MDGs. Of which, the integration of MDGs into socio-economic development strategies and plans of the country, localities and sectors has been considered an innovative step. These successful lessons still remain valuable for the SDG implementation within the framework of the Agenda 2030.

Viet Nam has nationalized the Agenda 2030 into the SDG NAP with 17 VSDG and 115 targets, given its conditions and development priorities. The aforementioned SDG NAP assigns the task “Integrate SDG into the process of building SEDPs, SEDSs, policies and plans of ministries, related agencies and localities; By 2020, fully integrate VSDG into the SEDS 2021-2030, SEDP 2021-2025, and the development plans of ministries and localities 2021-2030”.

In fact, the perspective of sustainable development has been integrated in to SEDS 2011-2020 and SEDP 2016-2020. A variety of SDG have been integrated into the national development policies, from laws, strategies and plans for socio-economic development to action plans of ministries, related agencies and localities. The SDG will be considered to be integrated into SEDS 2021-2030, SEDP 2021-2025 and Viet Nam's annual SEDPs in the coming time.

Target 17.4: Enhance global partnerships for sustainable development, complemented by multi-stakeholder partnerships that mobilize and share knowledge, expertise, technology and financical resources to support the achievement of sustainable development goals in Viet Nam

For the target 17.4, no monitoring indicator is proposed in the Circular No. 03/2019/TT-BKHDT, and no roadmap is defined in the Decision No. 681/QD-TTg.

International integration and diplomacy for development have significantly improved in terms of policies and actual implemention, making an important contribution to the country's socio-economic development and enhancing the position and role of Viet Nam in the international arena. Viet Nam has taken advantage of many great resources for socio-economic development. Viet Nam has signed and implemented a great number of international cooperation agreements from central to local levels. The information and consultation provided to localities and enterprises related to the world economic situation, as well as economic and trade policies of countries and partners have been promoted in a timely manner, and highly appreciated by localities and enterprises. Great resources for development, such as foreign investment, development assistance, and technical assistance have been attracted and maintained. The number of visitors to Viet Nam has been constantly increasing. International cooperation and integration in health care, education and training, technology transfer, environmental protection and climate change response have been promoted.

In 2019, Viet Nam effectively implemented the CPTPP. After just 1 year of coming into force, this first new-generation FTA in the world has helped Viet Nam's export turnover to members such as Japan, Canada and Mexico accelerate compared to 2018. Also, Viet Nam officially signed the EU-Viet Nam Free Trade Agreement (EVFTA) and the EU-Viet Nam Investment Protection Agreement (EVIPA) with the European Union, and ended the negotiation of the Regional Comprehensive Economic Partnership (RCEP).

Viet Nam successfully organized the 2nd US-North Korea summit in Ha Noi, contributing to promote dialogue, reconciliation and peace on the Korean peninsula, which was highly appreciated by international partners and community. Viet Nam was elected as a non-permanent member of the UN Security Council for the term of 2020-2021 with a record high number of votes in the history of the UN Security Council elections (192 out of 193 votes). Viet Nam's important contributions to the forums of ASEAN, ASEM and the UN as a member, as well as to the G20 Summit as a guest have been positively appreciated by partners.

In addition to the international economic integration, the integration in the fields of politics-diplomacy, defense-security and culture-society has been strongly promoted. Viet Nam participated in joint maritime exercises for the first time within the framework of ASEAN-US Maritime Exercise; signed the Framework Participation Agreement (FPA) in the EU crisis management; and acceded to Convention No. 98 of the International Labor Organization. Viet Nam’s second level-two field hospital was sent to the UN Peacekeeping Mission in South Sudan after the first field hospital had successfully completed its mission. The second ranking in the entire delegations at SEA Games 30 in the Philippines and other outstanding achievements of sports in 2019 also affirm Viet Nam's new position in the regional and international sports.

Target 17.5: Encourage and promote effective public and public - private partnerships building on the experience and resource strategies of partnerships

Indicator 17.5.1. Official development assistance and concessional loans from foreign donors

The Decision No. 681/QD-TTg defines no roadmap for the target 17.5. 

Official development assistance (ODA) and concessional loans from foreign donors are capital provided by foreign donors to Viet Nam for supporting development and ensuring welfare and social security.

Total ODA and concessional loans signed under specific international treaties for the period 2011-2019 reached about 40 billion USD. Of which, ODA loans and concessional loans accounted for about 95.48%, and ODA non-refundable aid accounted for about 4.52%. Transportation, environment (water supply and drainage, climate change response, and green growth, etc.), urban development, energy and industry are the sectors with relatively high proportions of ODA and concessional loans, while agriculture and rural development - poverty reduction, health care, society, education and training, science and technology, capacity and institutions strengthening, etc. are the ones with modest proportions.

It can be seen that from 2016 onwards, ODA and concessional loans have slowed down and dropped sharply to 871.38 million USD in 2019 due to the following main reasons: (i) Viet Nam’s public debt, including foreign loans, has increased rapidly; (ii) After Viet Nam became a middle-income country, donors have made adjustments to the policies of providing ODA and concessional loans to Viet Nam; (iii) The Law on Public Investment issued in 2014 and came effective from January 1st 2015 stipulates that the mobilization and use of ODA and concessional loans provided by foreign donors must be calculated and balanced in total development investment capital in the medium-term public investment plan for the period 2016 – 2020.

Despite a strong downward trend in the past few years, this source of capital has played an important role for development investment in the context of the limited state budget for development investment but a great demand for socio-economic infrastructure development in recent years. It can be said that in the past years, ODA and concessional loans are catalysts for development, helping Viet Nam successfully implement the strategies and plans for socio-economic development, sectors and localities. One of the biggest problems is the low disbursement rate of ODA and concessional loans, especially in recent years, for example in 2018, the disbursement of ODA and concessional loans allocated from Central budget only reached 53.6% of the plan assigned by the National Assembly. Therefore, in the coming time, it is necessary to have radical solutions to thoroughly solve this problem and optimize the efficiency of this important capital source.

	SUMMARY: With the participation in a series of bilateral and multilateral FTAs, Viet Nam has entered the era of extensive and comprehensive international integration. The country's position and power on the international arena have been increasingly enhanced in all aspects from politics, economy, society to culture and sports. According to the World Economic Forum (WEF), the global competitiveness of Viet Nam's economy jumped 10 notches compared to 2018 to 67th out of 141 countries and territories. Viet Nam has become one of the leading high-growth economies of the region, and considered one of the top 20 largest contributors to global growth in 2019 by the IMF. Given the results achieved with regard to the specific targets and indicators analyzed above, Viet Nam will achieve the Goal 17 on “Strengthen the means of implementation and revitalize the Global Partnership for Sustainable Development” by 2030 as set out in the roadmap.
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2.3. Difficulties and challenges for the implementation of VSDG
From the analysis mentioned in sections 2.1 and 2.2 above, comments on the difficulties and challenges that Viet Nam is facing when implementing the SDG NAP and other VSDG set out in the national action plan are as follows:

a) Challenges related to policy system and policy implementation   


As analyzed in Section 2.1 above, since the formation of the SDG NAP under the Prime Minister's Decision No. 622, the Government, ministries, related agencies and localities have actively implemented their tasks assigned in this Decision through concretizing the content of the Decision No. 622 into a series of newly issued or accordingly adjusted policy documents. The contents of sustainable development as outlined in the Decision No. 622 have been incorporated into the policies and mechanisms issued in recent years, significantly contributing to the achievement of VSDG in recent years. However, through the past practice, there are some shortcomings and emerging challenges that need to be overcome in the coming time. Specifically:

Firstly, although the system of mechanisms and policies on sustainable development has been formed quite fully and comprehensively, and has initially integrated cross-cutting issues, such as gender, children, and climate change into a series of newly issued and currently implemented policies, there are still many policies that have not been considered or slowly considered issues for vulnerable groups, such as people with disabilities and the elderly.

Secondly, the implementation of policies related to sustainable development requires cross-cutting and multi-disciplinary coordination, and the participation of both political and social systems. However, the current policy formulation and implementation process is still mainly top-down. The participation of stakeholders who are directly affected by the policy in policy formulation and implementation is still very limited. The creativeness and activeness of stakeholders, especially from non-state and social organizations, in the policy formulation process, policy implementation and monitoring, have not been initiated and promoted. 

Thirdly, shortcomings in the coordination among ministries, localities and social organizations in implementing policies related to sustainable development make the policy implementation process untimely and unsynchronous; obstacles in the policy implementation process have been slowly resolved, limiting the policy implementation process.   

b) Challenges for achieving SDG according to the proposed roadmap to 2030 

The analysis mentioned in Section 2.2 indicates that Viet Nam has implemented quite well its SDG since the Prime Minister issued the Decision No. 622 on the SDG NAP, and initially achieved relatively satisfactory results. By 2019, it is forecasted that Viet Nam was likely to complete 51 out of 115 targets outlined in the Decision No. 622 (accounting for 44.3% of the total number of targets) by 2030. However, the remaining 48 targets (accounting for 41.7%) will face many difficulties and challenges to achieve and 16 targets (accounting for 14%) will be unlikely to reach by 2030.

The above results are also quite compatible with the UN assessment of Viet Nam's progress towards the implementation of the global sustainable development goals in the Report on the Sustainable Development Goals 2020. Accordingly, Viet Nam was ranked 49 out of 166 countries, increasing 7 notches from the ranking of this Report in 2019 and reached a score of 73.8 points, higher than the Asia-Pacific average
.

Overall, Viet Nam can basically complete 7 out of 17 VSDG by 2030 as described above, including: Goal 01 on ending poverty; Goal 02 on ending hunger; Goal 04 on quality education; Goal 08 on economic growth and decent work; Goal 09 on promoting industry and innovation, infrastructure development; Goal 13 on climate action; and Goal 17 on global partnerships.

Out of the remaining 10 VSDG, 8 VSDG will face many difficulties and 2 VSDG will not be able to reach by 2030, including Goal 12 on sustainable production and consumption patterns and Goal 14 on life below water. Notably, even for the VSDG which are forecasted that Viet Nam will be completed by 2030, there are still targets under that goal that will face many challenges and need to overcome, and even several targets may not be fulfilled (like the VSDG 8 and 9). 

c) Challenges in mobilizing financial resources to achieve the VSDG by 2030

In order to maintain the achievements in the coming time, on the one hand Viet Nam needs to continue maintaining the necessary resources to promote the achieved results for the VSDG that have been successfully gained, on the other hand, continues to increase funding to support more effective implementation of the sustainable development goals/areas that are facing many challenges or are unlikely to achieve by 2030. However, it is uneasy to mobilize resources to meet the requirements of sustainable development in the coming years, especially in the context of the Covid-19 pandemic's global impact. The outstanding difficulties can be mentioned as follows:

Firstly, the share of state budget revenue to GDP (current prices) has declined over the years, from over 27% of GDP in the previous decade to about 25% of GDP on average during 2010-2019, at roughly the same level as the ASEAN average. Increase of the share of state budget revenue in the coming years is unlikely to be feasible when the growth in domestic revenue is unable to compensate for the drop in budget revenue due to the fact that Viet Nam has to implement the tariff reduction commitments in the international and regional free trade agreements (as described in VSDG 17) while crude oil prices are currently low. Meanwhile, the need for budget spending for development investment and recurrent expenditure is very high, creating pressure on public debt, budget deficit and macroeconomic stability in the coming time.

Secondly, although Viet Nam still receives ODA loans at a high level, actual ODA sources are on a markedly downward trend, especially after Viet Nam became a low-middle-income country in 2010. Viet Nam also gradually no longer receives concessional ODA loans as before, but in turn, will have to switch to loans at commercial interest rates. Meanwhile, Viet Nam is having an opportunity to receive international finance for green growth and climate change to make use of to offset the decline in ODA in the coming years.

Thirdly, capital mobilized from FDI and remittances continue to remain at a high level, but the quality and stability depends on a variety of external factors and the domestic business environment. Despite of rapid increase of FDI inflows into Viet Nam in recent years, the quality of FDI as well as the spread of the FDI sector to the country's sustainable development are not really clear. Viet Nam needs to seize the opportunity to receive quality FDI inflows that tend to shift from some countries to Southeast Asian countries due to the impact of the Covid-19 pandemic in the coming years. In addition to FDI, Viet Nam is one of the ten countries receiving the highest remittances in the world, with the continuously increased volume of remittances to Viet Nam over the years. In the period 2016-2019, Viet Nam received annual average remittances at nearly 15 billion USD. In 2019 alone, remittances to Viet Nam reached 16.7 billion USD, the highest ever and increased by 4.4% compared to the previous year.

Fourthly, investment from the domestic private sector has not shown its role as the driving force of the country's economic growth and sustainable development as expected by the Government. Although the share of private investment has increased from 36% of total investment in 2010 to 46% in 2019, it is still lower than countries in the region, such as Laos (53.6%), Malaysia (58.2%), Philippines (80.6%), and Thailand (86.2%). While other financial sources, especially from the state budget, will face difficulties, the mobilization of private financial sources should be more focused to achieve the sustainable development goals in the coming time.       

Fifthly, the Covid-19 pandemic has been occurred since the end of 2019 but it shows no sign of being controlled on a global scale, which will comprehensively affect the Vietnamese economy for many coming years. It is predicted that if this pandemic has not been prevented globally, Viet Nam's economic growth rate in 2020 and the coming years will substantially decelerate compared to previous years, leading to negative consequences for other sectors of the economy. Obviously, in such a context, mobilization of capital from the above sources for the economy in the coming time will be very difficult and pose a great challenge for the realization of VSDG.   

d) Challenges in collecting information for monitoring and evaluating progress towards sustainable development goals
Monitoring and evaluation of the results of SDG implementation is an important task and should be implemented regularly. The Circular No. 03 issued by the Minister of Planning and Investment with 158 quantitative indicators has created a basis for monitoring and evaluating the results of SDG implementation. In addition, The Prime Minister's Decision No. 681 outlines the implementation roadmap with targets to be achieved by 2020, 2025 and 2030. 

However, the collection of data and information for the monitoring indicators in the Circular No. 03 as compared to the roadmap set out under the Decision No. 681 is still facing many difficulties as follows:

The results of the review indicate that 16 out of 115 targets (accounting for 13.9%) currently have no monitoring indicators (according to the Circular No. 03), and no roadmap by 2030 is identified (according to the Decision No. 681). In other words, the assessment of these SDG will have to rely on other qualitative methods, and it is difficult to have a basis for predicting whether Viet Nam will meet the roadmap by 2030 or not.

In addition, the biggest difficulty in monitoring the implementation of the targets is the lack of collected and updated data as required in the Circular No. 03 and the Decision No. 681. At present, there is a lack of data and information related to 34 out of 158 statistical indicators in the Circular No. 03 (accounting for 21.5%), of which there are also indicators classified in the group of indicators of immediate collection and release from 2020. Besides, most of the indicators are only available in the form of national aggregates, many indicators lack data disaggregated by target groups, especially vulnerable groups (such as children, people with disabilities). The reasons of this situation are: i) Many indicators can only be collected through new surveys or integrated into the existing ones, but due to lack of resources (both financial and human resources) they cannot be conducted; ii) Human resources for the statistical work of sustainable development in ministries and localities are limited, most of them are part-time, while many statistical indicators under the Circular No. 03 that are assigned to ministries are outside the sectoral statistical system; iii) At present, there is no standard and unified database on the sustainable development statistical system in Viet Nam, so data series are unavailable.        
CHAPTER 3: RECOMMENDATIONS 
AND PROPOSALS 
3.1. Background for SDG implementation in the coming period

a. International context

Peace, cooperation, association and development are still the main trend, yet strategic competition among major countries is complex and intense, and the multi-polar world becomes clear. Globalization and international integration continue to be promoted, albeit a great number of obstacles and challenges under the form of increased populism and protectionism, and unpredictable policy adjustments and foreign relations of major countries in the region and the world. The global economic growth and international trade and investment tend to decrease while global public debt increases, and risks in international financial and monetary markets expand.

Science, technology, innovation and the fourth industrial revolution are happening in a fast and disruptive manner, exerting a profound and multidimensional impact on a global scale. Digital technology will change state management methods, models of production, business, consumption and cultural and social life. Technological progress can change the nature of global trade, investment and labor, creating opportunities for latecomers to accelerate development but can also turn production backward to developed countries, limiting global capital flows.

The trend of urbanization and development of smart cities is increasing. Competition among countries to become a financial innovative hub is growing. The Asia-Pacific region has an important position in the world, continues to be an important driving force of the global economy, but has potential instability factors due to strategic competition, and territorial and resource disputes. The East Sea situation becomes complicated and unpredictable, seriously threatening the peace and stability of the region and the investment and development environment.

Challenges of climate change, environmental degradation, resource depletion, cross-border water usage, especially water resources on the Mekong River, and increased non-traditional security have raised urgent demands on strengthening cooperation, posing many unprecedented problems and challenges for sustainable development.

The year 2020 marks exactly a decade for mankind to fulfill the SDG set out in the Agenda 2030. However, this is the year that witnessed the Covid-19 pandemic and its globally multifaceted impact. The Covid-19 pandemic threatens to cause global economic and social crisis, especially in developing and least developed countries, increasing the risk of unfulfilling the 17 global SDG by 2030 in many countries. 

The UN's 2020 SDG Report, based on the most up-to-date data prior to the Covid-19 pandemic, shows that the world is on the wrong track to achieving its SDG by 2030. Some achievements can be mentioned are: the rate of children and young people out of school and the rate of infectious diseases have dropped; access to safe drinking water has improved and women's representation in leadership has increased. Meanwhile, the number of people in food insecurity situation has risen, the natural environment has continued to be severely degraded and the increase of inequality has persisted in many regions. Now, because of COVID-19, an unprecedented social, economic and health crisis is threatening people's lives and livelihoods, it is therefore even more difficult to achieve the global SDG. As of early August, the number of deaths due to the Covid-19 pandemic was nearly 700,000 and continues to increase. Unlike many other pandemics that happened before, the Covid-19 pandemic has happened in more than 200 countries and almost no country can escape from it. Health systems in many countries have been pushed to the brink of collapse. The livelihoods of half of the global workforce have been severely affected. More than 1.6 billion students cannot go to school and tens of millions of people are being pushed back into extreme poverty, erasing the modest progress made in recent years since the Agenda 2030 was launched and implemented on the global coverage.

According to the World Bank Report
, under the impact of the Covid-19 pandemic, growth in other developing countries in East Asia and the Pacific reaches 1.3% under the baseline scenario, and lowers to negative 2.8% in 2020 according to lower-case scenario, compared to an increase of 4.7% in 2019. However, given unpredictable development of the Covid-19 pandemic, many economies in the world is struggling to cope with the second wave of the pandemic, causing the world economy to continue to suffer negative impacts and face a more deeply crisis as well as slower recovery momentum than expected.

The control of the pandemic will be a condition for recovery, but the risk of prolonged financial stress remains large, even beyond 2020. The most vulnerable are countries that are heavily dependent on trade, tourism, commodity, and volatile financial flows and are in large debt. The COVID-19 shock will have a serious impact on poverty reduction, both directly through illness and indirectly through loss of income. According to the baseline growth scenario, the number of people escaping from poverty in the whole region will decrease by 24 million people in 2020 compared to the absence of the pandemic (according to the poverty threshold of 5.50 USD per day). Under the lower-case scenario, the number of poor people is estimated to increase by about 11 million.

a. National context


After nearly 35 years of reform, Viet Nam has gained great and historical achievements through its much stronger position and power, the expanded size, potentials and competitiveness of the economy, improved independence and self-control, more accumulated experience in leadership, direction and administration of socio-economic development. The macroeconomy is basically stable, leading to the improved confidence of the business community and society. The quality of economic growth has been gradually enhanced. The economic structure has initially shifted to depth. The efficiency of using inputs has improved significantly, increasing the openness of the economy and attracting a large amount of foreign direct investment. The private sector has contributed increasingly and become an important driving force in promoting the country's economic development.

Politics-society is stable, attention has been paid to culture, society, environment, national defense and security, and foreign affairs, which has brought about positive changes. The middle class has grown rapidly. Viet Nam continues to take advantage of the golden population opportunity. The results of new rural construction have been strengthened, and the lives of people in all aspects have constantly improved. Aspiration for a prosperous, self-reliant and resilient Viet Nam is the endogenous strength for the country to develop sustainably in the coming time.

However, the economy still faces shortcomings, limitations and potential risks, the risk of lagging behind is still large, fundamental factors such as institutions, infrastructure, human resources, etc. to enable Viet Nam soon to become a modern industrialized country are still lower than the requirements. The level of science, technology, productivity, quality, efficiency and competitiveness are low. The economy's openness is high while its resilience and adaptation to external impacts are weak. The capacity to access to the digital economy and digital society remains limited. GDP growth tends to slow down, and the risk of falling into the middle-income trap and falling further behind of the economy remains a challenge. Demand for capital has increased sharply to meet development requirements while concessional capital and aid have declined.

The urbanization process continues to take place rapidly, creating great pressure on the need for infrastructure development and treatment of environmental pollution. There are challenges in exploitation and efficient and sustainable use of water, natural resources and land. Climate change is happening rapidly, violently and unpredictably, affecting production and people's life. The gap between the rich and the poor and the level of development between some areas, regions and localities tends to be widen. The rapid increase in population aging puts pressure on the social security system and on economic growth. The protection of independence, sovereignty, and national security faces many difficulties and challenges. Political security, social order and safety in some areas and the sabotage of enemy forces are complicated. Non-traditional security factors, natural disasters, epidemics, and climate change, etc. are forecasted to have unpredictable developments, seriously affecting production and people's lives.

The year 2020, the last year of the SEDP 2016-2020, is of great importance, creating momentum for the implementation of the SEDP 2021-2025 and the SEDS 2021-2030. In 2020, like other countries, Viet Nam is going through the war with the Covid-19 pandemic. Given its wide openness and international integration, Viet Nam' socio-economy has been deeply affected, causing disruption of supply chains and trade flows and delay of production, business and service activities, having direct impacts on import and export, aviation, tourism, accommodation, catering, health, education, labor, and employment. Many enterprises go bankrupt, dissolve, suspend operations, and reduce their size. In the second quarter and the first six months of 2020, 30.8 million Vietnamese people were affected by the COVID-19 pandemic, of which 2.4 million workers lost their jobs, the national unemployment rate increased by 2.73%, GDP in the first 6 months of 2020 increased by 1.81%, the lowest growth rate of the first six months of years in the period 2011-2020.

Right after the outbreak of the pandemic, leaders of the Party, State and the entire political system took a drastic action, together with the unanimity and solidarity of the entire people and the entire army, the pandemic prevention and control have achieved good results, initially repelled and controlled the disease. In 2020, the Government has taken timely policies to step by step support enterprises and people to overcome the difficulties caused by the COVID-19 pandemic. As a result, socio-economic activities are being restored, and the socio-economic performance has recorded positive changes, which is highly appreciated by the international community. The Vietnamese people have increasingly believed in the leadership of the Party and State and the direction of the Government.

However, the COVID-19 pandemic is still complicated and unpredictable globally, and the negative impacts of the pandemic on all socio-economic aspects continue to persist. Although there has not been an adequate assessment of the impact of the COVID-19 pandemic on the achievement of the SDG in Viet Nam, it can be assumed that this pandemic will certainly exert significant and comprehensive impacts on the outcomes that Viet Nam has previously achieved and progress towards the SDG implementation in the coming years as well as the achievement of the SDG by 2030.

3.2. General recommendations and proposals to achieve the SDG in the coming years

Given the difficulties and challenges analyzed in the Chapter 2 related to the realization of the SDG, in the development context of the coming period, Viet Nam needs to focus on the following solutions:

a. Mobilizing resources for sustainable development 


Mobilizing domestic private capital for sustainable development 

Viet Nam needs to improve the business environment, remove unreasonable barriers that are hindering domestic private enterprises' operation and development; implement policies to promote their competitiveness, improve their technological capacity, and strengthen links and connections in domestic and global value chains.

The informal sector currently accounts for a large share and seems not to develop and join the formal system. If this continues, it will be a barrier for maintaining high growth, and at the same time, will have a significant impact on the results of sustainable development (due to non-compliance with laws, especially taxes, environment, and implementation of policies on social security for employees and occupational safety, etc.). Therefore, it is necessary to have more effective policies to promote establishments in the informal sector to switch to formal sector, effectively enforce the law, and expand production size.

SME-supporting policies need to focus on helping SMEs develop in size, improve their management skills, connect markets, and innovate.

There is a need to accelerate the process of reforming state-owned enterprises, strengthen the market mechanism for this group of enterprises to facilitate the development of the private sector by completely eliminating market distortions due to favoring state owned enterprises to create a fair playing field, and encourage the application of effective corporate governance principles in both the private and public sectors in a healthy market economy. 

Shifting focus on attracting foreign direct investment (FDI) from quantity to quality 

Strengthening the appraisal capacity to select quality investment projects, complying with standards of environment, technology, safety, enhancing promotion of technology transfer of FDI projects in parallel with the responsiveness of domestic industry are needed. In particular, it is necessary to limit the incentives to attract FDI through taxes and other special preferential conditions. Instead, it should focus on improving the business environment, on-site infrastructure and human resources, and minimizing business risks for foreign investors. 

Well prepared conditions for a successful transition to the "post-ODA" phase

It is necessary to find opportunities to mobilize new international financial resources to curb a sudden decline in official development assistance flows, such as through international financial funds, and new financial institutions with sustainable development orientation, combining with private capital flows in the form of PPP.     

b. Using the mobilized resources in a concentrated and effective manner to achieve the SDG

It is necessary to enhance public financial resources through the improved efficiency of tax systems and policies, the improved efficiency of public spending, and the reformed public financial management towards openness and transparency. Efficiency of public investment should be enhanced, and public investment projects should ensure their spillover effects to promote sustainable development. Moreover, it is necessary to secure budget for public investment projects to promote sustainable growth and development. The medium and long-term public investment plans for the period 2021-2025 need to be integrated into the SDG to ensure that the allocated capital is more focused and concentrated.

Consideration should also be given to the prioritization of the selected public investment projects proposed in the UNDP's Financing Sustainable Development Report. Accordingly, there should be some additional criteria to choose prioritized public investment projects, such as: those that can solve infrastructure bottlenecks, stimulate private investment, create spillover effects, be capable of capital recovery, and provide a public good or service that cannot be offered by the private sector. 

The efficiency of government recurrent budget expenditures should be improved. This requirement should receive the attention of the whole society because recurrent expenditure from the budget has increased rapidly in recent years. In parallel with the improvement of the high rate of administrative expenditure, it is necessary to use the budget expenditure effectively. Inspection, supervision and financial discipline in budget expenditure should be strengthened.

Good management of public debt is also a solution to reduce the rate of budget spending on annual debt repayments, currently close to the ceiling allowed by the National Assembly (65% of GDP). To do this, it is necessary to i) regularly analyze and assess public debt risks in order to promptly warn the Government; ii) implement a strict monitoring, supervision and evaluation mechanism for public debt on all debts, including debts of local governments, debt of the Government, and loans from state-owned enterprises.

c. Continuing to improve institutions and policies in parallel with the integration of sustainable development policies, financial resources for sustainable development and the targets to be achieved in the SEDP and SEDS in a cross-cutting and inter-sectoral manner to make sure no one is left behind 
The legal system and policy mechanisms in the direction of adjusting, supplementing and issuing new legal documents to ensure a full legal framework for the SDG implementation should be improved. The efficiency of state management on national sustainable development should also be enhanced.

Viet Nam will soon implement the SEDS 2021-2030 and the 5-year SEDP 2021-2025. This will be an important milestone to be able to incorporate the SDG contents into the SEDS and SEDP as well as strategies, policies and action plans of specific sectors in the direction of linking targets and policies with implementation resources. This will help the direction of the implementation of the SEDS and SEDP in the coming period be more centralized.
d. Strengthening coordination and cooperation among stakeholders to create spillovers in the SDG implementation; Ensuring the SDG implementation to be the work of the Government, the political system and the entire society

The close connection of the SDG in the implementation process requires effective coordination between government agencies at all levels and stakeholders. The National Council for Sustainable Development and Competitiveness together with the Inter-agency Working Group on Sustainable Development, whose members are from ministries, related agencies and other stakeholders, should be more active in connecting and promoting coordination in the SDG implementation.

In addition, coordination between central and local governments should be promoted to ensure consistency in the SDG implementation as well as implementation of related development strategies and plans. There is a need to ensure the smooth two-way exchange, communication and sharing between the central and local authorities on the SDG implementation through IT application, such as forming a specialized SDG website. 

It is necessary to properly define the roles of stakeholders in the process of SDG implementation in order to maximize their participation and contribution. For example, the National Assembly, as the legislature, can ensure that the spirit "no one is left behind" of the SDG NAP is reflected in the legal systems and ensure their implementation in practice, promote gender equality, ensure the rights of the vulnerable, etc. The National Assembly also plays an important role in budget allocation, ensuring necessary resources to achieve the SDG. Similarly, the press and media need to actively participate through their dissemination of information on the SDG and the initiatives (as well as failures) in the SDG implementation, creating a dialogue channel between the government, policy-making agencies and the people in the SDG implementation.

It is necessary to continue the administrative reforms. Moreover, refined apparatus, improved working efficiency and the quality work of civil servants should be prioritized in the next period. In addition, enhancement of IT application, e-government at all levels and in all stages in the process of performing public administrative tasks and enhancement of the openness and transparency in the implementation of the Government activities should be fostered.

In the process of SDG implementation, the business community, socio-political organizations, and social organizations play a very important role. Enterprises are both investment partners and the direct implementation agents of the SDG. Therefore, the business community needs to actively implement activities, such as minimizing negative production impacts on sustainable development, investing in green growth initiatives and projects, and having social responsibility to the community and society. Socio-political organizations and social organizations must become nuclei of advocacy and awareness raising of sustainable development, collecting information, conducting studies to detect problems, providing peer review, and supervising the SDG implementation at all levels and with all stakeholders, and promoting transparency and openness in the SDG implementation. These organizations need to get involved in the development and implementation of sustainable development policies and plans.

In addition, international cooperation should be strengthened in the SDG implementation. Viet Nam needs to actively join and organize activities to share and learn experiences, improve capacity to implement the SDG, and proactively coordinate with the international community in addressing global and regional issues and challenges faced during SDG implementation.

e. Improving capacity of statistical system on the sustainable development at the national and local levels as a basis for monitoring and evaluating the results of the SDG implementation in Viet Nam
The statistical system on sustainable development should be strengthened in the coming time to meet the requirements of monitoring and evaluation of the SDG, specifically:

Firstly, investment in the statistical system of sustainable development at the national and local levels should be increased, in parallel with mobilization of domestic and foreign resources, including non-state sources for surveys, collection and processing of statistics on sustainable development.

Secondly, it is necessary to continue to improve the capacity of statistical agencies at all levels in terms of data collection and processing, and management the SDG information system. Data on SDG in the statistical system should be disaggregated according to the requirements of the SDG, such as income group, age, gender, geography, ethnicity, disability, etc.

Thirdly, IT application in data collection and processing, and management of SDG information system should be enhanced. An open mechanism for using information system should be built, and opportunities to access to information and data on sustainable development indicators for stakeholders should be ensured. 

3.3. Priorities to be implemented in the coming time 

In order to create a basis for the achievement of the SDG by 2030, in addition to general solutions, in the coming time, ministries and related agencies need to prioritize the implementation of tasks and solutions as follows
:

a) Ministry of Planning and Investment

- Analyzing, evaluating and forecasting domestic and foreign developments, as well as developing and updating growth scenarios to promptly advise the Government and the Prime Minister on how to ensure macroeconomic stability and inflation control, and maintain the economy's major balances.

- Concretizing solutions to create clearer changes in the economic restructuring associated with innovating growth models, and improving productivity, quality, efficiency, autonomy and competitiveness of the economy.

- Reviewing, supervising and evaluating the effectiveness and implementation of policies to support enterprises, especially start-ups and innovation enterprises; proposing to amend and supplement policies to support enterprises to increase productivity, improve governance capacity and international integration. Monitoring, surveying, evaluating and synthesizing every year on the implementation of the Sustainable development plan for enterprises in private sector to 2025, vision to 2030 approved in Decision No. 1362/QĐ-TTg dated 11 October 2019 by the Prime Minister. 

- Reviewing and amending regulations of the Law on Bidding to apply incentives for green procurement and incorporate green criteria into the selection of contractors for investment projects using the State budget.

- Supporting establishments and enterprises to transform into sustainable business models, using cleaner production technologies, efficiently using natural resources, and protecting the environment. 

b) Ministry of Finance

Implementing a roadmap to eliminate subsidies for fossil fuels, in parallel with reviewing and amending related taxes (such as environmental protection tax, and natural resource tax, etc.). 

c) Ministry of Labor, War Invalids and Social Affairs 

- Continuing to well implement regular and ad-hoc assistance to the vulnerable groups in the society, especially people with disabilities, people in areas damaged by natural disasters and epidemics, having effective solutions to cope with population aging problems, improving the quality of life and promoting the role of the elderly. 

- Studying to raise the social security standard, formulating and submitting for issuance of national multidimensional poverty standards for the period 2021-2025, continuing to review, supplement, complete and effectively implement policies, programs and projects to support poor households, near-poor households, social policy beneficiaries and other vulnerable groups to increase access to basic social services. 

- Building and completing a legal corridor for the development of social work; Studying and proposing amendments of the Law on the Elderly and the Law on Persons with Disabilities, and improving the legal framework on social security in the direction of integrating relevant existing laws. 

- Developing and implementing the National Target Program on poverty reduction and sustainable social security, with attention paid to the 40% of the poorest population, focusing on policies to support vocational education associated with sustainable job creation, access to preferential credit and other social security policies; Implementing innovative solutions and developing vocational education; Paying special attention to training human resources with high skills and technical expertise to meet the requirements of the fourth industrial revolution; Strengthening links and mobilizing enterprises to participate in vocational education associated with job creation for employees.

- Well implementing policies and solutions to create jobs for employees associated with improving the quality of jobs; Continuing to expand coverage, increase beneficiaries and improve the effectiveness of the implementation of social insurance and unemployment insurance policies.

- Well implementing policies to promote gender equality and women’s empowerment, ensuring practicality and effectiveness; Promoting and diversifying communication activities to raise awareness on gender equality. 

- Strengthening IT application in addressing social security policies and building a national database on social security; Renovating social security payments in the direction of not using cash. 

d) Ministry of Natural Resources and Environment

- Effectively supervising the exploitation and use of water resources; Ensuring the quality of water sources for domestic use and adequate supply for the people; Monitoring, evaluating and forecasting the deterioration, depletion and salinity of water sources; Promoting cross-border sharing of water resources. 

- Reviewing the legal framework on the management of discharge activities, especially the discharge of hazardous chemicals into the environment to promulgate adequate and appropriate legal regulations to ensure prevention and control of sources of environmental pollution; Strictly handling establishments that cause serious environmental pollution and acts of causing environmental pollution; Strictly controlling waste discharge sources, especially waste water and waste from craft villages, rural domestic waste as well as the import of scrap for using as raw production materials. 

- Promulgating mechanisms and policies on waste classification at source; Building and deploying models of waste classification, collection and treatment; Minimizing plastic waste, strengthening international cooperation in solving ocean plastic waste issues; Completing the formulation and issuance of environmental standards and technical regulations on the environment equivalent to those of advanced countries in the world to ensure international integration. 

- Regularly observing the impact of marine pollution sources from the mainland, especially from river basins, and coastal agricultural areas using chemicals and plant protection products of chemical origin; Controlling and completely preventing the dumping of hazardous waste into the sea in any form. 

- Implementing measures to enhance capacity to adapt to the impacts of climate change and reduce greenhouse gas emissions; Strengthening capacity and well monitoring, forecasting and warning natural disasters, ensuring early warning and sufficient details for extreme weather events. 

đ) Ministry of Health

- Implementing universal health coverage to significantly increase the people's access to safe, effective, quality, and affordable healthcare services, medicines and essential vaccines. 

- Focusing on prevention, early detection of diseases, timely treatment, and care for the health of mothers, children, the elderly, the poor, and ethnic minority people to improve physical stature, fitness, longevity and healthy life years of the Vietnamese people. 

- Completing the network of medical facilities to respond to changes in disease patterns, population aging and the 4.0 revolution in the health sector. 

e) Ministry of Industry and Trade

- Promoting and facilitating the development of power sources and transmission grids; Promptly exploiting and developing renewable energy sources, in association with ensuring the environment, especially solar power; Completing mechanisms and policies to encourage private sector to invest in renewable energy. 

- Increasing the use of new and renewable energy sources to supply remote and isolated areas, border and islands; Developing management mechanisms to maintain and develop power sources in these areas.

- Leading and organizing the implementation of the National Action Plan on Sustainable Consumption and Production for the period of 2021-2030 (issued in the Prime Minister's Decision No. 889/QĐ-TTg dated June 24, 2020); Completing policies on sustainable production and consumption; Promoting the greening of the distribution system and developing the national supply chain of environment-friendly products and services, giving priority to products produced and supplied by small and medium enterprises; Promoting the development of environmental industry and waste recycling industry. 

g) Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development

- Formulating, renewing mechanisms and policies, and developing an information system to ensure national food security to meet the demand for food and foodstuff consumption in the country in both quantity and quality. 

- Promoting agricultural restructuring towards increasing added value, sustainably developing in association with innovating growth models, building new-style rural areas associated with environmental protection; Continuing to improve the policy system supporting and motivating agricultural production, and developing hi-tech agriculture and production of goods in the direction of modernity and high efficiency. 

- Modernizing fisheries management; Developing an appropriate management mechanism to orient the sustainable exploitation, conservation and development of marine resources; Renovating the formation of fisheries cooperatives and alliances towards the real benefit of fishermen, protection of the sustainable ecological environment, community cohesion, development and stabilization of society in seas and islands. 

- Protecting the environment, developing livestocks towards biology and safety; Strictly controlling the use of prohibited substances in livestock. 

- Managing, protecting, developing and using sustainably the existing forest areas; Taking measures to effectively prevent deforestation and illegal forest exploitation; Promoting development of forest environment services; sustainably managing forests, and providing certification of plantation timber according to the Vietnamese standards and international practices. 

h) Ministry of Education and Training

- Mobilizing and adopting effective mechanisms to support people in enrolment for school-age children, especially in remote and isolated areas, disadvantaged areas, and ethnic minorities. Implementing inclusive education, special education for children with disabilities. Completing policies to support learners belonging to policy beneficiaries, ethnic minorities, and local women, especially localities with difficult socio-economic conditions. 

- Increasing investment from the budget, and facilities to support educational development in disadvantaged regions and ethnic minorities, and to support social policy beneficiaries; Continuing to consolidate and develop the system of schools and educational institutions suitable to the conditions of ethnic minorities, areas affected by natural disasters and climate change, mountainous areas and islands; Advising the Government to develop and implement an appropriate roadmap for tuition exemption for 5-year-old preschool and lower secondary education. 

- Encouraging the socialization of education appropriate to areas with socio-economic difficulties in order to mobilize social resources to educate girls, children with disabilities, ethnic minority children and vulnerable children. 

i) Ministry of Transport

- Effectively implementing the restructuring of the transport market in a reasonable way; Arranging, innovating, and improving the efficiency of the transportation system's operation and promoting freight transportation from roadways to other modes of transport to reduce pressure on road transport, ensure fuel savings and lower emissions (waterways and railways). 

- Further promoting the development of public passenger transport by bus in urban areas; Speeding up the investment and putting into operation the bus rapid transit and the urban railway routes in Ha Noi and Ho Chi Minh City. 

- Developing, issuing and applying fuel consumption norms for a number of vehicles in accordance with the actual conditions; Promoting the use of biofuel, and clean fuel (CNG, LPG, etc.) for motor vehicles. 

- Implementing the project of developing logistics services to optimize time and transport costs, and reduce fuel consumption; Developing activities of transport transaction floors to connect transport networks; Approaching and applying smart transport technology, green transport technology, reducing greenhouse gas emissions in circulation and transportation of goods. 

- Investing in the development of the transport system with attention to the people with disabilities, the elderly, women and children; Implementing ticket price exemption and reduction, public transport service prices for people with disabilities and children according to regulations. 

k) Ministry of Construction

- Studying mechanisms and policies to promote the role of large cities, attract resources for urban development in line with potentials, advantages and practical conditions of each region and each urban area. 

- Improving institutions on technical infrastructure (Law on water resources, Law on the drainage and treatment of wastewater, method of determining clean water prices, etc.); Developing synchronous infrastructure according to the roadmap suitable to urban development and socio-economic development conditions of each region, locality and country; Ensuring safe water supply for the people, urban environmental sanitation, promoting economical and rational water use, and effective water reuse. 

- Further studying and proposing mechanisms and solutions to promote the Social housing development programme, and providing accommodation for poor households, civil servants, public employees and workers in industrial zones, and social policy beneficiaries who meet difficulties in housing. 

- Further implementing preferential policies to mobilize investments in housing for low-income and middle-income employees; Abolishing slums, building, upgrading and renovating poor quality houses. 

- Researching on green urban development solutions, applying energy saving solutions to housing, office and service projects; Having solutions to encourage the use of new, advanced, energy-saving and environment-friendly building materials. 

l) Ministry of Culture, Sports and Tourism

- Studying specific, practical and more appropriate policies and measures for cultural development, developing people in harmony with economic growth. 

- Promoting the value of cultural and artistic heritages, step by step building the national image and brand. 

- Focusing on improvement of the quality of tourism services, enhancing tourism promotion in a professional manner and in association with target markets, taking tourism products and tourism brands as the focus; Closely connecting tourism promotion with national image promotion. 

m) Ministry of Information and Communications

- Directing authorities of press, broadcasting, electronic information, and basic information to step up the communication and advocacy of the Resolution and other related contents in order to improve the social awareness of the SDG and the SDG NAP. 

- Leading and coordinating with ministries, related agencies and localities to implement the National Digital Transformation Programme to 2025, and vision to 2030 (issued in the Prime Minister's Decision No. 749/QĐ-TTg dated June 3, 2020) to develop digital government, digital economy, and digital society, increasing labor productivity, creating a new driving force for economic growth, and ensuring sustainable development. 

- Promoting the universalization of broadband Internet as an essential utility, popularizing smartphones, especially to public areas, towards the goal of ensuring comprehensive connectivity and leaving no one behind; Building telecommunications as an essential digital infrastructure for digital economic development, digital society, and for comprehensive national digital transformation.

- Developing a legal framework for the development, testing and application of products, solutions, and services, and piloting new technology business models in Viet Nam to encourage innovation and creativity; Promoting the application of technology, digital products and solutions in essential sectors of the economy.

- Improving capacity, and increasing digital training for people, especially people in remote and isolated areas, in order to achieve the goal of narrowing the digital gap and reducing inequality in the society.

- Focusing on development of information and communication infrastructure for remote and isolated areas, mountainous areas and islands; Well ensuring the people's right to information and access to information, especially in remote and isolated areas, and ethnic minority areas.

n) Ministry of Justice

- Further studying to innovate the law building process to enhance the quality of law development, supplementing and improving the legal system for awareness raising of the rule of law and the right to equal justice access; researching on solutions to strengthen law enforcement, without discrimination for sustainable development. 

- Reviewing and proposing to improve the current legal system to ensure equal rights of all people, especially women, the poor, and the vulnerable to economic resources, to access to basic services, land use rights and natural resources, ownership and control of other types of property as stipulated by the Constitution. 

- Building a transparent, efficient, stable, accessible and accountable institution at all levels; Further improving legal regulations on the relationship between the State and the people.
