In the UK today, fewer and fewer teenagers are playing games
outside with their friends; 85% prefer playing computer games
on their own. In fact, playing computer games is one of the
most popular leisure activities in the UK. In 2003, British
shoppers spent £1,152 million on computer games!

Sometimes the hardest thing about feelings is sharing them
with others. But sharing your feelings helps you feel better and
also helps you to get closer to people who are important to you.

The Boat Race

The Boat Race takes place in Londan every year in the
spring. It is a race between two teams — one from Oxford
University and the other from Cambridge University. Each
team has eight rowers and a ‘cox’, the person who shouts
instructions to the rowers and steers the boat. The rowers
are usually very big and strong (often about 200
centimetres tall), but the cox is usually small and light so
that the boat doesn’t have to carry much extra weight.

The teams spend months preparing for the race. They
begin training in September.

The British do not make many action films. They are
more famous for historical dramas and, more
recently, romantic comedies like Four Weddings and
a Funeral. However, in 1962 a film called Dr No
appeared. It was about an intelligence agent called
James Bond and was an immediate success. There
are now over twenty Bond films, and they are some of
the most successful action films ever made.

B

Ian Fleming, the author of the James Bond books,
was born in 1908, and went to Eton, one of the
most expensive private schools in Britain. In the
19305 he worked as a journalist and a banker. But
he wanted a more exciting life and in the Second
World War he got a job in the British Intelligence
Service. After the war Fleming returned to
Journalism, but in 1853 he started writing thrillers,
using his wartime experience in the intelligence
services. In all he wrote fourteen Bond books, selling
millions of copies around the world. He died in 1964,

Water throwing festival

The weather in Thailand is very hot in spring, but if you are
visiting that country in April, it might be a good idea to take
an umbrella and a raincoat with you. Every year on 13 April,
which is New Year in Thailand, there is a water throwing
festival.

Cheese rolling

Nobody knows exactly when this tradition at Cooper’s
Hill in the centre of England started, but it was hundreds
of years ago. The rules are simple: you have to chase a
large, round cheese down a very steep hill. This
dangerous event takes place every vear at the end of May.
Participants often break arms or legs, and even the
spectators are at risk : one vear, a cheese jumped into the
air and hit a 539-year-old grandmother on the head. 1997
was a particularly bad year for easualties. Up to 37 people
were hurt, so in 1998, the local authorities banned the
cheese rolling. However, because of all the protests, the
ban only lasted a year and the rradition started again in
1999. To reduce the number of injuries, participants and
spectators had to follow a few simple safety rules. Now,
only about twelve people a year get injured!

A Ole Kirk Christiansen was a poor carpenter from Denmark who
started a business making stepladders, ironing boards and
wooden toys with his son Godtfred in 1932. The wooden toys
quickly became the most popular product he sold, so in 1954 he
decided to concentrate on making them and chose the name
LEGO for their company. The word comes from two Danish words,
‘LEg GOdt', meaning 'play well'. Coincidentally, in Latin fego means

The author of the Shedock Holmes stories was Arthur
Conan Doyle. He was born in Scotland in 1859 and studied
medicine ar Edinburgh university. After leaving university he
moved to the south of England and worked as a doctor, but
in his spare time he started to write derective stories,

The hero of the stories is a private detective called Sherock
Holmes, whao lives at 221b Baker Street in London. There is
now a museum at thar address, (See http:/'www.sherock-
holmes.co.uk.) Holmes is tall and thin, with a long, sharp
face. He usually wears a deerstalker hat, smokes a pipe or
cigarettes, and carries a magnifying glass. He is an extremely
intelligent man who always thinks logically abour the crimes
he is trving to salve. He is also a brilliant violinist. However,
he has a dark side to his characrer: he is a lonely and rather
sad man who is easily bored with evervday life. He often gets
depressed and sometimes spends all day in bed. He is not
married and says that he doesn’t understand women,
Holmes lives with his assistant and only friend, Dr Warson,
Warson describes him in one of the stories as *a brain
without a heart’ and *more a machine than a man’,

In 1893, after Conan Doyle had written 25 storics about
Holmes, he got bored with his detective and decided thar
Holmes would die in the next story. At the end of the story
called The Final Praoflem, Holmes fights Professor Moriarty,
his greatest enemy, by a huge waterfall in Switzerdand. They
both die when they fall into the warerfall. But the Holmes
stories were already incredibly popular and his fans were
very upser. Conan Doyle had ro bring his character back o
life. He continued to write Sherlock Holmes storics for
another 25 years. In the end, he wrote four novels and 56
short stories about the grear detective.

William Shakespeare is probably the most
famous playwright in history. He was born
on 23 April 1564 in Stratford-upon-Avon
in England. He was one of cight brothers
and sisters. His father, John Shakespeare,
wias a successiul businessman, William
went to school in Stratford and learned
Latin and Greek, but he didn't go to university. At the age of
fifteen he went to work in his father's business.

When he was eighreen, he met and fell in love with Anne
Hathaway She was eighr years older than him. They gor
married in November 1582, and six months later their
daughter Susanna was born. In 1385 they had rwins, Hamnet
and Judich. Litele is known about the next seven years of his
life. We only know that he moved 1o London, leaving Anne and
the children in Stratford, and that by 1392 he was writing plays
and working as an acror.

His plays were very popular and he made a lor of money: In
1597 he bought a big house in Stratford for has family, bur he
stayed in London for another thirteen years. He continued 1o
write and act and also bought a theatre. In 1611 he finally
retired and moved back to Stratford to live in the house he had
bought. In toral, Shakespeare wrote 37 plays and 154 sonnets
{fourteen-line poems), Some of his love poems are addressed 1o
a married woman, and some of them are addressed ro a young
man. Nobody knows the identity of these two people.

Shakespeare died in Stratford on his birthday, on 23 April 1616,

and was buried in the church where he had been christened
exactly 32 vears earlier.
